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Abstract

Ibn Battuta, the famous 14th century traveller , was born in 702
A.H/1304 A.D in a family of Islamic legal scholars in Tangier, Morocco. After
spending his youth studying law,it travelled across the Eastern hemisphere for
a roughly total distance . But his traveling went on for about 29 years and he
covered about 75,000 miles visiting the equivalent of 44 modern countries
which were then mostly under the governments of Muslim leaders of the
Islamic World . He dictated the accounts of his travels to Ibn Juzay(721-
757A.H/1321-1356 A.D.)at the court of Sultan Abu Inan (748-759A.H/1348-
1358 A.D). Though the book is commonly referred to as "the Rihla,( Tuhfat
al-Nuzzar fi Ghara'ib al-Amsar wa-'Aja'ib al-Asfar.) The following passage
illustrates the system of the social security in the Muslim world in the early
14th century A.D .

A thesis “India Through Ibn Battuta’s Travel” is one of the important

subjects in the field of the Islamic History and Civilazation because he spoke
of everything, from the royal ceremonies of the Sultan of Delhi, to the social
customs of ordinary people in the Maldive Islands, Although Ibn Battuta was
cosmopolitan and generally tolerant of different customs and peoples, his

account periodically betrays personal attitudes and biases.
