2. Rehabilitation of teachers of Arabic language in the Arab 

private schools in Djibouti, and training them in the use 

of modern methods in teaching Arabic. 

3. Attention to the general appearance of the school 

environment; because of its positive imp

the psychology of the learner and the teacher. 
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
