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92 - When a case is officially relegated to one of the courts or the bodies which have the
suthority to ook into such cases, then the case may not be relegated to another author-

ity before issuing a judgement on it.

93 - It i not permissible for the Shari's courts or otherwise to contest the certlficates
issued from the public notary, except in one instance when what is mentioned in the cer-
tificate is contradicting the Shara'.

94 - The suthorizations and all the acknowledgements which were not certified by the
public notary or that & dispute had erupted betwesn the authorized and the authorizor,
and the suthorized person wanted to prove his suthorization, then the reference to cer-
tify that prowot is the Shari*a courts.

9 - When the authorized person releases himself or was released by his client from tak-
ing up the litigation, the authorizor would be asked to come to court to hear his case if
he was in the country, otherwise a judgment in default would be passed according to the
evidences or when he arrives.

96 - These instructions are to be put in force from the time a decree is isgsued in this con-
cem, and they are o replace the Shari’a procedures. Ifanyurdersnremnﬂmngwnh
these instructions and repulations, then considerntion is given to these instructions to
be named."The Regulaton of the Administrative Actions in the Shari"a Depart-
ments. ™
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the country.

d - it is pot permissible to take the crops of the codowed lands and distribute them out-
sicde the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, or spent on interests oul of the Kingdom,

e - the person who is taking care of the endowment must be a subject of the government
of His Majesty The King, or otherwise the government will have the right of supervi-
sion.

f - the endowment, in knyway, ntust be in conformity with the endowment regulations
in the country.

84 - The claims on endowments will not be heard if their dates were before the annexa-
tion of Hijaz to the Saudi government, and if silence all that time was not for a lagiti-
mate reasofl.

85 - If the court was requested to conduct registration of a real estate, it shoubd write to
the municipality, the endowments and the ministry of finance and nquire if they bad
any objection to conduct that. If there wag no objection, then the registration wiubd be
conductesd after announcing it in the official paper for a period of one moath.

86 - If the court was requested to condnct registration of a vacant land, it should raise
the request to higher authorities for consultation, 1n addition to the procedures men-
tioned in article (85). If there were ruins on the vacant land, they should investigate to
whom do those ruins belong and on what grounds they were fovnded. The judge or his
deputy must see the situation on nature to complete the investigation of the request,

87 - It is not permissible to issue a certificate of registration for the buildings in (Mina)
and if thers was any dispute in this matter, the previous certificate and copy of its negis-
try control record should be raised to the head of the judiciary.

88 - If the wealth and property of the under aged are located out side the district limits
of the judge’s authority, the judge must keep that wealth in the treasury, and then write
to the judge of the district where the under - aged are living, and request him to appoint
a trustee for those under - aged. The trustee, may come if be chooses, or delegate some-
one to receive that wealth on his behalf.

89 - If the under - aged were out side the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia the judge should
communicate through the official channels.

90 - Tt is not permissible for the judge to pass a judgment on a wife from the subjects of
His Majesty The King to sabmit ta her husband and travel with him to the foreign coun-
tries or that the custody of the under-aged children to be given ta the father who wants
to take them outside the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.

91 - Ttis stipulated on the people authorized to finalize marriage contracts, not to Marry
a foreigner who wants 10 marry a woman who is a subject of the Saudi government
unless he signs an acknowledgement that he would not force his wife or her children 1o
come to the foreign countries before they reach the legal age or without the consent of
the woman and ber guardinns, and after bringing a sufficiant sponsorship. The sponsor
should guarantee the return of the wife and her children in case of being requested.

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75 - The cases of the detainees for crimes which entail {Ta'azeer) or [l_{udud} bounds,
the court takes heed in looking into them on the arrival of the case and issue a judgment
on it a5 urgently a5 possible.

76 - If it was necessary to liquidate the assets of an endowment, the manager of the
endowment or the managsment of the endownents itself, will not have the right to pro-
ceed on the transaction of liquidation except after obtaining the permission of the
Shari'a judge of the region in which the endowment it located, snd after giving the
Shari'a justifications which permit him to enforce thet liquidation, The price of the
endowment must be paid immediately for a similar estate to be allocated for endow-
ment.

77 - All the procedures conceming the transfer of the ownership of a real sstate such as
endowment of sale, und when being done with an official document, then the depart-
ment which had processed that transaction should notify the suthroity which issued that
document to write n nate on the margin of the register indicating that procedure.

78 « M the transfer of ownership of an oificially certifled vea! estate is intended, the
department in which the processing of that transaction is carried out should enguire
from the authority which issued that certificate whether that reel estate is still in the
ownership of the first owner or some transaction, had been done.

7 - If the endowment or the will was stipulated with a condition or the work of

Trustworthy mansgers, then consideration is given to the cases of litigation according to
the Shari*a ordinance.

80 - }f the endewment was for a limited period of time or that the channel of spending
its royalty is not known, the judge skould consider it according to the Shari’a method.

Bl . If the endowment did not have a manager according to the conditions of the endow-
ment donor, or he was appointed and he died or was dismissed, then the judge shonld
appoint a qualified person for the management of the endowment, and if it was found
that among the beneficiaries there is a qualified person for this job, then he would be
given preference.

B2 - The endowments whose beneliciarics heve died, and were reverted to charity
bodies, then the judge should appoint the manager of the cfficial endowments in that
region as manager of these endowments if he was qualified for that.

83 - There is no objection to register the ownership in the name of 3 foreigner if he had
intended 1o donate the registered estate to the endowments, on these conditions:-

a - the endowment should be according to the Shari’a rales.

b - the endowment thould be alloted for a lasting charity and it should not be alloted to
the children of the donor who o not hold the citizenship of the govemment of His
Majesty The King.

¢ - the crops from the endowed lands are to be distributed to the beneficaries from the
subjects of the government of His Majesty The King, or from the Muslims wha Live in

- B4 -
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65 - The licences qualify the person for practice after being certified by the boatd of the
Shari's specifications.

66 - The authorized person may request from the judge to be granted respite to obtain
explanation from his client to be able to answer the court. But if it appeared to the court
that by requesting respites, the authorized person was only procrastinating, then the
court will have the right to ask the client himself to complete the proceedings.

General Rules

&7 - The jurisdiction of the courts remains the way it was in accordance with the orders
communicated to them.

68 - The Shari'a courts have the right to record and control every acknowledgement or
agreement which ocurs during the proceedings, when the court must issue a document
in this concem.

69 - In & court, if there were two judges or more, each judge should adjudicate by him-
self the case referred to him, and he should indicate his reference for the judgment he
wollld pass.

70 - All proceedmgs and sessions are to be publicly open except in some circumstances
they are closed in consideration of public conduct,

71 - The cases which are not adjudicated due to the death or dismissal of the judge look-
ing into them are to be transferred to his successor, who should read out what was writ-
ten in the registry record in court. If that was signed by the previous judge on the signa-
tures of the litigansts and the witnesses, then the successor should resume the proceed-
ing from where it was stopped and complete the case to the Shari'a end.

72 . It is permisible for the litigants to review each other's documents and testimonies
in the court, after an order from the judge, but without ebiaining copies of those docu-
meals.

73 - In case of the occurence of an offense or a felony inside the court, the judge will
have the right to impose a discrerional punishment on the culprits to deter them and
preserve the dignity of the court. The judge should report that punishment 1o the head
of the judiciary so as to decide what they see snitable the same as what is done for the
{Ta"azcer) punishment. This procedure is followed when the court is in the capital, but
if it was in the provinces, the administrative governor witl enforce the punishment.

74 - The control and administration of the seesions is the responsibility of the judge who
may dismiss from the count anybody who causes disturbance and violates its regulations
be from the litigants or anybody else. If he peorsists on cauging the disturbance, the
judge may order the police to detain the disturbance causer for a period not exceeding
twenty four bours, and if the judge decided increasing that detention he has to raise that
to the head of the judiciary.
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b - expenses of custody {af infants)
¢ - charges of nursing, dwelling, custody of children by the nurse - maid, the expenacs
of the woman paid by (Mahram) and the attachment of the child to the guardian.

57 - Temporary enforcement should satisfy the following conditions:-

1 - the request of the one for whom the judgment was in favour.

2 - the order from the judge to do so.

3 - the nomination of A sponsor with financial capability ready to pay financial obliga-
tions.

58 - The enforcement of the judgment for attachment of the child to his or her guardian
and the woman ¢a her {Mahram) and for the separation between the married couple
and attachment of a child to a nurse-maid is to be done forcibly end urgently and

according to regulations.
Authorizations
59 - Everybody has the right ot authorize (anybody) without any resirictions.

60 - Anybody can be accepted for being authorized in cases from one to three cases, If
the authorized undertakes suthorization in three cases for three different persons, then
his authorization will not be zccepted. He may continwe undertaking anthorization for
the mentioned three authonzors no matter how numercus their cases are.

61 - Government employees do not have the right to undertake authorization except for
blood relatives.

62 - Licences for the practice of authorization are granted by a scientific board nomi-
nated by the judge in the repgion where licence is applied for.

63 - Licence for the practice of avthorization will not be granted except to those people
folfilling these conditions:-

a - age not less than twenty one years.

b - being of good conduct and good reputation.

¢ - be a Sauwdi national,

d - having obtained the higher certificate from the Saudi Institute or from the higher
section of Al Falah schools, or certificates equivalent to any of the previous two certifi-
cates and according to the evaluation of the directorate of education.

¢ - those who practiced the judicial career or had obtained the teaching certificate or
had been recognized by the judge of the region or by a famous scholar as being qualifiad
for undertaking the authorizations.

64 - The applicants for licence who do not possess the afore mentioned certificates in
article (63) will be tegtad on the judicial cases by the scientific board mantionad before,
50 as to qualify for the licence.
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thoroughly into these cases concerning the pilgrims as he is yesponsible about these
CAELS,

49 - Any judgment verified according to procedures stated in this regulntion, and if this
judgnent is nulified or contested in the process of verification, then this rulification
and contestation, would not have any effect on the proceedmgs of the case in general,
but only when the reprocessing of the procedures as concerning the potnts which caused
the nulification or the conteatation have touched on the fundamental factors of the
case. At this point afl the procedures founded on the point of nulification would be
done all over again, unless there Is restraint.

50 - If the judgment was approved by its reference, it will acquire Bnalization and it
must be enforced, immediately when the one whom the judpnent wis pased for pre-
sents himself with the verified document of judgment for putting in force. No excuse or
any procrastination is accepted from the indictad.

51 - The judgment passed in Makkah in the cases of {Hudud) bound, felomies and
{Ta'azeer) discretional punishments, will not be enforced unleas shown 1o the head of
the judiciary and approved by him and by the cassation board.

52 - All the judgments issucd in all the towns in (Hijaz) in the cases of execution, ston-
ing, and amputation are not to be enforced unless shown to the bead of the jodiciary
and get them approved by him and by the cassation board.

53 - The judgments issued in Madinah or in the other areas in which there are more than
ome judge, for the cases of felonies, (Ta'azeer) (Hudud) bounds except the cases of
execution, amputation and stoning, mentioned in article {52) are not to be enforced
unless approved by the highest judge in the areas.

54 - The judgments issued in the other areas in which there is only one judge, are to be
enforced by the administrative mier in the area if the cases are related to felonies.
{Ta'azeer) and (Huedud) except the cases of execution, amputation, and stoning. men-
tioned in artigle (52).

55 - The judgment issued by the courts in the following circumstances will be final and
are not subject to cassation, these are;:-

& - if the judgment was for the payment of one hundred Riyals or less.

b - concerning payment of alimony, custody of infant, dwelling for busband aond wife.
on condition that the amount does not exceed fifty Riyals per month,

¢ - the dowry on condition that it does not exceed one bundred Riyals,

Temporary Enforvement

56 - Temporery enforcement must be earried out on the request of the one for whom
ihe judgment was in favour, whether the judgment was in the presence of the parties or

in default, b:fum in the
. approval following subjects:-

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AD - The concemed departments must deliver what is passed in the default judgment,
on the request of the opponent who won the case, after fulfilling the procedures men.
tioned in article (38).

Pronsuncemeni and Specification of Judgment

41 - Before each session the judge must take some time and study the case be is booking
into from all its sides and prepare for all the procedures necessary for that session with-
out eny deiay. He should not postpone that case for another session, unless it is neces-
sary, and the record clerk should submit o the judge daily a list of the cases tobe looked
the other day so that be may study them before che session.

42 - Aftar passing a judgment, the court issnes a precise bulletin containing a summary
of the case, the khtigations and the defenses, the testimony of witnesses in the same
words they uttered them, the confirmation of that testimony, the caths taken and the
reasons for passing that judgment. All repetitions and the additions which bave no
effect On the process of the case are cancelled. This work should be completed within
the period of ten days, five days for the record clerk to make the summary, copy down
the docament, get it signed by the judge, four days for registration and review and one
day for mailing. this procedure is for the long documents, and as for the short ones, the
period would be four days.

43 - The documents which do not need any specification are to be organised and reghk-
tered during a period not exceeding four days according to the method mentioned in
article (42).

44 - The court must raise a report of the judgment passed together with a copy of the
record registry of the case and the file of the case with all the documents and send those
to the headquarters of the judiciary for verification in case that the defendant was not

convineced

45 - The period for reviewing the report of the case and verifying the judgment by the
cassation board should not excecd twenty days, in the cases of nulification, approval or
obseTvAtions.

45 - If the judge mes any complications in a particular case, before passing a judgment,
he should refer to his superior for consultation and for surpassing that difficulty.

47 - It is not permissible that a case, whatsoever it is, rémains in a court to be looked
into for more thae one moath.

48 - If the indicted was endowment manager, a trustee, 8 guardian or a deputy from the
treasury and the like, whose confession is not considered for what the judgment is pass-
ed, his certainty would not be considered and so the court should raise a report of the
judgment to the judiciary for verification. The foreign pilgrims are exempted from this
procedure and only the judgment pagsed by the juge is considered enough, so that there
would not be a long delay which would do harm to the pilgrims. The judge should look
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33 - The testimony of the witnesses can be heard in the sbsence of the ane they stand
wilness for in the cases of misdemeanor and capital oHfense, on condition that the one
witnessed against is present.

34 - If one of the opponents was granted respite to bring his alibd which was not available
in that session, the respite granted to him would be the least sufficlent pericd of time
aocording to the discretion of the judge. This in in case thal the alib] was aveilable in &
place where there is no judge, otherwlse the judge of the court would write 1o the fudge
in the place where the alibi is and request from him to hear the evidence of that alibi and
notify the person who presented the alibi to present his alibi to that fudge on the date

appointed to bim.

35 - If the opponent who was granted respite did not bring hia witnesses, in the
appointed session or had brought witoesses whose testimony was not socepted, another
respite would be granted to him again, and if he filed to bring his witneases sgain or
had brought witnesses whose testimony was not eccepted, then he would be considered
incapable. If he could not bring them in the third session, the judge would consider him
incapable and would settle the dispute when all the factors for passing a judgment were
available, unless the opponent has a legitimate excuse such as the absence of wilnesses.

36 - If the plaintiff stated that he does not have evidence absotutely, or changed his wit-
nesses, or stated an abdication of his case or dropped any right, then his signature
would be taken on that, if be condd write, and if he was illiterate his seal would be con-
sidered only on the testimony of two witnesses who would put their signatures on his
testimony from fear that someting he did not say or understood was inserted in his ves-
omony.

The Defanli Jodgments

37 - No default judgment is to be enforced unless after the approval of the bnardulus-
sation. This approval wouid not prevent accepting the argument of the one ' judged in
default whenever he appears.

38 - The opponent who wins a cage with a default judgment will have the right io request
that judgment put in force temporarily when the indicted is not found, and his request
is answered on the following conditions:-

a - the approval of the judgment by its reference.

b - the presence of the indicted inside the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.

¢ - the momination of a sponsor with financial ability capable of carrylng out the finan-
cial obligations whepever necessary or when the judgment it nulified. The sponsor
shouold be & Savdi national.

39 - If the absent opponent arrives before the pronouncement of the judgment, and the
judge knew about his arriva), the judge should not pass the judgment, untill the oppo-
nent appears in court and his defense heard by the court.
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the public security forces and all police stations should respond to this request and sum.-
mon the people wanted.

26 - If the plaintff presented himself to the court for the session in the appoioted time,
but the defendunt did not appear and did not give en ecceptable excuse to be Ribént,
then the judge whould give his orders to the court police to summeon the oppenent
immediately, amd the plaintiff is asked to wait wniil the opponent is brought in front of
the court. Meanwhile the judge should proceed ta the other cases until that opponent
is brought when the judge would look into the case, even at the end of all the sessions,
If the opponent was not found until the end of the working day, a date, not exceeding
three daysis to be eppointed for another session. The police station is charged with the
search for the absent opponent, with the help of the mayor of the region who ix to be
informed about the date of the second session (o convey to the opponent and tell him
that if he did pot present himself in the court, the judge would proceed with the case,
and a fwdgrment would be passed in his absence. A testimony with that judgment would
be taken from the head of the police station and two witnesses. This is in case that the
opponent is a resident of the tawn where the court is, as well us the officials.

27 - If the opponent was absent in the first session, the judge should make account of
the proceedings in the control registry and proceed with the case and hears the evidence

- gainst the opponent taken in his absance and notify him about the date of the third ses-
sion only.

28 - The nomads are summoned to court and ootified about the dates of the sestion by
their representative in the towns, and in the regions by the administrators according to
the method mentioned before. The representatives and the administrators are respon-

sible of bringing the nomads in the appointed time, and they are also responsible about
their absence.

29 - [f absence of an opponent is repeated in one case more than two times without an
scceptable excuse, the judge would consider the opponent hiding, and 5o a judgment
would be passed in sbsence after hearing the evidence.

30 - If it was recessary to summon the defendant in his capacity as a manager of endow-
mant or & trustes and the like for giving account of what is under his supervision, amd
he did not appear after applying the procedures mentioned earlier, the judge muse pre-
vent him from acting on what is disputed which should be attached by tha deputy of the
treasury temporarily and then the defendant is to be brought by the executive force.

31 - If someone is summonsd for oath and he refuses, he is brought by force

32 - [f the two litigants or their representatives did not appear at the time of the
appointed session, and if the plaintiff did not present an acceptable excuse in the
tearest possible time, according to the discretion of the judge, then the court has to
drop the case, The plaintiff may appeal his case according to the procedurs, and if be
neglects his case again without a reason, it would be dropped again, and would not be
heard again unless a higher order ls issued in that concemn.
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his statement on receipt and his sigrature. Dacuments are oot to be ralurned before
settlement of the case, without the order from ihe judge or the head of the court, no
matter if the list of submission is found or nd. Anyhow, documents are not to be

returned except under strong neccssity.
Hearing the Caze and the Process of Interrogetion

18 - The judge has to ask the plaintiff to present the evidences necessary to support the
legitimacy of his case before interrogating the defendant. The judge will not have the
right to dismiss that evidence and return for verification, or proceed on the case before
obtaining the evidences and processing the interrogation,

19 - The judge will order the defendant to answer instantly oo interrogation, and if the
answer was not available at that time in the session due to his need to consult his records
ot bring his documents or prepare some accounts, then he witl be granted respite
according to the judge, and in circumstances nther than those, the defendant will not
be granted respite to give his answer.

20 - K the defendant abstaing from answering completely, or he gave an irrelevant
answer, the judge will repeat his order to the defendant three times to give the correct
answer in the same session, and if the defencdant insists on the answer he had given, he
will be considered refusing to testify, He will be warned and the relevant procedure
stated by the Shari'a will be taken agatnst him.

21 - If anyone of the two opponents ralsed a legitimate motion and asked to be
answered by the other party, and the party requested a respite, then he will not be
granted respite except when necessary.

22 - It is not permitted to repeat the respite for the same answer.

23 - The cases of debts on 2 deceased person are heard infront of a depury from the
treasury if the bequest was attached to the treasury, even if the bequest was not ¢ncugh
to meat the claims, and on condition that the inheritor or the trustee appears too, if he
wak available in the place where that case was raised,

Absence of Opposeuts or Qoe of Them

24 - In each town or city a police station is to be located in the vicinity of the court with
an officer showld be in charge. The mission of this police station is to implement the
orders of the court whether in writing, verbal or to summon those people peeded to
appear infront of the court in appointed tmes. All kinds of vehicles should be available
im the station s0 as to facilitate the work connected directly with the court. The police
iny this station must carry out the orders of the count without referring to their superiom.
In the villages, the one who is to summon the opponents and carry out the requests of
the court is the chief of police in the nearest town.

25 - When the court needs the assistance of the police to summon some people to coutt,
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10 - Whenever swo opponents apper infront of the judge snd request him to look into
their case, as it is a simple one, the judge must immediately hear that case, if he was not
occupied in &nother case at that time. Being 50, the judge has to request one of his
deputies ta hear that case. If all the deputies were busy with cases at that same time,
then the jixige has to heer it at the end of the sessions that day, if neither he nor one of
his deputies could hear the case during the sessions.

11 - If the judge or his deputy had appointed a time of a session for two cpponents, and
the two opponents appeared before the appointed time and requested from the judge
to look into their case, then he has to answer that request, if he was not busy with
another case appointed ax that same time.

12 - When all the cases, the notes, the letters and the testimonies presented by the two
opponents, &8 full of repetitions and redundancy which is of no us to the court proce-
dure, then the clerk of the court has to suninarise that and record the necessary in the
registry book and sign it and keep the originals in the specific files. The judge does not
have the right to take the account of that to the letter, or ask the opponents what is out
of question.

13 - The cases raised by the individuals against the afficial departments, are to be raised
against the head of the depariment or his representative.

14 - Comsideration is given to the proxy, presented with an official nots from the head
of the department, by the court in which the case is to be processed.

THE FILES

15 - The concemed clerk has to prepare, before the session of the case, a file for that
case on form No (4} including the following:-

1- a summary of the case

2- the documents submitted by any one of the opponents.

1- the written testimwonies, signed by the submittor and by the judge too.

16 - When one of the opponents submits documents to the judge, the record clerk has
to receive them after checking their validity, and register them in the file of the official
documents, in duplicate, and give one copy to the submittor of the document, after
being signed by the record clerk, the judge and the submittor on both coples, Whensver
there is suspicion about the documents, it shoukd be stated clearly and beyond any
doubt, on the two copies of the receipt. The record clerk will not receive any document
from any one of the opponents without the presence and orderofthe judge. If the docu-
ment was not autheaticated, its submittor must sign on it thatit is the document submit-
ted.

17 - Documents are not returned to the submittor after settlement of the cage, unless
by an order from the judge. The submittor should return the receipt be was given on the
submission of the document. If he allaged lossing that receipt, his document would be
returned (o him without an order from the judge or the head of the court, after taking

THE REGULATION OF ADMINISTRATIVE
ACTIONS IN THE SHARIA DEPARTMENTS

(Unofficial Translation)

1 - The time a case reaches the concerned count, the judge of that court has 1o appoint
for the plaintiff the date of the session in which that case is to be presented to him, after
considering the order of priority of the cases, except when the case is that of a ttaveller
O & woman in & minor case which should be sctiled urgently and the judgment put into
effect.

2 - When the court appoints for the plamtiff the date of a session for hearing his case,
then the clerk of the court has to obtain the signature of the plaintiff on form (1), If the
plaintiff wasilliterate and did pot have a seal, what comes in article 6is applied on him.

3 - The court must notify the defendant to summons in the appointed time to hear the
¢ase against him, and the plaiotff must also appear on the time appointed-without
delay.

4 - The court must aotify the defendant who is absent outside the Kingdom of Saudi
Axabia and inform him with a summary of the case raised against him, and determine
a period of time for the case ta be looked by the concermed sources, putting in consider-
ation, baiore determining the date of the session the period of Gme needed for sending
the potification and the arrival of the defendant or his representative.

% - A case is not raised in a place other than the place of residence of the defendant, if
he was inside the Kingdom.

& - If the defendant refused to sign, and if he did not konow how to write, and did not
have aseal, then the notifier must mention that on the original copy of the notification,
with the presence of two witpesses who shonld also put their signarures on the original
notification together with the sipnature of the notifier, and that would be enough notifi-
cation.

7 ~ The method of natifying the defendant is by sending him s surnmons in duplicate by
the court {form No. 2), with a summary of the case raised against him. the courts should
require from the plaintiff to present his claim or 2 written copy of it, and he should give
exact account of the case and proceed with it in the Shari'a legal manner.

B - The summoner must return the notification signed by the defendnnt o the con-
cerned court, to show that the defendunt received the summons.

9 - The polies departments and the mayors of the regions have (o assist the summonars
of the counts in carrying out their missions, within the limits of their authorization.

Peace be upon you, and the Grace of Allah and His blessings.

To fqtd]itnt: the judicial actions and the work of the Shari’a courts in the country,
after having reviewed the previous regulations applied in the judiciary, the courts and
the Shari'a departments, we thought of the necessity of cancelling the previous legal
procedure regulation, in desire to implement and carry out the Shari'a rules according
to the ordinance of Shari’a without any change, any delay or any alteration, and substi-
tute that procedure with administrative instructions which would regulate the adminis-
trative actions in the Shari'a departments.

These instructions are attached herewith so as to be published in the local news-
papers and in booklets to be distributed to the authorities concerned for confirming
them and act according to them from the date they are published, You have to
emphasize on all the authorities concerned that they must implement and put into
action all the Shari’a rules issued from the considered sources immediately after being
issued, and without delay.

We beseech Almighty Allah to grant His success to all in doing what is rightful and
wise, and peace be upon you and the Grace of Allah.

"S'Elld.“
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A Muslim must know the (Qibla) the direction of prayer , by knowing the signs indi-

cating that, because he would not be excused in ignoring that. Allah Almighty said:-

“So from whencesoever

Thou startest forth, turn

Thy face in the direction

Of the Sacred Mosque

And wheresoever ye are

Turn your face thither.” "

As a summary of all this, ignorance does not drop the rules of the rights, The one
who is ignorant about prayer or Zakat or Haj, he must make up and compensate for
that. The one who had committed a prohibition under the pretence of ignorance, while
other people do no commit that, he is to be punished. the one who damages something
belonging to someone else, he would not be excused for his ignorance and he has to pay
compensation for the damage.

A person is excused only in the situations where precaution is too difficult usually,
otherwise he would not be excused.

As concerning this question if the passenger knew the language spoken by the hos-
tess, he must take his precaution and ask about the kind of food he is given. But if he
did not know that and could not acquire it except under stress and difficulty, then there
is no sin on him, because he is considered as the complelled one, concerning whom
Allah Almighty said:-

““He has only forbidden you

Dead meat and blood

And the flesh of swine

And any (food) over which

The name of other than God

Has been invoked

But if one is forced by necessity

Without wilful disobediences,

Nor transgressing due limits

- Then God is Oft-Forgiving
Maost Merciful,
Allah is all-Knowing

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cme ate impure food thinking that it is pure. This is a sort of ignorance which is excused

as in checking that there is difficulty. Another example of the excused ignorance is

when a Muslim kills ancther Muslim in war taking him for one of the enemies. Another

example is when a judge passes judgment relying on a perjured testimony when ignor-

ant about the witnesses.!") Another example when a Muslim utters a word of disbelief
when he does not know the meaning of that in the language he spoke. Also the invalid-
ity of divorce when a husband utters an expression of divorce when be is not aware of
its meaning. If he said to his wife you are divorced withoat knowing what that meanes,
she would not be considered divorced because he has not opted for that and so he is con-
sidered as the compelled one. @

Other examples of the excused ignorance is the sitaation of those Muslims who
have recently embraced Islam. They may cornmit a restriction thinking that it is permisg-~
sible, such as the case when a new Muslim is living far away from the Jocations where
knowledge is available and there is no body to guide him. In these incidents and the like
there is excuse for the ignorant as he did not willingly and intenticnally committed that
prohibition.

However, if precantion was possible, the one who claims ignorance would not be
excused, Iba Najeem natrated that the one who thinks, out of ignorance, that what he
committed of the restrictions is permissible, and if what he committed was from what
is Imown by necessity in the religion of the Apastte, peace be upon him, then he would
be considered a disbeliever, otherwise he wauld not.© The oune who is ignorant about
the mles commen to most people, he would not be excused. The one who knew the pro-
hibiticn of semething, but he was ignorant about what would result from committing
that, he would not be excused, such as the case of someone who knows about the pro-
hibition of wine and aduoltery but claims ignorance of the punishment, he will neverthe-
less be punished according to {Hud) the stipulated punishment, on agreement of all
Jurists.

There are common rules which must be known. The one who is ignorant on them
will not be excosed. These rules are such as the times for the performance of the written
prayer, as he would not be excused for delaying the prayer claiming ignorance of its
stipulated time. Allah Almighty warned those who do that:-

“So woe to the worshippers &

Who are segiectial
Of their Prayers.”®

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What Inmams Shafie means is the absolute ignorance of the mandatory tules which
are supposed to be known by the responsible Muslim, such as the fundamentals and
principles of the religion. But the kind of ignorance in the alfsirs which are probable to
be ignorant abont, has another rule. In other words thera is false ignorance for which
ticy excuse would be accepted, The one who violates the Book of Allah and the Sunnah
of His Apostle, permitting the forbidden and forbidding the permissible and do oppo-
site to the consensus of the Ummah and making out of this opposition a faith or a belief,
then his independent reasoning in all that is false.

There is an {llegitimate kind of ignorance but il is excusable for one reason or
another such as being ignorant of the situations where correct independent reasoning
may be conducted, or of the situations of suspicicns. ™ But how would one know what
it excusable and what is not, Before that we should know that the rules of the Shari'a
are rules of mercy which understand the nature of man and his frailties and his com-
plexes. For that reason Allah Almighty ordained on man only what is in the capacity of
man and his indvrance. Allah Almighty says:-

The Messenger of Allalt, peace be upon him said, “ Allah pardoned my Ummah for
the error and forgetfulness and what they were compelled to do."®

The excused ignorance is known as that from which one can pot be precautions usu-
ally, There ar¢ numerous examples in the (Figh) indicating that, For instance if some-

Originally, the responsible Muslim must be knowledgeable about the affsim of his
retigion, whether those concemning worships or transactions. This knowledge should
enable him to identify the priorities and the postulates in the questions of mandatory,
in ohservance of the saying of Allah Almighty,

“If yc realise thiz nod, ask

OF those who possess the Message, ™!

Prophet Muhammad, peace be upon him also says, “the demand of kngwledge is
incumbent on every Muslim™?! When a Muslim performs his prayers, he should know
the meaning of the prayer, its invalidators, and the requisites for its performance. On
fasting, a Muslim should know the meaning of fasting, its bases, conditions and s
imvalidators. When a Muslim eats something, he shonld know the kind of food he iy eat-
ing, and s0 on in every matter concerning the worships. As for the worldly affairs and
transactions such as sleeping partnership and such commercial transactions, a Muslim
must koow the requirements and obligations of these transactions otherwise he would
fall into restrictions such as deception and fravd and usury and the Jike. On this Al Oar-
rafi says:- “the responsible Muslim is not rermiﬂnd ko cmbark on doing something until
he is sure about the rule of Allah on it™™ The reality of ignorance is not knowing what
should have beent known. & Ignorance is not o permanent state in man, and as the state-
ment of the Hanafis, it is one of the acquired expositions. Gening rid of this ignorance

depends mainly on the will of the person. There is nothing that prevents someone from
learning. If samebody wants to know something, be will know it, For this reason the
excuse due to ignorance is imited, because if it was not so, there would have been no
meaning for knowledge. On this concern Imam Al Shafie says:» “if the ignorant was
excused because of his ignorance, then ignorance would have been better than knowl-
edpe, as it would alleviate from the servant the obligations of the mandatory, and
appeases his heart from the different sorts of reprehensions. The servant docs not have
a plea for being ignorant of a rule after the message having reached him. ** “That man-
kind after the coming of the Apostle should have no plea against God. ™

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To summarize all this up, the criterlon for determining the (Halal) and the
(Haran) in the mixture of both of the two, is the predominance of the prater portion
of either this ot that. However, the predominance of the {Halal) over the (Haram) dees
not excuse th_e owner of the mixed wealth from being tesponsible as regards 1o the
rights of M:mghp' Allah and the rights of the people. The rights of Allah require peni-
tence after fulfilling all its conditions, and the rights of the people must be returned, and
he will not be pardoned or forgiven untess these rights are returned or that the people
concerned forgive him and parden him for that.

The one who has accumulated s (Haram) wealth and mixed that with a (Halal)
wealth, must declare penitence and purify the (Halal) from the {(Haram) by doing what
he believes to be the right so as to acquit his religion perhaps Allah will make them
among those: -

“Others (there are who) have

Acknowledged thelr wrong-doings

They have mixed an act

That was good with ancther

tuat was evil, Perbaps God

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and there was no (Halal) it wonkd be permissible to use part of that according to the
needs, and that would not be limited to only that, because if it was like so, then that
would lead to the deterioration of the Muslims and the occupation of their land by the
disbelicvers, and Muslims would have been disconnected from lwm’nﬁtha handicrafty
and trades and all the means of keeping the interests of the people. " It appears that
Imam EzzelD)in was influenced by what was happeniog in the Isiamic states in that
period. Occupation of the land by foreign forces was taking place in that period, and be,
blessing of Allah be upon him, was afraid that if the Muskims ceased from using the land
on the suspicion of being (Halal) or {Haram) would be enough reason for the pom-mus-
lims to ocoypy it. A support to this is found in the answer he gave to the person who told
him that the greater portion of his wealth is (Haram) and the man enquired if it is per-
tissble to deal in it? Imam Ezzellvin answered, “if the Haram was the greater part, but
it was possible to get rid of it {the Haram} it would not be permissible io deal in it.

Imam Tbn Taimeya thinks that the {Haram) is of two kinds:- A (Haram) for it
state, such as dead meat, blood and pork. If this kind of (Haram) mixes with water or
any other finid, food or non food, and changed its codour, its tasts or its smell, renders
it (Haram). the second kind is the (Haram) for the way it was earned, such as the
vsurped things, or the things obtained by a false contract. If this kind of (Hiaram) mixes
with the (Halal) it will not render it {(Haram), If somebody usurped some money
{Dirham) or anything elze and mixed it with his money, all fhe mixture will not be
(Haram) or anything else and mixed it with his money, not all the mixture will be
(Haram) neither for this nor for that. If they had equal portions, the mixture cauld be
divided mg}misnn:takﬁwhalhudmmandtheuthmmetakesm amount he
deserves.”

Another junistic opinion states that the (Haram) predominates the moment s
mixes with the (Halal) regardless of the ratio of each in the mixmure. Evidence of this
is derived rom the (Hadith) Prophet's saying:- “If a (Halal) is mixed with thes {FHaram)
the Haram predominates the (Halal)” ¢! But Al Baibagi said that (Hadith) was a weak
{Hadith). One of the subdivisions of this opinion is that if two evidences are conflicting,
one of them calling for prohibition and the other one calling for permission, then the
one calling for prohibition is considered. Another subdivision is if the fat from a dead
animal mixed with oil and the like, that ¢il is not permissible to be eaten excapt on
pecessity. This is contrary to the opinion of Imam Abu Hanifa and Aby Mubammad
when they stated that the criterion in that case is the predominance of the greater por:
tion. Another subdivition it that if one part of the tree was in the Halal and another part
in the Haram, then it is prohibiced to cut it **

Vanities include all kinds of wealth which are attained through dealing in the pro-
hibited such as usury, gambling, wsurpation, fraud, and all kinds of deception. Allah
Almighty exempted the wealth attained through legal trade based on mutual good- will
and unsuspected exchange. In this concern Prophet Muhammad, peace upoa him said,
“gale is based on goodwill.” *! and in another Hadith he, peace be upon him said,
“when two men get into transaction, each one of them will have the cheice unless they
depart.” ™ {On the prohibition of devouring the (Haram), there are numerous sayings
of the Praphet, peace be upon lim, such as, “any flesh grown out of (Haram) then the
Hell iz more worthy of it.” ) In another saying :- “a man would raise up his hands
towards heavens saying in supplication, Oh my God Oh my God, and his food is
{Haram) and his drink is Haram, and his clothing is Haram, and he has bean nourished
with the (Haram), in what way can his supplication be answered.” ™ In another saying,
“the {Halal) is evident and the (Haram) is evident, and batween them there are suspi-
cious matters not known to many people. The one who avoided the saspicions, aequit-
tcdhismﬁgiunandhishnmmandthcunewhufaninmﬂmmpidm.feﬂi@the
(Haram} the same way as the shepherd (rearing his animal) tresspassing the precincts,
Fnrea:hpmpertythammpmdn:ﬁmdﬂwpmﬁnﬂaufﬂﬂahmhﬁpmhiﬂﬁom."”

As wealth mighe not be all of it (Halal), but nevertheless that suspicion is refuted,
of it might not be al! of it (Haram) and still it would be considered so in all aspects.
Seeing this, the jurists discussed the question of mixing of the Halal with the Haram in
wealth, and they stated that the criterion for determining which is which is the greater
portion of this or that. It is narrated about Imam Abu Hanifa that he said, everything
being spoiled by the (Haram) but the greater protion of it is Halal, then there is no
objection to sell it, and the one whose greater protion js (Haram) is not permissible to
sell it or pay it as gift. “Abu Mubammad, the companion of Abu Hanifa gave an &xam-
ple to this with the cil in which fat from a dead animal had fallen. If the oil was the
greater part of the mixiure, it is permissible to sell it, and if the fat was the greater part
then it is not permissible to sell it. »

Imam Ezzel Din Ibn Abdul Salam took the argument further to the question of the
land and he thought that if the (Haram) prevailed and predominated the whole land

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THE RULE ON MIXING THE PERMISSIBLE WEALTH
WITH THE FORBIDDEN WEALTH

The content of this questioa s that A e started his irsde with a (Halal) permizaible
capitsl with no suspicion whatseever. By the passage of thne and the development of bis
transactions and partwerships, this man staried 10 suspect that hia permbssible (Hatal)
wreaith has been mixed with # (Harsen) forbidden wealth, and an 4 resolt of that fear crept
into his beart, and be Iz enguiring about the rale om that.

Fundamentatly, Allah Almighty forbade on his servants the devouring of the for-
bidden wealth in any one of its forms, as in doing that there is injustice and violation of
relationship between people. The stronger would suppress the weaker, and the bigger
crushes the smaller. Together with this generalized prohibition, Aligh Almighty made
a particunlrized prohibition of the wealth of the orphans, becansa of their weakness and
disability. Allah Almighty says in this concem:-

“To orphans restore their property

{ When they reach their age),

Nor suhatitate (your) worthless things

For {their) good ones, and devour pot

‘Their substamce (by mixing it up)

‘With your ¢wn. For this is

In deed a great sin."™

Saeed Ibn Jubair said “do not exchange your (Halal) wealth and devour their
{(Haram) wealth.™? and Allah Almighty stressed that prohibition by mentioning the
punishment for the cnes who would do that:-

“Those who oajusily

Eat wp the property

Of arphans, £at up

A Fire into their owa

Bodies; theywill soon
Be eaduriag a blazing Fire,"®

From the particularized to the generalized Allah A]m:,ghtyfurhnde handling of the
{Haram) prohibited through eating up pecple’s properties in vanities.

Allah Almighty said:-

was imposed on the man, ¥

What is escential in this concern is the custom { Urf } of the people and their usage
of the language and 1he different connotations and elluxions given to certain expres-
sions. If a centain usage or expression is understood as conveying a false charge accord-
ing to the { Urf ) of a place, and that it touches on man's honour the same way as explicit
charge of adullery, then it would be considered as such, because aiflusion somevimes is
stronger than explicit expression and vice versa. However, not considering euphemism
a false charge with adultery would not mean alleviating the responsibility from the com-
mittor who should get what he deserves of {Ta'azeer} And Allah is All-Knawing.

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The false charge for which the stipulated punishment is imposed is when someone
charges another with committing adultery and the second charge ia to charge him or her
of being a bastard. IV We are not going to discuss the rules of the false charge in detail.
Our concern here is only about the implicit false charge which is alluded to. The punish-
ment on the explicit false charge is agreed upon between the jurists, but the disagree-
ment is on euphemism which is the kind of insult or charge which is understood through
allusion such as saying to someonc, “as for me [ am not an adulterer .” you are such a
chaste person.” All such expressions allude to adultery in an implicit charge. The evi-
dence of enphemism is stronger than that of allusion, such as saying to an Arab, “yon
are nod free." Or saying to someone “I do not know your father * at the time when be
knows who the father is for sure. Such kind of expressions are considered by Imam
Malik and his followers as false charges entailing the stipnlated punishment although
sorme Malikis think that if someone said insulting someone else, “yon are such a chaste
person” and says that he means the positive meaning of being chaste in earning a living
and swears an oath on that, he would not be punished,

. Others think that should be said during a quarrel.™ Imam Malik and his compan-
1ons derive evidence for the false charge by allusion from a story which occured during
the time of Khalifa Crmar, blessings of Allzh be upon him. Omar consulted with his
companions on the case but they disagreed on it, and Omar imposed (Hud) stipulated
punishment of false charge on it. Imam Malik detives evidence from (Urf) custom and
tradition and special usage which stands in the place of the explicit statement. Imam
Abu Hanifa thinks that if the false charge was oniy alluded to, no stipulated punishment
15 to be imposed, but only {Ta’azeer) which is a discretional punishment. Allusion is
onty a probability and stipulated punishment must not be imposed upon probabilities
or when there is a suspicion. [ mam Shafie is of the same opinion.

It is evident in the Hanbali school of thought that the stipulated punishment (Huod)
is not to be imposed for an euphemized false charge. For instance, if someone says to
someone else “your hands and your legs committed adultery.” no stipulated punish-
ment i to be imposed on him, as the adultery of these limbs would not entail punish-
ment for the saying of Prophet Muhammad, peace be upon him, "the adultery of the
eyes is looking. ™ There was disagreement on what Imam Ahmad had stated on this
concern of false charge through enphemism, such as the saying of someone 1o an oppo-
neot “you are not an edulterer.” It is narrated about Imam Ahmad that he said in this
concerned that there is no stipulated punishment to be imposed and a number of his fol-
lowers stated the same. They derived evidence from what is parrated that a man wld
the Prophet, peace be upon him that the man's wife gave birth to a black child, alluding

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E{:thed to be violated by you- like the sanctity of this day, in this, menth in this place,
He, peace be upon him said reiterating, “it fs enough evil from the man to despise
his brother Muslim. The violation of the Muslim to the other Muslim is prohibited, his
blood, his property and his honour, *) It it narrated from the Hadith. of Al Burre Ibn
Aarib who said, the Messenger of Allah, peace be upon him addressed us loudly until
he made the women in their kouses hear him, and said, O ye people who betieved only
by saying bat faith did not enter the hearts :- do not speak ill of your brother Muslims,
and do oot trace their secrets which they would pot like to reveal 10 you. The one who
traces the secrets of his brother Muslion, Allah will trace his secrets, and the ooe whom
Allah traces the secret of will expose him even in the concealment of his own house. "™

When Prophet Muhammad peace be upon him was asked about standering and
speaking behind people's backs, he, peace be upon him sakd, mentioning your brother
by what he does not like. They asked what if what we say about him is trug 7 apd he,
peace be upon him said, If what you say is troe you have slandered him, and if what you
say about him is not true then you have fabricated lies about him. " The sayings of the
Praphet, peace be upon him in this concern are numerous and they all forbid transgres-
sion on the Mushiom whether by saying or doing or whether explicitly or implicitly, by
allusion or by swearwords.

The second fold of the answer is the particularized one, which is the prohibition of
abusing and defamation which i3 considered one of the bounds of Almighty Allah and
is considered very seriously. Allah Almighty said:-

“And those who Laemch

A charge aguinst chaste womnen,

Angd produce not four whinesses,

(To support their allegations)

Flog them with eighty stripes

And reject their evidence

Ever after, for snch men
Are wicked trunsgressors, ™

This verse states three rules to be applied on the one who launches defaming false
charges, in case that he produces no evidence to support his alkegations. The first rule
to be applied iz to flog him with eighty stripes which is a definite stipulated punishment,
keaving no room for independent reasoning. The second rule is the rejection of his evi-
dence for ever, and the third rule is his being a wicked unjust transgressor. There is dis-
agresment over the rejection of evidence when one declares his penitence, Imam Malik
thinks that it is to be accepted, but Abu Hanifa thinks it is to be rejected for ever,

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SWEARWOQRDS AND ABUSES
DURING DEFAMING FALSE CHARGES

This question ks raksed by an enqulrer who mentioned thal during a quarrel people
utter swearwords and abgses of defamution, the thing which would cause disgust and

hurt the feelings of the one abused and may have serigus pesulis. The enguirer asks what
is the rute on that?

The answer to this question is of two folds:- Firstly, is the genralized answer that
the Islamic Shari’a is a legislation of motals and ethics, a kegislation of valuss and good
traditions. Any act or behaviour which violates these principles, is not part of this
Shari'a. One of these principles is the prohibition of transgrewsion on man, not only the
profubition of physical transgression, but also the prohibition of all that causes insalt to
him or degrading his reputation, his dignity or his family,

For this reason Allah Almighty forbade the pronouncement of evil speech in pub-
lic, with the exception of the cases of injustice. Allah Almighty said:-

““zod loveth not that evil

Shoakd be nolsed shrond

In public speech, exeept

Where injnstice hath been done.,™ W

Allah Almighty forbade mistrusting and suspecting man or spying an him or slan-
dering and speaking ill of him behind his back. He Almighty described thak as eating the
flesh of a dead brother. He Almighty said:-

“0 ye who believe

Avold smspicion as much

{As possible) for muspicion

In some cases b n sin

And spy oot on exch other

Nor speak fll of each other

Bebin thelr backs. Would any

Of you ke to eat

The fesh of his dead brother

Nay ye would abhor it »®

The Messenger of Allah, peace be upon him stressed the prohibition of the honous
together with the prohibition of blood and property, in his famous speech delivered in
the farewel pilgrimage, in which, peace be upon him, indicated a number of the Shar's
rules. He, peace be upon him said, “your blood and your wealth, your honours are pro-

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proposer to tell if he suffered from any kind of disease. [t is narrated that Khalifa Omar
Tbn Alkhattab, blessings of Allah be upon him sent & man on a mission and that man
married a woman although he was sterile. When Omar knew about that he asked the
rovan, did you tell her that you were sterile ? The man said ne. Ther Omar ordered him,
tell her and them let her chogse, (M

Abu Muhammad, the companion of Imam Abu Hanifa said, it is recommended
that the husband be free of all defects such as madness or leprosy. The binding condi-
tion in this case is given to the wife, more than given it to the husband, because the hus-
band can repulse damage from himself by resorting to divorce as he has the right, while
the woman can oot do the same as she does not have the right of divorce, ™

Irnam Ibo Taimeya thinks that the origin in these conditions is the correctness and
obligation unless evidence states otherwise, and he mentioned what had been stated
before that the origin in the conditions is the incorrectiness, unless the evidence states
otherwise and zaid that the Grst saying is the correct one unless the thing conditioned
is violating the Book of Allah

We can conclude that the cooditions of the father or the one in his place on the
propoeser to marry his daughcer to prove his freedom from Aids is a correct condition.
If it was proved after marmiage that the husband was suffering from that disease or any
other contagious diseass, then the wife will have the right to annul the marriage con-
tract. But if the discase was only a chropic noncontagious disease, she will have the
right to choose. The husband will have the same right of choice if the wife is suffering
from a similar disease.

What is the rule if it is assumed that the proposer requested the proof that the
woman he is propoing to is free from Aids particularty if she was diverced? The answer
to this is that it is permissible for the proposer to obtain that proof. The rule on both
cases js the same as bong as the objective is the precaution from a chronic contagious dis-
ease which can be transmitted leading to damage to cither of the marmied couple.
And Allah is All-knowing,

In the Hanbali school of thought all these conditions are binding and they shaould
be fulfilled according to the previously mentioned Hadivh, “the moest bixding conds-
tons to be fulfilled are those wnder which you deemed the chastity of the women per-
missible™ Also according Lo the narration that & man married a woman under a condj-
ticn that she stays in ber bome, but the busband wanted to move her somewhere else,
She complained to Khulifs Omar Tbn Alkhattab, blessings of Allah be upon him, whe
said that her condition should be fulfilled. Then the man said then it s divorce . Omar,
blessings of Allah be upon him said, “the afimmation of the rights is at the time of mak.
ing the conditions™ ™ This is as the same opinion of a number of the companions of the
Frophet, peece be upon him, such as Sasd Tbn Abi Waqas, Musweya Ibn Abi Sufyay,
Amr Iba Al Ass, and also Omar Thn Abdul Aziz, Tawis and Al Awzae.™

The reason for this controvery a5 Tbn Rushd says is the opposition of the
generalized to the particular. The Hadith of Ayyisha on the invalidity of the conditiogs
which are not in the Book of Allah, is a generalized rule, and the Hadith of Oqba lbn
Asmir on the obligation of fulfilling the conditions under which the chastity of the
women is deemed permissible is a particularized rule, and the well kown tradition of the
jurists is the preference to arbitrate the particularized on the generalized which 8 in thig
case the fulfilment of the condition.®
Thirdly:- The father stipulates conditions which would hamper the occurence of a prob-
able damage on the wife, such as the inability of the husband to reproduce, or whether
be is a carmier of a contagious disease such as leprosy or Aids in question or any other
discase which may be transmitted to the wife from ber husband, jeopordizing her life,
because the basir principle is to ward the damage off whenever it is possible. The father
or the person in his place i5 sntrusted for the safety of authorizor. If he was afraid that
she might contract a disease from ber husband, then he must make his precaution meas-
ures, starting by making sure that the husband is in good health. As zome diseases- as
in the case of Aids would not show symtoms only after a certain period of time, and »s
the existence of such discases require blood analysis and kong tests, the father or the cne
in his place will have ihe right to condition on the one who proposes to marry his davgh-
fer 1o prove thet he is safe and free from such diszases. However, it is the duty of the

SOME FIQHI QUESTIONS

THE RULE ON STIPULATING THE CONDUCTION OF THE AIDS
TEST FOR THE HUSBAND

This question i» roused when a young man proposed ic marry. The young ghi's
father asked the young max o provide him with a medical ceriificate from » recomiaed
hospital or laboratory that the young man is free from Aids. The young man ohjected to
that seeing no Sharl's necessity for that. What s the rule on that 7

The answer to that it is permissible to make that stipulation.

Genemily speaking, a contractor has the right at the time of contracting to stipu-
late whatever he may think of to serve his interests or the interests of the one he is rep-
resenting, on condition that the stipulation does not contradict any of the Shari’a rules.
Evidence of that is derived from the saying of Prophet Muhammad, peace be upon him,
“the Muslims hold to the conditions they have made, except a condition which prohibits
a permissible or permits a forbidden. ™V

Specifically, it is the right of the parent or the guardian of the woman to stipulate
whatever he may see in her interest when concluding the marriage contract, unless
there is a violation of the Shari’a rules, The Messenger of Allak, peace be upon him says
as nartated by Ogba Ibn Aamir that, “the most binding conditions to be fulfifled are
those under which you deemed the chastity of the women permissible™?

The conditions for the interest of the married girl are of three kinds:-

Firstly, the father or the guardian stipulates a condition contradicting with the Shari'a
rules, such as conditioning on the proposer to divorce his other wife. This is not permis-
sible for the saying of the Prophet, peace be upon him, “it is not permissible for a
waoman to ask the divores of her fellow wife so as to get rid of her, but she should get
what she is destined to.™ It is also not permissible to condition that she i3 to be given
preference in spending the nights in her place or in expenditure, because there is injus-
tice in that. Allah Almighty said:-

“Buty if ye fear that ye shall not

Be abde to deal justiy (with theni)

Then oaly ope.™

It 5 also not permissible for the fatber to condition that the husband should sepa-
rate from his parents or allocate part of his wealth to his wife when she is not eligible
for it in the Sheri'a, or any ather conditions contrary to the rules of the Shari'a.

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RULE ON THE UNIFICATION OF
THE BEGINNING OF LUNAR MONTHS*
{Linofticial Transiation)
Al praise be to Allah, Cherisher of the Worlds, and all prayer and peace be upen
our Prophet Muhammad, the S¢al of all prophets, upon his family and his campanions.

The council of Majma Al Figh Al Islami, during the sesstion of its third conference
held in Amman, Jordon, during the perind 813 Safar 1407 corresponding 1o 11-16
October 1986 reviewed the question of the unification of the beginning of the lunar
wmonths, which has ewo sides:- The first side i the eifect of the differsnt tmes of moon
ris¢ an the unification of the begioning of the months.

The seonnd gids is the rule on recording the begioning of the lunar months aceord-
ing to the astropomical calculations.

After reviewing the studies presented by some members and experts on this sub-
ject, the council decided the following:-

Om first side:
1 - If the sighting of the new moon was confirmed in one courntry, then it becomes
obligatory on the Muslims to abide by that, The different times of moon rise is of 2o
concern because the ordinance of fasting and breaking the fast is genaralized.
2 - On Second side:

It is an obligation to rely on the material sighting. The astronomical calculations
and observaiories are 1o be made use of in consideration of the Prophet’s sayings and
the scientific facts. And Allah is Al-Knowing.

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Based on all that is mentioned the council passed a resolution that the husband
must pay a dowry to his wife whether this dowry is paid in advance or delayed or some
js advanced and some is delayed, an actual delay with the intention to be paid when
available. It is forbidden to conclude a marriage without the payment of a dowry by the
husband to his wife.

The council advises that it is from the Sunnah to moderate the dowry and facilitate
marriage through abandoning the high cxpenses and heavy cxpenditures, and wargs
against extravagance and squandering, as there are great benefits in abstaining from
that.

Faurthly:-

The eouncil appeals to the scholars, the dignitaries and the respoasible anthorities
{in India) to fight this detestable custom of {dowTy) and exert all efforts to eliminate it
from their country, asit is violating the divine legislatures and contradicting the normal
correct way of thinking.

Fifthly:

This bad custom, in addition to its violation of the Islamic Shnri’a' , it is harmful tg
waomen, as the case being 50, young men would not marry except the girl whose parents
would pay the highest dowry to tempt them into marrying that girl. So the girls from
rich families would get mamied while those Eom poor families would remain without
marriage, amd it is well known what perils and harms are in that. On the persistence of
this custom, marmiage would be 1 subject for material greed and gains and not based on
the good suitable choice of & companion. It is observed that the girl in the western
societies spends all her youthful years collecting money through which she can fempt
someone into marrying her. But Islam preserved the dignity of the woman by prescrib-
ing on the man, who wants to marry the woman, to offer her a dowry so as to be able
to provide for her needs and prepare herself for the new life. By so doing Islam has
opened the way for the pirls from pouor families and showed the means to get married
as the very little dowry would be enough for them, and hence the men who are not rich
can also get married. Allah is the Granter of all success.

Ag for the f:hi]_l:ltﬂﬂ who are born in such a wedlock, they are legitimate children of
direct Shari'a lineage to their parcntage according to (he unanimous opinion of schol-
ars, even those who think that this marsiage, in which there is a condition of not paying
g dowry, as incorrect. They stated in their books that those children are to be related
to their parents in this marriage.

Thirdly: _

The council tesolutes that this custom is vile, detestable and a disagresable innova-
tion, violating the Holy Book of Almighty Allah, and the Sunnah of His Prophet, peace
be upan him, and the consensus of scholars, and the teachings of Muslims in all their
times. In the Holy Book Allah Almighty says:-

“And give the women

(Om marriage) their dower

As u free gilt»

And in another verse Almighty says:-
“And there will be no blame
Om you i ¥¢ nprry them
On payment of (hefr dowet
To them.”

Also in another verse Almighty says:-
“Sesing that ye derive
Benefit from them, give them
Their dowers (ot least)
As preseribed.”

The same teachings are mentioned in a number of verses.

In the Sunnah, the ordinance of paying a dowry is noticed in the syaings, the deeds
and the approval of Prophet Myhammad, peace be upon him. It ig stated in Musnad
Imam Ahmad and the Sunnan of Abi Danod about Tabir, bessings of Allah be upon
him, he said, {If 8 man gave o woman, as a Jowry, his two hands full of food, she would
be (Halal) permitted for him (as wife)™
This is one of his sayings. As for his deeds, it was nareated in Sahih Muslio and other
books of Sunnah shout Ayisha who said that, “His dowry, (peace be vupon him) to his
wives was twelve and a half ounces.” This is his desd.

As for his approval, peace be upon him, it was mentioned in the Sahibain and other
books that the Prophet, peace be upon him noticed that Abdul Rahman Ibn Awf
booked pale, and asked him why was that? Abdul Rahman, sail } married a woman 00
the payment of (Nawah) of gold. (eq. 14.857 grms). then Prophet Muhammad said,
may Allah bless that for you.

‘This is the approval of the Prophet, peacs be upon him which is alsa the consensus
of Muslims and their practice at ail imes and plm may praise be to Allah.
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RULE ON THE DOWRY TRADITION IN INDIA*
(Unofficial Translation)
All praise be to Allah alone and all prayer and peace be upon the Prophet, after
whom there is no prophet.

The council of Al Majma Al Fighi Al Islami reviewed a translated letter from
Abdul Qadir Al Hindi in which be told about his efforts in fighting the (dowry) tradition
in which the bride pays an amount of money (dowry) to the bridegroom for the conchs-
sion of that marriage in the Muslim society in India. The Muslim groom only mentions
8 nominal Jowry written on the marriage contract, but this dowry is not actually paid
1o the bride. The writer, Abdul Qadir Al Hindi said that he wrote many artickes in a
number of the Muslim (Tamil} newspapess. He also said, *hence such kind of marriage
- in which the bride pays the dowry - is “Haram"” forbidden and that the children who
are born in this wedlock are illegitimate according to the Holy Book and the Surnah)

The coundil also reviewed a letter from Sheikh Abul Hassan Al Nadwi adidressed
to the Secretary General of the World Muslim League dated 16731404 and in which he
mentioned the following, “the problem of dowry is a wide spread problem among the
populaticn of India. It used to be a Hindu practice in the first place, and it permeated
the Mushim community because of the contacts between the Muslim and the Hindu
girls. However the Muslim leaders are fighting this custom and the government of India
is trying recently to climinate it as well. I suggest that our Fighi council issues a (Fatwa)
amd a declaration on this problem in which to prohibit the Muslims from following an
unjust custom of ignorance such as this cusiom of the dowry which came to them from
a different society other than theirs.

I hope that ali the leaders of Muskims all over India exert their efforts and suoeed
in extracting this custom and Allah is the Granter of success.

After reviewing all that is narrated on the subject, the council decided the follow-
ing:-
Firsthy:

Thanks are extended to Sheikh Abul Hassan Al Nadwi, and to Abdul Qadir for
their initiatives to raise this subject and for their religious concern, and for their com-
batting this innovative and detestable custom. The council urges them to continue their
activities in fighting this custom and any cther notorious custom. The council asks
Almighty Allab to grant them and a]] Muslims success and good deeds, and to reward
them for their endeavours.

Secondly:

The council draws the attention of Abdul Qadir and others that such kind of mar-
riage, although there is in it a violation of the corract Shari'a marriage procedures,
neverthebess, it is considered a Shari'a correct marriage according to the majority of

FATAWA AL MAJAMIA ALFIQHIA
RULE ON BAHA‘E YA AND AFFILIATION TO IT*

(Unofficial Translation}

All praise be t¢ Allah Almighty alone, and all praver and peace be upon the
Prophet after whom there will come no prophet.

The council of Al Majma Al Fighl reviewed the Baha'eya religtous sect which
appeared in Persig (Iran) in the second half of the last century, and in which some
groups of people, scantered all over the Islamic countries and cther foreign countries
believe, until this day.

The council looked into and reviewed what was written and published by a number
of jurists and writers, who are well informed about the reality of this religious sect, its
foundation its probagation, its publications and the biography of its founder, named
Mirza Hussein Ali Al Mazindrani, who was born on 20 Muharram 1233 H. correspond-
ing to 12 November 1817, and the behaviour of his followers and after him his sucees-
sor, his son Abbas Afendi who was given the name Abdel Baha, and also the religious
formation and organization which regutates the work and activities of this sect.

After the deliberations and the review of the nomerous certified sources which
were exposed in the writings of “Baha’eyeen™ themselves, the following was revealed
1¢ the council:-

1 - The Baha'eya is an invented new religion, hased on the “Babeya™ which is also an

In his last days he alleged divinity
and gave himuelf the name (Al A'Ala), the most high. When Mirza Hussein Ali Al
Mazindrani (given the name Baha) already mentionad, established himself, and beine

REPLIES AND COMMENTS
DISCUSION ON COMPANY SHARES

Sheikh Abdullah Ton Suleiman Fon Manie wrote a research in this journal, the
seventh edition about “the rule on buying, selling and owning company shares”.

After reading that reserach I felt that I had some comments to commupicate sum-
marized in the following points:-

In this research Sheikh Abdullah Ibo Manie bas stated some ctiteria and evidences
and principles which mention the situations of need and necessity, and that the corre-
lated is permissible, but the independent is not and that the general need attains the
level of particular necessity. He also mentioned some cases when a prohibited
{Mubaram) portion mixes with the permissible (Mubah) acd the majority is judzed as
the whole, and what is inevitable is forgiven, and he employed all these principles and
evidences to state that it is permissible for the investor to fnvest his wealth and the
wealth of those he is entrusted by in the company shares, the graater protion of whose
transaction is permissible and that the prohibited (Haram} in them is very negligible
such as usurious transactions. However, it was not cleatr whether the quality of the neg-
ligible (Haram) received consideration in that rule or not, like for instance if the neglig-
jble {(Haram) in the transactions of the company was selling wine instead of the uUsuTious
transactions whence the share holder or the underwriter in the shares would estimate
the amount of that (Haram) and discard it.

Disagreements on the polnts of view with Sheikh Abdullab emerge on the state-
ment of the analogies. The question of prohibition eceurs from the state of selling and
buying, but as for the usurious transaction of the company, the prohibition on that is
alen on the share holder, even if be did not conelude a contract of sale with someone
else, hence the prohibition is prior t¢ the conclusion of the sale or buying contract. Dis-
agreement on concept of need and necessity is also very clear.

Sheikh Abdullak thinks that the member in the council of management of the com-
pany would be sinful if the company dealt in usury, whereas the share holder would not
be 30 in the way he presented that, This is where I disagree with him, particularly when
he explained that there were so many other alternatives available by which the (Haram)
can be avoided, however insignificant it might be. Those alternatives invalidated the
Eu?? to need and necessity even for the investor in usurious compenies of limited

ty.

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As the nature of damage and its circumstances differ with the different times and
means, the Shari'a gave the one charged with authority the right to impose discretional
punishment on the deeds on which there is no stipulated punishment. He would have

the right to imprison, to fiog or exile as necessitated by the interests of the Ummah and
the protection of its rights, security and settlement.

As the car accidents on the public roads is one of the damages which are newly
inttoduced to the way of life of man, nevertheless the rules of Shari’a and its principles
have included their remedy to these prablems, not by analogy to what was stated bry the
(Figh) as rules on the accidents caused by animals on the roads, but according to the
general rules of reinforcing punishment on the causers of accidents on the roads, by
imposing the material fines {(Deiyah) when the damage is of multi effects.

Reinforcement of Punishment of Road Mismse:

The methods of limitting the misuse of the orads are numerous. Reinforcment of
punishments is one of them. The one who misuses the road should be punished severely
with the purpose of protecting him against himself as prolection of the self is a con-
firmed Shari'a matter because the self is belonging 1o Almighty Allah and no one has
the right to take action on it with something contradicting the divine wisdom behind its
creation. The scIf being a belonging of Almighty Allah is included in this verse:-

“To God belongeth all

That is in the beavens

And on earth. "D

The owner of something is the manager of that thing, The transgressor on that
belonging is an unjust violator. Allah Almighty indicated to us that man is not free to
take a free hand on himself when He prohibited him from contributing to his own
destruction by his hands.

Allah Almighty said:-
“And malke not your own hands
Coatribute to (your) destruction.”®

And in another verse He Almighty says:-
“Nor kill (or destroy)
Yourselves: for verlly
Grod hath heen to you
Most Merciful »®

The protection of man from another man is a confirmed ordinance io the rules of
the Holy Quran and the Sunnah. The car accidents resulting from the misuse of the
roads fall under the rufe of error, and the compensation for error is explained in the
rales of the Shari'a, Although etror, as generally understood, is the occurence which
takes place unintentionally, but the one who exceeds the speed limit in such a reckless
way, paying no attention (o peoples lives, killing innocent ones, is considered overstep-
ping the concept of error and his crime, nevertheless, falls under the concept of ermor.
For these reasons, the Sharni'a is much concerned about the protection of the selves, the
properties and all the other rights. .

One of the rules applied to this cffect is the reinforcement of punishment according to
the nature of the crime and the behaviour of the committor of the crime, and hence the
(Deiyah) to be paid would be as many as the interests damaged. It is narrated that
Oumar Ibn Alkhattab, blessings of Allah be upon him adjudged that four (Deiyah) were
1o be paid on the occurencs of one accident which resulted in the loss of sound mind,
loss of speech, hearing and secing.

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ment. Tn the Hanbali school of thought it is ot permizsible o build protruding bal-
conies on the walls facing the tpad. In case that they ere done, compensation is to be
imposed if damage was caused as a result of their existence, Imam Ahmad confirmed
that opinion and gave no regard to the permission of the authorities in this cencern.

2 - The sustenance of the cause of damage. If someone removed the cause of damage
from the place where it was left by the original initiator of the deed, then compensation
kas to be paid by the one who removed the cause of the damage,

3 - The person who has undergone the damege should not have intentionally fallen into
the source of damage, such as falling voluntarily into the pit or hole.

Another example of damage which might be caused as a result of encroechment on
the public road is when some liquids ooze out of factories to the roads such as oil, chem-
ical sojutions and the like. If someone gets hurt or damage due o this liquid which con-
tains a health hazard, then compensation for the damage caused because of that should
be paid. It makes no difference whether the damage was immediate or consequent, but
it must be certain that it is cansed by that eiement. Also compensation is imposed on
the owner of animals, such as camels left on the road and caused car accidents and con-
sequent death and injuries took place due to the existence of these animals on the public
raads, the thing which is considered encroachment on the road. Another example of
demage is vandalism and sabbotage on public utlities such as electricity and telephone
lines. A transgressor on these utilities is considened an encroacher and he should pay
compensation for the damage he caused. In all thess cases consideration should be
given to the damage as being the subject of compensation, regardless of the initiator of
the damage who may be a normal individual, a group of individuals or may be a corpo-
raie boidy, a povernment or a company.

If payment of compensation is a punishment for negligence, it is also a remedy for
the 10ss suffered in the self or in property. That is why they should be reciprocal on
equal ratios so that no party suffers more than the other, all this in chservation of the
rule from Almighy Allah which dismisses injustice and ratifies justice.

Tamage Resolting from Road Misose:
Utilization of roads is of two kinds:- a permissible utilization in which the one

wtilizing the road is abiding by the rules and regulations of traffic, such as speed, and
parking areas.

‘The othey kind is the impermissibie vtilization in which the one wilizing the road
is not abiding by these rules and regulations whether intentionally or mistakeably such
as driving on the opposite direction of the traffic and exceeding the spesd limit or not
tollowing traffic sings.

A damage occuring as a result of these violations committed in the impermissible utili-
zation of the road are subject to payment of compensation by the committor. The acci-
deants which take place as a result of the misuse of vehicles on the roads are treated
within the general Shari'a rules. 80 the predetermined murder by a car accident is
adjudged according to the rule of predetermined murder, and the murder by mistake
in a car accident is treated as a murder by mistake. the injuries resulting from these acci-
dents are treated under the same rules of injuriss.
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In that case, kmow

That God 15 Oft-forgiving
Most Mercifu), "

But if his repentence was after being arvested, then the punishment (Huad) witl not
be dropped.

The Islamic Shari'a ascribed these punishments for this cime for these reasons:-
1 - The Shari'a is concerned with the protection of the Ummah and its security as this
is the framework within which man can secure the protection of his religion, his seif, his
wealth and his honour. As the crime of {(Heraba) or robbery is the main source of threat
to this entity, itis only understandable why the Sharia assigns the due punishment com-
patible with that act. Murder is an afominable crime. All the divine legislations and the
secular ones agree on that. '
2 - The punishment of crucifixion is necessitated by the atrocity of the ¢rime. The rob-
ber, when he murders and rebs commits, in fact, two crimes similtaneously, that of
murdering and robbing. So it is natural that the puaishment is of the same nature of the
crime. Crucifixion is not a punishment for the dead, but it is 2 lesson and a warning for
the living 50 as to deter them from crimes when they see how severe the punishment
would be. Here the wisdom of the divine legislation is abviowus in its method for the limi-
tation and abolishment of crime.
3 - Amputation of hands and feet from opposite sides is proportionate with the act of
rabbery. A robber should be punished severely as he scares peaceful people out in the
wilderness away from the vigilance of the authorities.

Thirdly:

Compessation for Damage On Poblic Roads:
Damage which undergoes man on the public roads, hurts him in himself, or his
. If this damage 1akes place intentionally, then the authorities bave to impose
the punishment of robbery on the committor, and if the damage takes place by mistake,
then the causer of that damage has 10 pay compensation for it.

Damage Resnlting from Encroachment
Ow Public Ronds:

Some damages happen to people as a result of encroachment or a prior damage
which had been done on the road. The jurists geve examples to these kinds of damages.
In the Hanafi school of thought, the example of the one who dug & hole on the road
from which carth, rocks and sud was taken out and put aside. If some one or some ani-
mal had undergone damage s a result of that earth, rocks and mud, then he has te pay
compensation for that, after these conditions are fulfilled:-

1 - Work was carried gut withgut obtaining permission. If permission had been
obtained, no compensation is imposed. In the Maliki and Shafie schools of thought for
Compensation to be imposed, the act carried out is done within the action of encroach-

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troversy conceming the location whete the robbery took place, whether inside the
cities or autside. Some jurists stated that {Hud)}isimposed when the robbery took place
aulside the town others stated that there is no difference whether the robbery took
placs inside the town or cutside it. What matters here is the act of robbery itself and

pointing a weapan.

Robbery is manifested in these acts:-

I - Stopping people on the public roads with the purpose of taking their property by
force, This is considered complete and its committor (Muharib) a robber, even if he
could not achicve his goal,

2 - Stopping people on the roads with the purpose of killing them and taking their prop-
erty by force. The crime s completed by committing one or both acts.

3 - Stopping people on the public roads with the purpose of scaring them, causing dis-
trubance and panic.

4 - To rise against people on the roads with the purpose of violating the honour and
sanctilary of passers by. The crime is treated equally if the agpressor or the aggressad
was Muslim or non-muslim, or whether the crime is committed by an individual or a
group, male or femate. According to Abu Hanifa robbery is not achievable by females
normally for the weakness of their structure and that is why they are nat killed in war.
The crime of robbery entails punishment on the one who carries out the robbery, the
one who instigated him, the one whe financed him or the one who helped him. The
Holy Quran stipulated the punishment for rebbery which is execution or execution and
crucifixion or amputation or exile. Punishment differs according ta difference of act
and its nature. If the act was only killing, then the punishment is execution without
crucifixion, in Imam Abu Hanifa, Al Shafie and Abhmad schools of thought. According
to Imam Malik, he stated that the leader of Muslims has the option to execute the rob-
ber'oaly or execute and crucify, but he would not have options as for the punishment
of amputation and exile. If the act of rabbery was only scaring people, the punishment
for it is exile. The jurists disagreed in their understanding of exile. Some of them say
that it is imprisonment others say it is sending away in anather location and imprison
until one shows repentence.

For the punishment of robbery two things are to be put in consideration:-
1 - This punishment is one of the bovnds of Almighty Allah. This bound can not be for-
given, dropped, acquitted or abdicated by settlement. ‘
2 - The robbed property must be retwrned to the original owner if it was available i
kind. The original owner has the right to recuperate his property wherever it may be
found.

The punishment of robbery (Hud) iz droped in certain cases, one of which is when
the robber gives up committing that crime, repent for all the ill deeds, and penitence
must be a true one before being arreted by the authority, ds Allab Almighty said:-

“Except for those who repent
Before they Iall
Imto your pawer
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are two kinds of moral obligation:-

1 - Not to cause harm or damage on it. Muslims mugt be aware of this duty, projecting
from their Faith in the principles of this religion which necessitate the participation in
achieving benefit for the Ummah and paying advice o it, in observance of the saying
of Prophet Muhammad, peace be upon him, “the one who is not concerned abouat the
affairs of the Muslims, he is not one of them.”

2 - Participation in removing harm from the roads:-

The Muslim must be aware that the removal of harm from the road is a kind of
charity. Praphet Muhammad, peace be upon him described the good Muslim as the one
who “removes harmm from the roads.” and in another saying, peace be upon him said,
“while the man 15 walking along the road, and finds & tharny branch lying on the road
and the man removes that and thanks Allah for that, Allah forgives his sins.”

Liability of Camsing Harm and Damage
om the Pobllc Roads:

This liability lcads to two sorts of results:-
1 - Corporeal punishment imposed when one transgresses on the passers by violating
them, their property, or their honour, or when he scares them and causes distwrbance
to them.
2 - The compensation for the result of the damage on the road which might casue hanm

t0 the people or to their property.
Firstly:

Liabllliy on Robbery:

Corporeal punishment is imposed on the one who trangresses and violates the
selves, by killing, the property by robbing and the honour. This crime is known by the
term {Hersbah) or armed robbery in the Islamic junsprudem:e The principle on that
is what Almighty said:-

“The punishunent of those

Who wage war against God

And His Apostle, and sirive

‘With méght and main

For mischief throngh the land

Is : execution, or crocifixion

Or the coiting off of howds

And feet from oppostte siden,

Or exile from the tand, ™"

(Heraba) is marrauding on the people and robbing them off their property under
gun point, whether committed by a group or by an Individual or whether fire arms were
used or other means of aggression such as sticks, knives or stones. (Hud)or punishment
stipulated in the Holy Quran is imposed on the aggressor. The jurists are on con-

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These canditions are:-

1 - Lowering and aversion of one's gaze (on people on the road) which serves two pur-
poses:- avoidance of harm resulting from gazing leading to mischief from which so
rany contempotary societies suffer, and the second one is deterring man from commit-
ting il deeds prohibited by Almighty Allah. 1l deeds do not usually occur without
introductions, and.the wise legisation prevents the introduction by way of preventing
their results. It warns man from committing the smaller sins so as not to fall on the big-
ger ones.,

2 - Prevention of harm:- harm here is to commit a deed hurting someone whether in his
reputation, his self, his wealth, from aggression against him in & big crime down to plac-
tng thing he hates to see on his road. The Islamic jurisprudence indicated so many il
doings considered to be a kind of harm such as dumping of waste on the roads,
stnughtering animals on the road, and staining the whole place with blood and filth, or
committing any other ill deed which might cause disgust to the passers by.
3 - Answering the grecting:- This condition has the highest degree of importance in the
social life of Muskims.
By retuming the greeting from someone by a better greeting, social interaction is rein-
forced, as Islam is the call to mutnal love and brotherhood on which the first Muskim
society was established, so it was a unique society in its solidarity and unity.
4 - Enjoining the righteous and forbidding the wrong:- This Shari‘s ordinance consti-
tutes the means for the guidance of man, and elso 5 means of control over the social
behaviour, directing everything to be based on the Shari’a principles in their ordinances
and prohibitions. Allah Almighty characterized this UYmmah by that when he said:-

“Ye are the bhest

Of People, evolved

For maskingd

Enjoining what ls right

Forbidding what 1s wrong.”®

From this description the Islamic legislation introduced (Hesbah) as concerning
guarding the rights of Allah and the rights of man apd what is comrmon between them.
{Al Muhtasib) is the volunteer person who sces 1o jt that the right is enjoined and the
wrong is forbidden - has the authority to prevent all kinds of material harm the road is
subjected to, such as encroaching on it, building on it. He aiso has the authority to pre-
vent the moral harms such as misdemeanor.

Thirdly:

The Moral Respossibility in Removing Harm
aitd Dumauge firors the Peblic Road:-

Islam imposed a material mandsatory on those charged with authority and obliged
them to perform their duty, and other moral commandments, or in other words, reli-
gion, on every body. Concerning the question of the responsibility on the roads there

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keep part of the road for himself. Here encroachment is considered usurpation as nar-
rated in the saying of Prophet Muhammad, peace be upon him, “the one who seized an
arm length of lend unjustly, thet length of land would be tied around his neck on
Doomsday.”

The organization of the roads is the responsibility of the authorities. This organiza-
tion is governed by the customs of the time. If custom necessitated that an area is to be
left as precinct of the road, people must abide by that and not encroach on the precinet
and must observe that regulation, be that for 2 mosque or otherwise.

Obstruction om the Road;

Obstruction takes place when something ocours on the road hindering utilization,
It has two kinds of effects:-
1 - An obstrixtion causing damage and harm to the utilizers of the road.
2 - An obstruction which may not cause any damage or harm but it contradicts with the
customs and the principles for regulating the road. The jurists have discussed these
kinds of obstructions and they said they must be prohibited, only differing on the criter-
ion of this prohibition, is it only the obstruction or the damage entailed by it. Al Qarrafi
said, “it is not prohibited to build protruding balconies and wings from the walls on the
road of the Muslims unless permitted or under compulsion of need.” The arbitrator on
this is the custom. It is also said it is not prohibited unless it causes damage. Imam Abu
Hanifa said that the prohibition must be on the obstruction itself even if it would not
cause any damage.

Damage to Utlizera of Public Roads:

In most cases, obstruction on the road causes damage toits utilizers. In the past the
building of protruding balconies and wings was considered the cause of that damage. In
the places where the costoms permitted the bailding of these balconies and wings, the
jurists said that causing damage or not was the criterion for permitting them or pot. In
the Hanafi scheol of thought it is stated that any man will have the right to demand the
removal of thess obstructions, a3 ke has the right to pass, he and his animals on the road
without finding any obstructions. Abu Yousuf and Muhammad allowed for this right
only in the case of damage. Nobody will have the right to prevent the building of bal-
conies wnless damage is caused by that, It is all the same whether the prevention was for
a harmful obstruction such as sewage or 8 harmless obstruction such as a tree. Asbagh,
who is one of the Maliki jurists said that if a tree by the side of the road caused some
damage, the part which cansed the damage should be cut off,

Preveation of damage to the road extends to the protection of the precincts of the
road and the yards opening on it.

Secondly:
Ahlding by Geod Conduct en the Road :
A public road is to be utilized by all people. This utilization is not without regula-

tions, but it is conditioned by following and abiding by the principles of good conduct
and morals.
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house and another. Imarn Malik said, *any open yard, if utilized by its cwners, should
not hinder the passage of Muslims and pot be too wide, if it in 50 there is no objection
to it.” Al Mawardi sajd; "if utilization was catsing damage to the owners of the yard,
then those who utilize it are to ba prevented from doing so, unless they got permission,
but if utilization of the yard caused no damage, then it is permissibie without getting
permission,”

There are two opinions concerning this permission:- 1} they may utilize it even if
not permitted. 2} they may not be permitted to utilize it without their permission as it
is patt of their property.

It is not permissible to impose compensation charges on the one who utilizes the
yard, whether by sitting in it or selling something in it. Any way, this is left to the cir-
tumstances of the time and the customs. So if utilization of a yard was a temporary utiki-
zation such as sitting in the shade for a passer by, this would be considered merely a
temporary utilization for which no compensation charges are to be imposed, But if the
utilization was a permanent one, such as building stations and restaurants on the side
of the road, there is no objection to impose lease charges.

Due Obligations for Uilizing Public Roads:

The common ownership of the public road gives all people the right to utilize it
equally. This right would entail an obligation on the wtilizers of the road, by not
encroaching on it or causing any damage on it. They should abide by good conduct rules
and show their moral responsibility on it, as in the following:-

Firstly:
Prohibition of Dumage on Public Road:-

A damage is doing what may burt the self and distarb it. The types of damage on
the road are numerous such as:-
- Encroachment, by taking past of the road and annexing it toone’s property, and in this
concern prohibition was stated. It was narrated that a black smith built a bellows in the
market. When Kalifa Omar Ibn Al Khattab saw that he said you have decreased the
market {value), and he ordered the revomal of the bellows. Ibn Rushd menticned that
Imam Malik and his companions agreed that it is not permissible for anyone to
encroach on the public road of Muslims and add that to his house even if the road was
very wide, and even if encroachment would cause no harm, He mentioned the dizagree-
ment as when the encroachment would not cause any damage or narrow the road, Some
jurists said that any building on the encroached part of the road is to be removed and
the road returned to the state it used to be. Some others thought that the buildings are
to be investigated and if they do not cause any damages or annoyance to the utilizers of
the road, they may not be removed.

I helieve that the most sound opinion of the jurists is that it is not permissiblc 1o

encroach on the public road, no matter how wide or how narrow it might be, becauss
it is 8 common ownership for all people, and no single person would bave the right to
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on the buildings, If wsurpation was of a road or its precinct or part of the precinct, the
action to be taken on that is based on the recuperation of the usurped part and the pre-
vention of transgression, as the action, on it during the period of usurpation and after it
is based on not causing damage on it or narrowing it.

Invalidity of Prescription on Pablic Rosd:

There is no consideration for the passage of time duration for the cases of the loca-
tions whose benefit is for all people such as public roads, rivers, and pastures etc, The
reason for that i that the validity of prescription is stopped far the excuses, such as
travelling. As all peopic have aright on the road, the reasons for the invalidation of pre-
scription must be availabie with one of them.

Secondly:

Benefitting from Public Roads and the Conseqoent Effects:
The benefit from vsing a road is divided into two ; a permanent benefit and a tem-
porary benefit.

Fermanent Benafit: -

The function of 8 road is for the raffic ingduding man, the animals and the vehicles
and means of transportaion, It is considered within the public interests what is
implemented by the authorities as rules and regulations for the preservation of the road
and its precincts, together with the rules of traffic on it, and the permissible bensfits
based on the interests of people. To achdeve this, two conditions shouwld be fulfilled:-
1 - A road should be wide enough so a5 to facilitate fraffic. Width of the road is deter-
mined by the actual situation in which it is to be used. If it is wsed for heavy iraffic, all
safety measures should be observed o it 50 as to prevent all kinds of danger. Here an
important question is imposed which is the question of liability and the responsibility
on the road. If the road was 30 nartow to an extent that jeopordizes the lives of the
people then liability on this road is on the authority responsible about it unless it has a
legitimate excuse.

1 - Equality between those benefitting from using the road whether on the vights or
responsibilities. This principle of equality is Aimdamental in the Islamic legislature,
Frophet Muhammad, peace be wpon him seid, “po precinets are permitted 0 anyone
except to Allah and His Apostle.” This means that precincts are allocated for the
benefit of all the people on equal basis. What applies on the precinct applies on the
road. All the people have the right to benefit from it and no eingle person has the right
to keep it for himself and for his interest alone excapt when he is utilizing it temporarily.

Uilization:

What iz meant by that Is the fulfibment of a temporary need such as parking on the
road, waiting on one side and the like. The jurists have siatd some conditions for the
temporary utilization. These are:-

1 - Should not cause any damage for the pedestrians,

2 - Should not narrow the road.

3 - The utility should be separate from the original road. The jurists also have discussed
the question of the utilization of the open yards of the houses, separating barwsen one

.
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commotl ownership and that ownership should not be transgressed, even if with the
purpose of reviving, be that a wide or a narrow road, or even after the permission of the
Authorities or otherwise. Also the mapproachable precincts of the road are part of it,
Nobody i allowed to transgress on it urider the assumption of revival, or annex it to his
laml, or linnet its usage ta his own benebit or to the benaft of others or turn it into 8 mos-
que, a market place or into any other utilization, that person should be prevented.

The Imperntissibility of Ownimg roads by Appropriation:

Appropriation is directed towards the things which can be acted upon freely such
as waste lands to whom no owner is known. However, appropriation is not permissible
on the things whose owner, beneficiary or the irystes of the owner or the inheritors can
casily be identified. Being a public ownership, a public road is not allowed to be
appropriated by the authorities, because being appropriated for the benefit of vne per-
300 Or a imited number of persons, would subiect the interests of others to damages;
50 8 public road is 4 common utility which should not be appropriated or sold.

It is permissible though, to appropriate by way of lease, part of the precincts of a
wide road, if that was for the interest of all people, if they needed to provide vending
places on both sides of the road such as gas stations, maintenance shops and the like.
Such appropriation is permissible according to the organizing principles.

It is permissible ta sell the road or part of it whenever a justifiable public benefit
would be achieved after fulfilling these four conditions:-
I - When the road is no longer used and deserted or that the common interest necessi-
tated building a wider new road.
2 - When sale of the road would prevent an eminent danger or damage, such as when
there is dispute over it among those benefitting from that road.
3 - When there 15 benefit for all; as in the reorganization of residential areas and towns.
4 - Money paid for the road is to be added to the common (reasury and employed in the
interests of the people.

Duty o Recuperate the Seized Paris of Pablic Roads;

Seizure or usurpation is to lay hands ea the properiy of others without their per-
mission. Such action i found in real cstate as well as in assets, for the saying of Prophet
Muhammad, peace be upon him, “the one who seized an arm length of land unjustly,
that length of land would be tied around his neck on Doomsday. ™ Usurpation of a rosd
is by seizure, whather by preventing people from using it on the pretext that it is part
of private property. The rules on usurpation are to be spplied on the wsurper. If some-
one usurped a road and released it or he was forced by the authority to release it, then
he has to pay a rental for the peried of usurpation equivalent to the rental of a gimilar
cstate. If he caused a damage on it hindeting traffic, he should make all maintenance,
and return it the way it was before usurpation, for the saying of Prophet Muhammadd

If the usurper had errected any building on that usurped road he is to be forced to

remove what he had built. However, if the authoritics saw that the buildings are 10
remain, they would be left and the usurper would be compensated with what he speat
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A heavy punishment is thelrs
Ia the Hereafter.,"V

Istam paidl attention to public roads, the way they are regulated and how lo abide
by the good conduct on them, Principles on this concemn were implemented to facilitate
mian’s movements and protect his needs,

In this research [ would give a precise presentation of a number of the rules of pab-
lic roads in the Islamic jurisprudence, as regards to ownership, the right of utilization,
accidents and liabilities, and the right of the aulhorities to organize these roads and pro-
tect them insuch away that guarantess the profits the Ummah gets from otilizing them.

Ownership of Public Roads and the Right to Make Use of Them:-
Firstly:

The Common Ownership and its Effects

A public road is a common property, intended for the interest of the people by
facilitating their traffic and fulfilling their needs. Public roads are of three categeries,
1 - What was by nature a public road such as the passages known by people for ages
through which they passed accross mountaing and valleys, and hence they have become
public roads, even if they may pass through private propertles where the owners of
these properties allege the ownership of the part of the road passing through their prop-
crtics.
2 « What s allocated by the authorities so s o be used as public roads, and this type is
divided into two sub categories; a) what was located within public and which is taken
all or part of it, to be used as public road, b} what is confiscated by the authorities from
private property so as to be used as a public road according to the right of the authority
to confiscate private property. In this case private property is vanquished after taking
the just commensurate compensation for that.
3 - What is donated by the indivicuals from their own private property so as to be used
as public roads liable to all the rules. The common ownership of a public road is based
on the Shari'a principles and its objectives, Allah Almighty provided for his creatures
all that they nead in their living and alleviated all difficulty and narrowness from them
and made all these provisions as common benefits for all of them. Allah Almighty said:-

“It is e Who hath created for you

All things that are on earth.” ©

Among these benefits there are some things which are common ownership such as mos-
ques, roads and waste lands,

The Rules Consequrent on the Common Owpership of Public Roads:-

The Impermisalbillty of Owning Roads By Revival:-
Revival originally is directed to the waste Jands £0 as (o cultivate and consequently
own them. But this is not applicable as far as roads are concerned. A public road is a

As for the eifect of roads on the development of man and his livelibood, the factors
of security and the development of the means of transportation have reflected on the
operation of economic and social development. the land roads had a direct effect on the
development of agriculture which was directed towards the commercial preduction
aiming at profit, instead of being 8 local production. This change had an overall effect
on the development operation.

The Evolution of Damage On Fublic Roads:

With the development of roads and the vehicles of traffic on them, the sorts of
damages on these roads have also evolved to such an extent to be named disasters.
Although man is alarmed on the accurence of an air disaster or Boods or earthquakes,
whose toll is 0 many victims, but he is never alarmed by the accidents which take place
an the roads, causing lots of deaths and disabilities to thousands or millions of people.

The reason for that may be because people are not informed about these acedients,
and so they are not aware of these ocourances, being only known to the injured people
involved in these accidents and their families. The general statistics about these acci-
dents would remain imprisoned in the government records. Or may be peaple have got
used to the occurence of these accidents, which became part of their contemporary
lives. People are not scared when hundreds of Lives are lost on the public roads as a
result of speeding and negligence of the mainlenance of their vehickes before or during
driving them on the roads. It is no doubt that the danger of road accidents which con-
tempacary man faces is more lethal than the danger of epidemics faced by the ancestors
in the past. All countries are now aware of this danger, only differing in finding out the
practical solutions to these problems. This danger, undoubtedly, will increase, if this
problem is not given the due attention it deserves with the purpose of protecting man's
life, as ordained by Almighty Allah.

Attention of Islam Glven to Public Roads:

Islam is giving the wimost attention to man as regards the protection of his religion,
his self, his mind, his wealth and his honour. These principles have become the neces-
sities which sould be protected whether by man himself or else. As there is a suspicion
of danger to these necessities on the public roads, Islam had given much attention to
public roads, by keeping them safe and secure. Due punishment was prescribed on
those who would infringe on the the security of these roads, becanse of the direct
interests, of the Ummah connected with that. Allah Almighty said:-

THE PUPBLIC ROADS
THEIR RULES AND RESPONSIBLITY ON THEM

Dr. Abdur Rahmen Tbo Hussam Al-Naflsa™

Talking about responsibility is easy in utterance, but it is not easy in its meaning
because it concerns the one who undertakes, in Sharz, to perform a duty which he was
obliged to perform either through his basic guardianship or liabilities, or through bis
moral responsibility. AN this is directed towards two sides:- the material side seen in
carrying out this obligation by those who have the authority of enforcement. At this
point the principles of enjoining and prohibition sere implemented side by side with
the punishments. How strong and protected those principles were, would determine
how the responsibility would be performed. The moral side is seen in the self-imposed
enforcement of obligation, and this demands the bringing up of man and his education
in this direction, a thing which would remein an important factor under all cir-
cumstances. When we talk about responsibility towards an action, we really talk about
the effect of this action on thase who are connected with it, one way or another.

The talk on the rales of the public roads, and the responsibility on them is of
utmost importagce, as these roads represent a necessity in man's life wherever he is
found. Roads have influenced man’s life as to his security, transportation and his
development. Security of public roads was ane of the most important problems which
man faced. When security and peace on these roads are breached, this would reflect
auvtomatically on man’s life. That is why the strength of any country is measured by its
ability to control and protect the public voads and secure safe traffic. The problem of
security in public roads still constitutes a fundamental problem in the political, the
economic and social concepts of the countries. A country wouald not be considered a
settled country if its roads and its outlets are not safe. As for the transportation of man,
it is well known that roads were, since eternity, the means through which man trans-
ported his needs aod moved them from one place to another. In this concem Allah
Almighty mentioned the facilities offered o man when Allah Almighty created the
beasts of burden o as to carry man's kiads and transport them on these roads:-

“And they curry your heavy loads

To lands that ye covld not

{Otherwise) reach except with

Souls distresaed, i

When Allah Almighty grented man more knowledge, man could develop ihe
means of transportution in the form of vehicles such as cars and trains which have a
noticeable effect on the economy and the decrease in transportation expenses and the
facilitation of communication between man inspite of the distances which separate the
different locations of man.

IV RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. Muslims have to adhere to these instructions first because they are part of the reli-
gion and a Muslim is considered guilty and sinful if he does not comply with them, and
secondly they have proved to be of significant value ta health,

2. “Islamic health education™ is very ¢ssential. Muslim doctors and health workers
should learn and teach these instnictions to the community.

3. Meidical Schools in the Muslim world should also teach [slamic health instructions
which are relevant to preventive medicine,

(2) Drinking contaminated fuids causes many diseases, so jt is highly advisable 1o
have clean drinks. This is stressed in various Hadiths.
Abu-Huraira reported that the Messenger of Allab peace be upon him advised not
to blow in the fluid. A man (of his companions) said: what about the little dirt Isee
in the pot? The Prophet said: Discard it.
Accarding to Tirmiz,

This Hadith indicates the importance of purity of water in two ways:
{a) It reminds us of the danger of droplet infections.

{b} It leads us to discard any impurity in what we drink as & general rule but the
methods of doing this vary with time.

ITN. Discusslon and Conchesions:

We have seen that there are a large number of communicable diseases which
can be controlled and prevented by following tenets of Islam. Because of the ignor-
ance of some Muslims to these teachings cestain preventable and controflable dis-
eaces exist among them and some of these are endemics in their areas, Example 1.
‘Fuberculosis is & common air-borne disease in some Islamic Countries and
interestingly enough El-Hassan and Taj Eldeen'! reparted that most of primary
abdominal tuberculosis in the Sudan was dus to human mycobacteria although it
is known to be due to bovine mycobacteria. They think that a possible explanation
is the practice of churming milk in rural areas. The milk & poured into a skin bag
to half fill it. The bag it then distendex] ‘with air blown through the mouth (which
it prohibited in Islam} and churning is begun. The butter is eventually rermoved
and the remaining milk “robe” is commonly consumed without boiling or beating.
This practice is found in other parts of the Muslim world.

2.  Schistosomiasis is an endemic water-borne disease in Egypt, Sudanamfufhl:ruo?-
ical countries. %2 In Egypt alone there are fourteen million cases (14,000,

3. Hookworms, stronglyoides and other round worms are common in tropical coun-
tries (including Islamic countries) and their incidence is increased by the habits of
urinaiion and defecatin in the shades, common roads, and water and while people
walking bare-footed. Mulsims are considered guilty and sinful if they do these
things.

Finally ope might say: All preventive measures you discussed are known 10 mod-
ern preventive medicine, So what is new? and the answer is that in this paper we
showed that:

(1) these measures were known to Muslims for more than fouri=en hundred years

as part of their religious teachings

According to
Abu-Dawood.

It is referred to in the Hadith that “The Prophet peace be upen him advised not to

blow in the fluid {(which we drink). A man {of his companions) said: what sbout the Lit-
tle dirt 1 see in the pot? the Praphet said: Discard it. The man said but I don’t get
enough drink in one breath? The Prophet said: then take the pot away from your
mouth. {so that be breathes outside it then have another drink and g0 on).
According to Tirmizy. In this Hadith the argument between the Prophet peace be upon
him and his companion and his insistance not 1o breath in the container brings the issne
to the level of a command and indicates that the Prophet peace be opon him realized
how harmful itis, a fact which was not clear to his companion at that time but very obvi-
ous to modern preventive medicine.

Abu-Huraira reported that “when the Messenger of Allah peace be upon him sneezes
he covers his face with his hands or cloth which also lowered its sound”. According to
Abu-Dawood & Tirmizy”.

Abu-Saced Al-Khudari reported that the Messenger of Allah peace be upon him said:
if one of you yawns he should put his hand on his meanth......... According to Muslim*.

C. Control of Water-borne diseases
(1) A. Manypathogenicbacteriasuch ax Cholera Salmonetla, Shigella, and Leptos-
pira species survive well in stagnant water .

B. Many Parasites such as Entameba histolytica, flekes, round worms (trichuris
trichuria), schistosomes, and others require a free living stage outside the human
body to complete their life cycle. Urinating nrdefecnﬁgﬁg these into stagnant water
will propogate their prowth and facilitate their spread ™.

Islamic instructions stated from the days of the Prophet peace be upon him provide
preventive measures which limit the extent of these problems and conrol them.
It is stated in the Holy Quran'°.

“For God koves those who turn to ki constantly sind ke loves thost who keep them-
selves pure and clean®?!,

Abu-Huraira reported that he heard the Messenger of Allah peace be upon him
saying: No one of you is to urlnate in the constant water which does not flow then
showers in it *. According to Muslim.

It usuaily happens when people walk around bare-footed,
therefore roads, paths, and shady places are risk areas for those bare-footed. Uni-
nation and defecation i these places provides the best chance for the paragites to
invade their hosts. Islam preceeded medem science by advising not to urinate ro
defecate in these places and encouraging its followers to wear shoes when they
walk arcund. It is stated in the Hadith.

(a) Abu-Huraira reported: The Messenger of Allah peace be upon him said “Be
on your guard againsi two things which provoke cursing. They (the hearers) said:
Messenger of Allah what are those two things which provoke cursing? He said:
Easing on the thoroughfares {where people walk} or uner the shades {where they
take shelter and rest). According to Muslim ™.

(b) JTabir reported: 1 heard Allah’s Apnstle may peace be upon him saying:
during an expedition in which we alsc participated: Make a general practice of
weanng_dsanda]s for man is riding as it were when he wears sandals. According to
Mushim ®,

Navwawy stated ' in explaining this badith that it means that the one wearing shoes
is like someone riding in regard of more sasyness, less effort, and safety of the feet
from rougness or thorns on the road while walking.

B Coatrol of Air-borne diseases.

One of the common routes of transmission of diseases is ingestion of contami-
nated food *, examples typhoid, dysentry, poliamylitis, viral hepatitis ...ctc.

Islam teaches ta use the left hand to clean and wash after defecation and vri-
nation so that no soiling reaches the mouth. The right hand is always kept ¢lean for
eating. This programme blocks the faecal-ora) transmission of diseases. These
instructions are clearly stated in two hadiths™.

I. Umar Rin Abu-Salama reported: I was wader the care of Allal’s Messenger
{May Peace Be Upon Him) and as my hand used to roam about in the dish he said
to me, boy mention the name of Allah, eat with your ngh't hanbd and eat from
what is near to you. According to Bukhary and Muslim ™

Avyisha®, blessings of Allh be npon her, said "the Messenger’s right hand was
for his ablution* and food and his left had was for evacuation (washing after urina-
tion and defecation) and any thing repugnant. According to Abu-Dawood ™.

2. Almost all bacteria and ova of parasites survive better in cool, moist, and
shady places. Ultra-violet light from the sun has bactericidal activity, but this
favourable effect is almast negligible in shady places, so growth of bacleria and
parasites is better in these places.” It has been reported that the eggs of Ascaris
lumbricoides can survive up to two years and remain infectious under these condi-
tons. Congequently it is highly advisable not to urinate, ardefemtamshady laces
(e.g. necar or undér trees ot near dwellings). This instruction was indicated by the
Prophet, peace be upor him mors than fourteen hundred vears ago as it is stated

ISLAMIC TEACHINGS IN RELATION TO THE CONTROL
OF SOME COMMUNICABLE DISEASES AND THEIR ROLE

IN THE PREVENTION OF THESE DISEASES.
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Abstract:
Preventive medicine in genral is largely determined by culture and religion,
Islam is very tich is teachings related to Preventive Medicine. This study out-lmed
some of the Islamic teachings which can be applied to control communicable dis-
eases {Faecal-borne, Air-borme and Water-borpe) and clearly showed that they
are of significant preveotive value. Fgnorance of some Muslims to these teachings
lead to the existance of some preventable digeases among them. Muslim Dactors,
health workers and medical schools are encouraged to adhers to these instructions
and stress their importance to the community.

1. Imirodacton:
Praise be to Almighty Allah and peace and prayers be upon His Prophet
Muhammad after whom there will come no prophet.

Preventive medicine is largely determined by culture and religion. Islamic
teachings are rich with preventive measures. The present study attempts to out-
line some of these teachings and show how they can be effectively applied to con-
trol many faecal-bome, air-borne, and water-borme diseases. Some of these arc
real major health hazards in various parts of the world including some Islamic
countries {due to ignorance in applying the Islamic teachings properly).
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Priority of the Explicit over the ImpHcit:

When there are two texts, one of them is explicit and the ather is lmplicit in stating
a rule, the explicit is given consideration over the implicit unless the implicit is sup-
ported by another different explicit statement.

Priotity of the Evidenl over the Conjertured:
The evident meaning of a text is given precedence over the conjectured meaning,
unless the evidence supports the interpretation.

Priority of Necessary Matters:

" The levels of the Shari’a rules differ in priority. The highest in priority are the
necessities, the lack of which would result in the confusion of the system of life and the
spreading of chaos between people and the Joss of interests. The ones in the middle are
the needs, the lack of which would put people in difficulty and narrowness, bul without
the confusion of the system of life. The lowest in level are the (Tahseenat) or imporve-
ments, the lack of which would mean the loss of the noble characters and rnorals, but
without rendering the people susceptible to neither canfusion nor difficulty nor nar-
rowness. Hence necessities come first, then needs and last (Tahseenat) or improve-
ments.

On this concern Ibn Taimeya said, if the Imam showed preference of ane thing,
but the followers did not show that preference, then abandoning that for the sake of
agreement and consensus would be beiter, because consensus and agreement are of the
greatest matters prescribed by Allah Almighty and His Messenger, peace be upon him.
Allah Almighty says:-

“And hold fast _

Adl together, by the Rope

Which God (stretches out

For you), and he not divided

Among yourselves.”
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- Abu Dawagod narrated about Abu Saeed that twe men went out on 8 journey, and
when it was prayer time, and not finding water, they both performed ablution with sand
and prayed, After a while duripg their journey they came accross a place where water
was available. Being still time of prayer one of them performed abluton with water and
repeated his prayer, but the other one did not do the same. The two men ceme to the
Messanger of Allah, peace be upon him and teld him about thatincident, and he, peace
be wpon said to the one who did not repeat his prayer, “you have done the Sunnah and
your prayer is rewardful for you” and said to the one who repeated the prayer “vou are
rewarded twice.”

- Al Bukhari and Ibn Abdel Bir narrated about 1on Omar that he said, the Messanger
of Allah, peace be wpon him said in the day of Al Aleab (a battle} “no one is to pray
(Al Asr) except in the ptace of (Bani Ghuraizal). Then it was time for Asr prayer and
the people were still on their way to Bani Ghuraizah. Some of them said we are not
Eoing 1 pray until we reach the place, and some said we will pray and so they did. When
this was mentioned to Prophet Muhammad, peace be upon him, he did not eriticize any
one of them,

These examples indicate the situations where the jurists diifer, and dispate
errupts, 50 that the caller would be cantioned about these sitiations and so act wisely
concerning these matters.

The Figh of Comparison and Priorities:

A successtul caller to Islam should make his presentations jn priorities, as Islam
has made a stage for every matter, The disputed martters should not be presented before
the matters agreed upon, as the insignificant is not in the same leve] as the cardinal. It
is hence obligatory wo know the priorities in the cbligations and in the prehibitions.

The Orday of Evidences:

When Prophet Muhaommad, peace be upon him sent Ma'az to Yemen to teach the
pecple and be their judge, he, peace be upon him, 5aid to Ma'az, "how would you
adjudge when a case is presented to you ? With the Book of Allah, e said, and he,
peace be upon him asked, and if there was no reference in the Book of Allah? With the
Sunnah of the Messenger of Allah, Ma’az said, and if there was no reference in the Sup-
nah 71 would work my independent reasoning, Ma'az said. Then the Messenger, peace
be upon him hit his chest and said, praise be to Allah for granting success to the mes-
senger of the Messenger of Allah to do what pleasgs the Messenger of Allah.” Accord-
ing to this Hadith we find out that Ma'az stated the order of evidence according to the
priorities.

The Obligatory Shoold Preceds the
Recommendable and the Probibiied The Detestable:

The obligatery is of a higher leve] than the recommenidable, and the prohibited is
of a higher level than the detestable, and all of those are of a higher level thap the per-
missible (Mubah). When the permissible and the prohibited ere conflicting, the prohi-
bited is given preference. In this way the caller hes to know these matters and which one
has the priority so that he does not fall into errors.

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kncwn. These jurists thought that the companions were trustworthy and their (Fatwa)
were always based on evidence or direct hearing from the Prophet, peace be upon him.
Others do not take the opinion of the companion but that which was narrared by the
companion about the Messenger of Allah, peace be upon him st evidence. In thiz way
there was dispute among those jurists.

The fundamentalists had disputed aver what was given the name the dispute over
the disputed evidences such as (Sadulzaraye) the prohibition of evasive legal devidces,
{Al Istihsan), the preference, and (Urf) customs and the like which have resulted in dif-
ferences in the (Fiqhi) schools of thought. Also the significations and indications of the
Shari’a expressions and texts in the Holy Churan and the Sunnah bad a preat influence
on the dispute among the scholars, the thing which implies the impossibility of consen-
sus on all the questions of jurisprudence and legislation. This can clearly be shown
through some examples which are considered introductory to this kind of dispute, sum-
marized in the following:-

a - The Evident Texts with Possible Interpretation;

The evident utterance is the one which gives preponderant indication 1o its mean-
ing with conjecture, or the possibility of another meaning, and hence the preponderant
and the possible accur together, resulting in dispute among the scholars because cach
one of them thinks that what he understood from the evident text is the preponderant
opinion while some one else would not have the same understanding. An example of
this is found in the verse:-

“Or ye have been

In contaet with women. ™!

The Hapafi jurists consider “contact” in this verse is referring w intercourse, and
bence the mere teuching of the man's skin on the foreign woman’s skin would not
invalidate ablution, although in reality contact means wouching of a skin on another
skin. The Shafies interpreted “contact” as meaning touching of a skin on angther skin,
the thing which would result in the invalidation of ablution because of that mere touch-
ing of the two skins. 50 the interpretation of “contact™ as being intercolrse or being
mere touching is based on evidence in both different opinions.

b - The Generalization of Text:

Sometimes the text is so generalized, giving rise to a number of interpretations.
Example of this is the narration about Prophet Muhammad, peace be upon him that be
prohibited the sale of 4 crop until jt is ripe. This Hadith had besn given & number of dif-
ferent interpretations because of the different understanding of the generalized text.

¢ - The Possibility of Having Different Correct Intarpretations:-

Inspite of the dispute of the jurists on arriving at the correct opinion, 01 the saying
that the right opinion is one opinion, but what is narrated in the Sunnah indicates that
it is possible to arrive at different correct opinions, the thing which would call for cau-
tion and not to jump to concdusions and siate premature judgments on the correctness
of an opinion or other wise. Examples of this are seen in the following:-

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Is not refeming to what has preceded thisin the verse which is the pledge when one
is on jowrney, but it is referting to obligation.
Secondly :- Evidential Reasons:

For these evidential reasons a lot of disputes among the jusists are related. These
TEASHS BTC -

1 - Lack of knowledge about a certain Hadith. The one who came aceross the Hadith
wauld follow it and the one who did not know about it will of cource have no means to
utilise it as evidence, but in his staternent he may agree with the meaning of that Hedith
or he may not agree with it unintentionally. Because of this lack of evidence and the
inavailability of a certain text to one party, and its availability to the other, dispute
ermupts between the jurists.

2 - The availability of a certain Hadith to one of the furists but with disconnected chain
of narration, while that same Hadith is available to another jurist in 8 correct connected
parration.

3 - The affirmation of a certain meaning of the Hadith for one independent reasoner
(Mujtahid) while another (Mujtahid) does not have that affirmation.

4 - The narrnfiuu of one Hadith in different words and expressions where different
meaniogs of the same Hadith are conveyed.

5 - The report of the reason dehind the narration of the Hadith 1o one (Mujtahid) and
not to the other. The one to whom the reason behind the narvation is reported will have
clearer understanding than the other one and hence difference in understanding exists.

& - The partial report of a Hadith to one (Mujtahid) while the complete report is avail-
able to another.

7 - One (Mujatahid) may come accross the situation of abrogaton of a previous nile,
its particularization, or its limitation, while the other (Mujtahid) would not have the
same chance, and hence there is dispute between them.

Sheikh of Islam Ibn Taimeya says:- “neglecting work according to a Hadith might be for
a reason which we do not know. This implies that we should find excuses for those
scholars, with the emphasis that it would not be permissible for us to neglect acting
according ta what appears 1o us ag nules from the Shari’a evidence, and follow a saying
whose evidence we do not know. However, this act should not lead us to accuse that
schelar, ingule him or say that he is an apostate.”

Thirdly:- Fundamental and Infereniial Reagons:

The science of the principles of jurisprudence ic & sort of 8 collection of principles
and regulations which were established by the {(Mujtahids) for the control of the process
of (ljtihad} independent reasoning and inferring and deducing of the sccondary Shari’a
rulings from tha detailing evidences, These principles and regulations ditfer from one
sheool of thought and the other. Some jurists follow the procedure that of abiding by a
(Farwa) made by one companion of the Prophet, peace be upon if that (Fatws) was well
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scribe writes something oot diztated to him and thie witness testifies on something which
did not take place in reality. Others said that what 15 meant is that barm takes place
when the seribe and the witness are prevented from doing what they have to do or asked
ta do that in an improper time.

4 - Ambipuity becanse of numerous usages. It is nnderstood thet the imperative form
of the veeh “do™ is for order and the form “do not do™ is for forbidding. The absalute
order means obligation while the absolute forbidding means prohikition. However any
of these: froms might be used for a completely differant meaning. An example of this is
the form of “order” in writing the debt and the order of having witness at the tirne of
sale, as in the saving of Almighty Allah:-

“O ye wha belleve!

‘When ye deal wiith each other

In tramsaction involving

Future obligations

In u fixed period of time

Reduce them to writing, ™"

In another vers: Almighty says:-
“Buot take wilnesses
Whenever ye make
A commercial contrart™

In appearance this imperative seems obligatory, but the majority of the jurists say
that it is only recommendable. Evidence to that is derived from the verse:-

“And if one of you

The same thing applies on taking witnesses. The imperative on that i anly for the
recommendable as reported by Al Qurtubi from some scholars who say that taking wit-
nesses is only for quiescence, Ibn Hazm thinks that the imperative to write the transac-
tion, and taking witnesses is for abligation, and the saying of Almighty Allah;-

“And if one of you

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opinjon deserves to be rewarded twice, and the one who fails 1o hit the right opinion is
wrong, but neverthaless, he is rewarded one reward for the effort he had exerted.

Cavses and [ptricacies of Dispule:
Firstly- Fundamental Linguistic Causes:-

As the Islamic legislature is conveyed through the medivm of Arabic language,
this lenguege has an effective influence in the derivation of the rulings. The dispute and
disagresment on the understanding of a certain world or expression amang the jurists
might lead to the statement of different rutings. This can be shown by the following lin-
guistic problems:-

1- Ambiguity - when 2 word has different meanings, which can be usedin different pos-
itions. The dispute between the jurists over the undersianding of the word takes place
when each ons of them acts accerding to his own understanding of what is meant by that
word, different from the others. An example of this i3 what is stated in the verse:-

“Divorced women

Shall walt cancerning themselves

For Three mently periods,”®

The expression monthly period here has two different meanings; that of menstruation
and the other is getting clean from it. The jurists, as a rasult of this 2mbiguity, got nto
dispute and disagrcement on whether the prescibed period a woman should wait after
being divorced is to be counted according to the beginning of her menstrual period or
according to the time of getting ¢lean from it? The jurists of {Iraq) said that the pre-
scribed period is three periods of menstrastion and the jurists of (Hijaz) said three
periods of getting clean from menstruation.

2 - Ambiguity because of dual meanings of a word as in the saying of Almighty Atlah,
‘They remit it
Or (the man's half} is remilted
By him ln whage hands
Is the marriage te,”™

Here the ane in whose bands is the marriage tie might be the guardian or it might
be the husband, Dispute between the jurists existed becavse of this duality.

3 . Ambiguity because of doubling the word, such as in Hiz sayiog
Almighty:-

And et aelither scribe

Nor witnesa suffer harm,

The jurists disagreed each according to his understanding. Some of them said that
what is meant by this verse is that harm comes from the scribe and the witness when the

4 - The dispute on two Shari’a legitimate metheds where some people would follow this
metheod while the others would follow the other method. Each one of those bwo groups
is considered of good religious stance, but, however a group would be considered tres-
passing and committing injustice if they dispraise the other without knowledge. An
example of such digpute is the rule on disclosing charity or concealing it. Allah
Almighty Says:-

It ye disclose {pets of)

Charity, even so

It ks well.

But If ye concenl them

And make thews veach

Those (really) in need

That k best for you.™!!

Difference and dispute over such action is permissible, because both deeds are
allowed and sa each of the opponent parties has the right w follow zither way.

To summarize the points on the kind of dispute in which both opposing parties are
right, is that if that dispute did not bring about any transgression, ignorance or injustice,
then both parties will remain right and be rewarded as long as the aim was the search
for the righteous and nothing else. Prophet Muhammad, peace be upoa bim had
guaranteed that rewarding when he said, “If an arbitrator adjudged a case and he relied
on his independent reasoning, if he was right he would be rewarded twice, and if he was
wrong, he would be rewarded once.”

Thirdly:- The dispute in which the two oppusing parties are contradicting each other.
It is given the term the dispute of contradiction. Whenever there is this dispute there is
coatradiction whether on the principles or the branches according te those who say that
the attainer of the right is one (party) as opposing the saying that for every (Mujtahid)
independent reasoner - there is a share in the reward, Those people categorize such dis-
pute as that one of diversity and not as the dispute of contradiction. Examples of the
dispute of contradiction is the question of laughing during the performance of prayer
and during the process of ablution. As for laughing during prayer all the jurists are on
agresment that would invalidate the prayer, but as for the act of laughing during ablu-
tion, and whether it is invalidaled there i disagresment and dispute. Imam Malik,
[mam Shafie and Imam Abmad said that laughing does mot invalidate ablution,
whereas Imam Abu Hanifa and his followers said that it does invalidate ablution. As for
the juristic mulings depending on reasoning and inference the schelars have taken two
opposing sides or two different schools:-

1-{Al Musaweba), those who claim that any opinion from a (Mujtahid) on that juristic
ruling is always right and that the (Mujtahid) 15 attaining that right.

2 - (Al Mukhatte'a) those who claim that the right opinion of a question is one opinion,
which is not revealed to us, but is known to Almighty Allah. The one wha hits the right

¢} The dispute which will have enmity and hatred as a fruit. This is the candition of the
christians who are described by this saying of Almighty Allah:-

Allsh Almighty warns from the disputes which wauld icad to that end, and He
Almighty 5ays in another situation:-

‘Be not ke those

Who are divided

Among themselves

Clenr Sings. "2

Any dispute, whatsoaver it is would eventually |ead to this end. Both of the oppos-
ing parties are dispraised even if cach party was right.

Secondly:- The dispute in which bofh parties are right. This is what is called the dispute
of diversity which means that the dispute is based on the possibility of both subject mar-
ters, and that #ach ons of them is right and legitimate on voditidn that there is no tres-
passing in it or ignorance or enmity or hatred. Thig 15 also subdivided into:-

1 - The dispute when bath sayings or both deeds are legitimate and right such as the di-
ference in the ways and methods of reciting the Holy Quran, or the difference in the
form of uttering the profession of the Muslim faitk. To utter that in any form narrated
about Prophet Muhammad, peace be upan him is permissible.

2 - The dispute which ermerpes when the meaning of ene saying is alluded to in the other
saying, but the words which convey those meanings are not the same. This is evident
when people differ in giving definitions and expressing terminologies.

3 - The dispute when the two meanings are different, but not contradicting. Each saying
is right in its own way although the meaning of the one is not the meaning of the other.
This is manifested in the acknowledgement of Prophet Muhammad, peace be upon
him, on the day of (Bani Ghuraiza) when a caller to prayer called out, “a prayer per-
former is not to pray {Asr) aftenoon prayer excepd in the place of {Bani Ghuraiza)"
Same people performed that prayer where they were, while othars delayed it until they
reached the place of (Bani Ghuraiza).

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7 - Difference should have fruitful results and if it did not, then there is no use behind it.

8 - Having favorable judgment about the men of learning, avoiding suspicians and
backbiting of the oppesing school of thought.

g - Baing acknowledged on the methods of the leading scholars in arriving at indepen-
dent reasoning and comparison.

10 - Exertion of efforts with the purpose of arriving at the Shari"a rulings which would
appease one™s mind,

11 - The diversity of solutions for each one s0 that he may be guided to the most suirable
solution for the situation he is in, the thing which would show the easiness of this reli-
gion in denling with the people according to the realities of their lives. The researcher
would hnd numerous solutions at his disposal. What he should do is to axtract the evi-
dences and proofs, compare between them, weighing them till he arrives at the suirable
solusion.

Kimids of E¥ispute wre Divided indo Three Kinds:-
Firstly:- The dispute between the twa opposing parties when both of them are wrong.
This kind of dispute is subdivided into:-

a) Dispute on the Holy Book, as the saying of Almighty Aflah:

b) Dispute and separation by following different ways and abandoning the way of the
{Jama’a) Muslims, following the way of the Prophet, peace be upon him. Allah
Almighty says:-

They will scetter you about

From His (great) Path:

Thus doth He command you.

That ye may be righteous. ™

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7 - Refrain from mentioning persons and limit the discussion on the difference of ideas
and thoughts, as in mentioning people there is defamation and scandal.

8 - Reirain from haste in answering or jumping on a question. The judgments should not
be premature and one should wait until the opponent made all his points, because may
be only on the conclusion the purpose is revealed. Discuszion should be conducted after
knowledge, because giving statements on things unknown would only degrade one's
image for those who were considering him a man of knowiledge.

The {Da"eva) or the caller to the religion in this time should observe these ethics
and morals, if we want for the differences to be factors of construction and Oourishing
of the Ummah, and if we want the caller to be more effective in addition to his knowl-
edge of what-he necds to know for the spread of (Da'awa) call.

Advantage of Differcoces and Disputes
There are definitely advantages of differences and disputes if all the ethics and

morals are observed and abided by. These advantages are:-

1 - The enrichment of the scientific movement, whether in the field of the scientific
library, the video orF cassette tape, and it alsc motivates both opposing parties to
increase their supply of knowledge through research, having as purpose the arrival at
the truth.

2 - Finding out solutions for the new problems of today in the scientific and practical
fields.

3 - Bringing about new discoveries in the scientific field for the solution of problems or
the explanation of complexdties.

4 - Giving allowance to be acquainted with all possibilities which might have been
meant or alluded to be any of the ways of evidence and proofs. Also opening the hori-
zons for contemplation to reach for the truth behind all the presumptions, by way of
reviewing the opinions of the others and knowing their methods of derivation from, the
evidences.

5 - The appreciation of the intellectual effort apd the addition of that to the other
efforts, and being aware of the aspects of difference and bringing about illumination to
the ideas, and know the method of explanation, guidance and proof, eack one support-
ing his opinion, where differences, stating evideoces and the support of opinions would
lead to ¢cross bread of ideas and each group would know how the other group thinks,

& - The difference between the creatures in the way they are rewarded, as one of the
opposing parties is wrong and the other pat¥ is right in most cases. The Messenger of
Allah, peace be upon him, rightfully said, “If an arbitrator adjudged a case and he
relied on hig independent reascning and he was right, he would be rewarded twice, and
3f he consulted his independent reasoning and was wrong, he would be rewarded once.™
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1 - To have favourable opinion and trust the others. The Messenger of Allsh, peace be
upon him said; " Beware of mistrust and suspicions because mistrust and suspicion are
the most belying of talk.” The indication of trust is understanding the argumenty of the
opponent in the best of ways end meanings if it could convey numerous interpretations.

2 - Establishing arguments on advice for the sake of the religion of Almighty Allah and
for the sake of the opponent, because this is mmote comprehensive in the refigion, even
though advice is incumbent upon all Muslims. On this Imam Shafie stated:- "By God,
I have never entered into discussion with somebody with & desire to see him making
mistakes.”

3 - Asking help from Almighty Allah to grant success in disputes but for seeking the
righteous apd accepting it even against oneself, persisting on it. On this Almighty Allah
says:-

“And those who strive

1o Omar {Caose), - We'll

Certainly guide them

To Owur Fathy

For verily God

Is with those

Who do mu 1]

4 - Submission to the right and abiding by it when it appears, even if it comes from a dis-
believer, let alone when it is revealed by a Muslim, because in this case it is justice
emanating from the belief in Almighty alone, free from all kinds of effects, bearing in
mind Allah’s watch and His knowledge of all the secrets.

5 - Not to track down the mistakes of the opponents, nevertheless, their good sides
should be reveeled together with the points of agreement, The Messenger of Allah,
peace be upon him said, “No servant (of Allah} protects ancther sexvant in this world,
unless Allah protects him in the Hereafter.”
6 - Referring all disputed matters to the ones who have the right ta judge them. Firstly
reference is made to the Holy Book of Almighty Allah, and to the Sunnah of the Mes-
senger of Allah, peace be upon him. Allsh Almighty says:-

If ye differ im anything

Among yourscives, refer it

To God and His Apostle.” 2

And secondly it is to be referred o those who have knowiedge,
Allah Almighty said:-

This is the kind of dispraised disputation, and it 5 dispraised when it is charac-
terized by:-
1 - whea it is without knowledge
2 - when it is insisted upon, giving support to the false even after the appearance of
the right. Other than this, it is not dispraised as it is conducted after knowledge and it
is not meant for supporting falsehood. It can be zaid that of disagreement, but not every
disagreement perpetuates disputation,

Conditions of Dispute:
For the dispute to be a factor of construction and good for the Ummah it should
contain these conditions:-

1 - Tt should be for the sake of Allah Almighty, eway from self-conceit and flowery talk
and fascination with the strength of arpumentation, becavse facination it against reason
which is the origin of party spirit and disagters.

2 - The objectives of disputations should be clarification of the righteous and affirming
it but not the defeat of opponent. That was the method of the ancestry.

3 - The conductor of disputation should be knowledgeable in the fiekd of discuszion.

4 - Disputation should not lead to separation and conflict, where the Holy Quran states,
prohibiting:

“pnd fall into no dispotes

Lest ye lose heart

And your power depart!

The Fthics of Diputes:
The ethics to be observed when people fall into differences are many, some of
which are:-

Reallty of Dispute:

Allah Almighty said in His Holy Book-
If thy Lord had so willed,

He couki have made manking

Ouse People : buat they

Wil mot cense to dispute

Except those oo whom thy Lord

Hath bestowed Hiz Mercy:

And for thls did He create them, "V

Those who are bestowed with His mercy are the exception from disputes and dis-
agreement. As the wisdom of Almighty Allah called for the difference in peopie’s intel-
lects and their perceptions, with the difference in their tongues, their colowrs and the
variation in their conceptions and ideas, the plurality of opinions and judgments came
ioto existence as a result of the difference between the people who state tham. The dif-
ferences of opinion between the ancestry is one component of this natural phenome-
oom. If the difference was of limited scale and dimensions, within the ethics and morak
of good conduct, it would be a positive matter and a factor of health and not that of
destruction.

What is meant by difference here is the sitvation when two contemporaries ate in
dispute concerning their opinions on a question. The difference of the realities of the
subject matters would mean their contradiction. Sheikh of Islam Ibn Taimelya stated
that “the difference of contradiction is the one when two statements are opposing each
other, each one saying the opposite.™

The Relation Between Dispntation and Difference:

Disputation is when one refutes another’s argument by stating evidence with the
purpose of correcting his statement, Disputation means the adherence to one’s opin-
jons, be that from one or both sides of disputation. Disputation is prohibited because
it may lead to conflicts and enmity and it opens the way of evil and mischief. Allah
Almighty said:-

“But bt those know, who

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Another example is the sales whose permission is based on { Urf ). Different from
anafogy they are permitted for alleviating narrowness and facilitating interactions
between people. These are hamed the sales of approbation, such as (Al Salm) which is
the sale of sothe item which is not in the possession of the seller who receives the price
of that jtem in advance in the council of {Aqd) contracting, while the deflivery of the
sold item remains delayed. By analogy, such kind of dealing appears to be impermissi-
ble, as the sold item is not in the possession of the seller at the time of concluding that
contract. Prophet Muhammad, peace be upon him told Hakim [bn Hezzam “do not sell
what you do not have in your possession."” but ( Url ) in this case i3 affirmed contrary
to analogy and as exception from this principle of not to self what one does not have in
passession. This kind of sale existed in the (Jahiliya) period of ignorance, and the citi-
zens of Madinah were used to deal with it, and so Islam approved of that practice. Ibn
Abbas, blessings of Allah be upon him, said, “Prophet Muhammad, peace be upon him
arrived in Madinah and found the people lending dates for a period of one year, two
years and three years. The Prophet peace be upon him, said :- the one who lends dates,
let him lend a knewn weight, a known measurement scale and for 2 known period of
time. "From that time on this practice of Al Salm had been permitied until our day.

Another example is the contracts of wage and rent which were also permitted by
Shara in approbation according to ( Usf ) and custom, otherwise they were not to be
permitted as this practice is possessing a (Manfa’a) benefit or a contract stating the pos-
session of benefits for 8 material compensation at the time when these benefits are not
Presently available or not yet made use of by the rent (kease) holder. The principle is
that contracting on something which not present is pot permissible, but it is approved
to be 5o for the need of the people as they Jong used to deal in this way.

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be particularizing the generalized text and not abrogating it. That text would then be
limited to the customary matter as the practical { Urf ) shows that people need what
they are accustomed 10. To eradicate what the people are accustomed to, there is diffi-
culty and narrowness, and so putting both of ( Urf } and text into application, satisfies
that need. Example of this is the text forbidding a person from s¢lling what the person
does not own. But on the other hand the contract of manufacture is permitted, as
people are dealing in it althaugh the prohibition includes it in the case of setling what
one does not own. Here the text is applied in the cases other than the contract of man-
ufecture, and the ( Urf ) is applied in the case of the contract of mamufacture. It is not
necessary in applying the [ Urf ) opposing the text, to leave out the text.

2 - The concurrent Particularized { Ul :

Ii the axisting ( Urf ) which is opposing the generalized text is concerning & particu-
lar region or particular group of people such as the { Urf ) beiween traders and man-
ufacturers, it would not be suitable for reinforcing and particularizing the generalized
opposing text even iE it existed at the pdvent of the text, except on a very low opinion,
because in the appoasing the text, this particularized { Ut ) does not have the power and
influence of the generalized ( Urf ). In some places { Urf ) may necessitate the par-
ticularization of the text and in other places it does not, so particularization cannot be
affirmed through doubts.

Secondly The Ul Taking Place after the Generalized Opposing Text :

I¥ the { Urf ) opposing the peneralized text came into existence after that text, then
this { Urf } would not be given consideration and would not be suitable for giving par-
ticularization to the legislative text on the agreement of jurists, even if it was a
generalized { Urf }, because the recent { Urf ) has accured after the legislative text took
form and defined the objective of the legislation and became effective and applicable.
If it was permissible to particularize thexShari’a text by an oppesing recent [ Ut ), it
would be like abrogating that text, the thing which is not permissible, and if it was so it
would have been a pretext for changing all the rulings. It makes no difference whether
the ( Urf ) is verbal or practical, as far as the invalidity of wtilizing the recent emerging
( Urf) for the particularization of the preceding text. The case being 20, the texts of the
jurists must be applied according to this understanding. All the titte deeds of endow-
ments, wills, gifts, marriages are to be explained according to the concurrent { Utrf ) of
the initiating parties in accordance with the texts of the legislator. It would not be per-
mitted 10 interpret those deeds according to an emerging ( Urd ) which would now serve
their aims.

Some Practical Examples and Juristic Questions On the Principle of The Custom Is
Artritrated:

On menestruation and puerperium periods:- They said if the blood coming out of
the woman in' these two conditions is more than usual and taok a longer period, then
the woman should refer to her normal period of time she usually takKes until she gets
clean. Here it is referred to { Uri ).

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Slhuations of { Urd ) and Custom Before The Sharl’s Texis :

‘This is one major and vital question in which the Islamic jurisprudence took a wise
position, joining betwesn the necessary fexibility needed for the development of the
fundamental unchanging principles. The disagresment of { Urf ) with the Shari'a evi-
dences is soen in three situations. The first situadion is when the { Urf ) is opposed by a
particular Shari'a text. Al Sarkhasi said “any ( Urf ) for which there is an opposing tex-
tual statement, then it is not considered.” If the Shari’a text was based on the prevalent
{ Url) and custom at the time when that texi was descended, then the text is postponed
and the { Urf) and custom are applied if they keep pace with the changing times, Exam-
pte of this is the saying of Prophet Muhammad regarding consulting the girl in her mar-
riage, “the matron expreses ber acceptance and the virgin's acceptance is her silence”.
‘When the virgin remains silent, when consulted by ber guardian, about marying a cer-
tain person, then that silence would be interpreted as acceptance and authorization.
This is one of the cases when { Urf ) considers silence as a sign of acceptance, but, how-
ever, this consideration is changing with the change of { Urf ) If silence from the side
of the virgin was considered a sign of acceptance according to that { Urf ) in which the
virgin was known for being too shy to exprass her explicit acceptance, this is no longer
valid in this time in which the woman intermingled with men and hence can say clearly
whether she accepts or pot accept someone for marriage.

The Second Siaathon :

This is when the { Urf ) is contradicting & generalized Shari'a text. In case that the
{ Urt ) contradicts a Shari'a text, and that the text on its advent was oot based on the
interrelations of peopie and their customs, but it was a generalized comprehensive
Shari'a text, and because of being so bas included the customary matter, then in this
case there is elaboration oo the authority of the { Urf ) and its consideration whether
the sdvent of the text was concurrent with the { Usf ) or taking place after it. These elab-
orations are :-

Firstly : 1 - The { Urf ) concurrent with the advent of the generalized text, and con-
tradicting it. This kind of ( Urf) can zither be a verbal or practical one. If it is a verbal
{ Utf ) there is no controversy between the jurises in giving consideration to it So the
generalized Shari'a text is applied according to the limits of is customary meaning,
when there are no other evidences indicating otherwise, even if the linguistic meanjng
of the expression used by 1be legislator has originally a wider meaning from its custom-
ary meaning. Hence the expressions of buying and selling, and the like: are to be under-
stood in line with the customary meaning even if that meaning is different from the
structural meaning of the language,

Lf the { Ut ) was 8 practical one, then those who cansider it suitable for specifying
the generalized text, divide it as being either a generalized { Urf ) or a particular one :-

If the existing ( Urf ) st the advent of the generslized opposing text was a
generalized ( Urf ) then both the { Ut ) and the text are applicable. The { Urf ) would

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Fourth Condition :

The { Uf ) should not contradict an explicit statement declaring just the opposite
of that { Urf ). In other words ( Urf ) would not be taken a3 evidence if there was a state-
ment contrary to that ( Urf ), because what is customary among people is reiated to
implications which would replace the explicit staterment when not available, But in case
that the explicit statement exists, then the implication is no longer considered as expres-
sion of will and hence { Ut ) in this case is rejected and judgment s made according to
the explicit statement.

Kinds of Urf :
Urf is divided into two kinds, according to its meaning and correlation :-
1« ¥erbal Urf:

‘This is when certain lingnistic expressions and structures acquire particular mean-
ing to the extent that meaning would become the instant connotation or concept con-
veyed to the minds when these expressions are uttered, even without any evidence or
proof. Example of this ie the usage of the word "Darahim" plural of “Dirham™ a name
of a currency to mean the circulated money in a place, no matter what the kind and
name of the currency in that particular place would be.

2 - Practical Urf':

This is when people are accustomed to ordinary transactions or civil interactions
such as eating, drinking, commerical transactions and marriage.

This kind of { Urf } is divided inte two sub-divisions according 1o its spreading and
concem to people.
1 - Universal { Urf), which is common to the majority of people everywhere, regardless
of the time they are in, environment, culture or standards.
2 - Regional { Urf }, which is the kind of { Uri ) concerning & particular place or region
and a particular gtoup of people.

As far as its agreement or disagreement with the Shari’a, ( Urf ) is divided into two
categories;-
I - Correct { Urf) which is the { Urf ) tecognized by the people and that it does not can-
tradict any Shari'a fext or consensus, neglecting no interest nor bringing about eny
harm.
2 - Spoiled { Urt) which is the kind of ( Ur{) contradicting some evidences of the Shnra
or some of its fundamentals. Example of thisspoiled { Urf ) is noticed when usurious
gains are considered part of the profits, ot the coming of women out of their bouses
unveiled. All these practices are spoiled ( Urf ) and they are given no consideration by
any jurist, judge or. {Mufti} when giving their (Fatwa).
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tion. Consideration of this { Urf ) is that every speaker is geting the meaning of his
words according to his own { Urf ) whether in addressing the public or in the reaction
of peaple, sich az their utterances on which their contracts are concluded.

The Conditions for Considering ( Urf ) Castom :

The { Urf } which is considered suitable to rely on for deriving the juristic pulings,
and taken as evidence referred to by the jurist in case that he could not find a relevant
text from the Holy Quran, the Sunnah or the consensus, and 30 as to be aa arbitor, it

should have the foliowing conditions:-
First Condition :

The custom or ( Urf ) should be persistent and prevalent. Al Suyouti said in “ Al
Ashbah Wal Naza'er”
“The custom is given consideration whea it is persistent, but if it is incongistent it is not
considered.” The persistence of ( Urf ) means that it is contiowally and all the time
applied in all occurences. For example if people in a particular region were accustomed
10 divide the dowrty into a present portion and a delayed protion then that practics
would be a persistent practice in all the marriage cases, However, this persistence and
consistency are considered when found practiced actuaily by the people of the region,
and not the famous cases of { Urf ) found in the juristic writings. What is famous in the
books is not the same as that practiced. in reality, So when a (Mufti) is inquired about
a (Urf ) incident he should investigate the customs of the place he isin, and then nyakes
his judgment on that investigation and not on the famous cases of { Urf ) in the juristic
books. What is found in these books was a different ( Urf ) of different times, and those
b are subject to change.

Second Condition :

The ( Urf ) to be arbitrated in certain practices should precede these practices in
existence and continne on existing after the occurence of these practices. Then the
practices, whether verbal or practical are subjected to comparison. If a new { Urf )
emerges after the application of the previous ( Urf ), then this new Trf would not be
taken into consideration as it is 8 casual one and it may be applied for the incidents
which would take place after its emergence.

Third Condition :

The { Urf } should not contein anything which would hinder and suspend the appli-
cation of a confirmed text or a definitive rule in the Shari'a. That means, the customs
of the people should be in conformity with the rulings, and if they are contradictive, for
that they would be invalidated, such as the custom of drinking wine and gambling and
other customs known jn the (Fahiliya) peried of ignorance, which were eventuaily for-
bidden by the Sheri‘s,
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texts which included rulings based on ( Urf ) as evidence of their lawfulness are as fol-
laows:-
Fakhrul Din Al Zailae said on the evidence of the lawfuloess of the steeping partner-
ship; “the Prophet peace be upon him was sent down and found the people dealing with
the sleeping partnership, and he, peace be upen hitn left them practicing that kind of
interaction 2nd so the companions, blessings of Allah be upon them continued practic-
ing that.” With this type of ( Urf ) it must be referred to one of the fundamentals of the
Shari"a, which are the Sunnah, the consensus, the public interests and the permissibil-
ity. Secomdly this is the ( Urf ) which is referred to in applying the absolute rulings on
the occurences, The meaning of considering such kind of { Urf ) is referring to it in the
genralized rulings when applied on the details of the occurences. The ( Mufti ) or judge
when presented with a case or question on which there is no ruling other than a
generalized ruling including it with other cases, such as the cases of (Ta'azeer) or dis-
cretionary punishments or the cases of (Nafaqa) alimony, he should refer to { Urf ) for
fnding rulings for the minte details of chese questions or occurences. For example the
generalized ruling derived from the verse:-
“Bat be shall bear the cost
Of their food and clothing
On eqoitable teyms, 0

The verse states the obligation of the father to supply for the alimony of the foster-
ing mother. To determine such kind of alimony, it is referted to { Uef ) and custom after
mvestigating the financial situation of the tather,

Thirdly this is the type of { Uri ) which attains the level of being the pronguncement of
the common practice. It is the current ( Urf ) or current customs between people,
replacing the utterances or expressions for those meanings. These customs have the
same power as that of uttering certain expressions, as far as Shara’ is concerned, and
that they would entail the same rulings, Consideration of this ( Urf ) means-that when
it is referred to for judging between peaple, it would be as if the interactor has pro-
nounced his acceptance of a contract or a deal or path in such words which would imply
that meaning. So if the { Urf ) in the markets was that they sell for a delayed payment
until the beginning of the aew month, that would be considered as a condition for actual
delay { of payment ) in that contract. As the explicit uttering of an expression entalls the
respective rulings from the legislator, so does the [ Urf ) which would become an
initiator of these rulings. Consideration of ( Url } means that if it was a presumption,
it would be takep as the evident audible and visible proof on which the judge, the
{ Mufti ) or the witness rely and employ on all relevant actions. Examples of such
( Url') is the inclusion of the buildings and trees in the sale of a house, even if the seller
did not mention that explicitly, relying solely on the prevalent { Urf ) practioes in the
sale of real estates,

Fourthly the Verbal { Urf ). This is when there is a promulgation of the usage of
certain words or eXpresgions giving a certain meaning to the exient that meaning
becomes the easily upderstood connotation without soy reference or mental comels-

(1) Surat-ul-Baqeorw verse 233
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Imam Al Alaye says : "Allah ordered us to ask permission during these times in
which it is customary to be free and relaxed and take off one's clothes, and so the
Shari'a rule was based on what the custom had dictated.™

Secordly From the Sunnah Whether ln Saying or Confirming :

Prophet Muhammad, peace be upon him said that, “what the Muslims see agree-
able, itis ugruablr. in the consideration of Allah, and what they find dmgmcahle itis
disagreeable in the consideration of Allah,” The principle of the custom is arbitrated is
taken from this saying. It is its origin and its source. Als in the Hadith, saying of the
Prophet, peace be upon him, narrated by Al Bukhari in hiz Sahih about Ayyisha, bles-
sings of Allah be upon her that Hind bint Otba said, “0 Meszenger of Allah, Abu
Sufyan is a miser and he would not provide me with enough expenses for me and my
children, unless I take from him without his knowledges. ™ Tha Prophet peace be upon
him said, take what is enough for you and your chibdren rightfully. “Al Nawawi said
explaining this Hadith that it contsins many benefits such as the consideration of ( Urf
} custom in the matters where there is no Shari’a indication,

In the Sunmah of confirmation, people during the time of Prophet Muhammad,
peace be upon him, were accustomed to certain practices concerning their daily interac-
tions. The Frophet, peace be upon him did not forbide those practices or prohibit them
from doing them. This acceptance was taken as evidence for the permission of those
practices. There were some other practices for which they found approval and partici-
pation from Prophet Muharnmad, peace be upon him. Islam also accepted and incorpo-
rated in its legislature sote of the good transaction contracts such as the partnership
contract, the lease contract, the parinership contract, and rejected the bad contracts
such as the aleatory conttacts and usury. For the contracts adopted, [slam put new con-
ditions with the purpose of achieving public interest.

One of the most famous contracts is { Al Salm ) buying or forward buying. The
Arabs recognized thic transaction contract during the period of (Jahiliys) ignorance,
" and the Prophet, peace be upon him approved of it. They alko practiced dealing in the
contract of manufacture in which, he peace be upon him participated. [tis narrated that
he, peace be upon made such a contract for the manufacture of a (Minbar)-a pulpit or
platform from where speeches are delivered (o people gathering. On the light of thess
Shari*a texts, the jurists were guided to implement this magnificent principle, and they
referred to it and abided by it in sp many questions and cages. This shows that the
Islamic Shari'a did not neglect { Urf ) and custom. The jurists ( of today ) should give
consideration to custom, as the Shara" based many rulings on it, which means that the
Shari'a i aiming at achicving the interests of man, the everlasting interests, which are
cventually some of the cusioms. The interests which are considered are those onea
which coincide with the purposes of the Shari'a, and that is the meaning of considering
{ Utk ) and custom whether they were stated by the legislater or they were inforced
according to need and necessity.

The Jurisiie Usages of { Urf ) are Foor Catogories

Firstly the ( Urf ) which stands explicitly s evidence for the lawfulness of & ruling.
The jurists gave their supposition and consideration of this kind of { Urf ). Examples of
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The meaning of { Urf ) for the jurists is given the same definition like that of the
custom; i.¢ { Urf) is all the long-cstablished innate and settled practices desply rooted
in the normal correct nature of man. This can easily be noticed in people's dealings in
the contracts of manufacture. Therefore { Urf ) and custom are identical in meaning,
however, custom is more generalized, which may refer 10 the custom of the individual
and the custom resulting from a natural factor, and the custom of the majority which is
{ ).

The Meaning of The Principle of The Custom is Arbitrated:

This means that the custom is used as an arbitor for the determination of a Shani's
rule. i.e¢. the custarn has authority in the Shari’a consideration. The rulings and judg-
ments on certain practices are subject to the arbitration of the custom. So thess rulings
are determined in accordance with the custorn or { Urf ) in case that there isno Shari’a
text rejecting that custom. This principle is derived from the saying of the Prophet,
peace be upon him, * what the Muslims see agreeabls, it is agresable in the ¢onsidera-
tion of Allah.™

Evidence for Considecation of Peoples { Urfs ) and Customs:
Firstly from the Holy Quran :-
Allah Almighty says :-

“Hol to forgiveness

Conynand what is right

But turn away from the ignorant, ™t

Some jurists have taken this verse as evidence that { Urd ) 15 given consideration in legis-
lation. Al Qurafi said in “Al Furroq” when discussing the question of the dispute of a
martied couple over the household items that, "evidence is with the one for whom cus-
tom stood witness. We have the saying from Ahnighty Allah, “Hold to forgiveness;
Command what is right. "Hence all that the custom stood witness for is taken in favour
of what this verse means as it appaars unless there is different evidence.” In another
verse Allah Almighty says :-

“Crye who believe!

Poasess, and the ( children ) among you
Who have not come of age

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ration in all incidents and actions. The principle of “ the custom i8 arbitrated is one of
those principles.

The Importance of This Principle

The subject of this principle responds to give solutions to 2 number of questions
and new occurences, as it containg numerous flexible questions and which encompass
a number of branches. If one looks decply into this principle, one would realize the
broadness of Islamic jurisprodence and its corplete efficiency in presenting the usefu]
and effective solutions for the new oorurences and its validity and ability to keep pace
with the everchanging life styles at different Gmes and places and this shows one of the
greatest factors of the perpetual nature of the Shari'a and its jurists who have built 3o
many rulings. Al Biri said that what is confirmed by ( Unf ) custom is confirmed by a
Shari’a evidence. Al Sarkhasi said that which is confirmed by { Urf ) cusiom is on the
same level of that which is confirmed by the {Shari'a) text.

Customn and { Urf ) have great influence on people’s minds and sentiments.
‘Whenever a custom or habit is deep-rooted, it is considered & necessity of life in a given
society where it is highly esteemed by people and hecomes 5o sacred to the same level
of a religious belief. They feel obliged to abide by their teachings, and not to deviate
from that, becanse in doing that there is great sin, Having all this effect, { Urf ) or ens-
tom should be given consideration by the jurists before it strengthens. If it complies
with the principles of Shara® and agrees with its genral trends, shey should help to
spread it as long as it proves profitable for the society. But if it is full of mischief and
comes in contradiction with the teachings of Shara’, it should be fought and prohibited;
and explain the correct mlings of the Shara’, its ordinances and prohibitions in that con-
CETIL.

Definition of Custom and {Licf) :

The word custom lnguistically means the set of all the recurrent and repetitions
practices and utterances, and as a juristic terminolog it means all the long established
innate and settled practices deeply rooted in the normal correct pature of man. 5o
based on this definition, custom includes all the repetitious practices and uiterances
whether done by an individual or by a group or whether the source of these customs is
a natural source such as the climate of the region and the consequent rapidity or delay
of puberty or whether the source was a mental source which is secepted by the rationsl
naturea, or whether the source was only the whims and desires and the degradation of
morals, slackening in doing good, and hastening in committing evil deeds, harming
others and devouring other peoples wealth in vanities and in mischief and injustice and
this is what the jurists name the mischief and degradation of time, or whether the source
was the effect of a particular occurence such a8 the Janguage deterioration resulting
from mixing of the Arabs with the other tongues.

Ax for the word ¥ arbitrated * it iz derived from arhitration which the determina-
tion and settlement of a controversy between people. that means the custom here is
usged as & reference in that setflement.
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The Third Stage :

This is the stage of reinforcement and coordination in which the extraction of the
principles from the different sources, in the different soutzes, in the different schools
of thought had been completed.

The Importance of The Juristic Principles,
Their Function and Pluce in The 1skamic
Jurisprudence :

1 - These principles have a noticeable role in facilitating the comprehension of the
[slamic jurisprudence and safe - keeping it. If not for the implementation of these prin-
ciples, the juristic rulings would have been scattered branches with no roots to adhere
to.

2 - The study of these principles would help contain the different questions and aryive
at definite answers for the raised problems when the principle is used as a means of
arriving at the rulings.

3 - By studving these principles the learner wonld develop a juristic ability which woulkd
render him capable of making annexations and derivations 50 as to arrive at the rulings
which are not stated in the books of jurisprudence.

4 - They would help the researcher follow up the particulars of the rulings and how to
extract these mlings from the different subjects and how to compile them and put them
under one subject.

5 - Knowing the principles would pave the way for the knowledge of the numerous
branches of jurisprudence.,

£ - These principles contain general rules used as evidence to prove the juristic ques-
Lions.

7 - They are considered rich sources for the purposes of (Ifta) and for the judiciary. The
one who is appointed in these fields should be knowledgeable on these principles, one
of which is the principle of * the custiom is arbitrated.”

Custom and { Urf ) habit have great influence on the juristic principles. There isno
single book dealing with the juristic principles, which does ot contain a basic principle
on habit and custom, because, alshough the habitual deeds are vital, non-personsl
deads, and not part of the interactions and the civil and rights interrelations, but sali
when people get used 1o them and intermingle them with their daily actions, they
become of a considerable effect and power in directing the rulings on bahavioural man-
ifestations and hence these rulings world persist in accordance with the custom. Notic-
ing this importance of { U } and custom, the jurists considered the ineorporation of
( Urf) and custom in legislation and establishing the rulings on them. They always had
this in mind when designing these principles and sorting out the different branches.
They mentioned more than one principle on the line of custom and { Urf ) and its arpit-



THE PRINCIPLE OF THE CUSTOM IS ARBITRATED

Ome of the Major and Comprehensive
Principles of Islamic Jurisprudesce

Dr, Saleh Tbn Ghanim Al Sadlen*

The Islamic Shati'a is composed of principles and branches. These principles are
of two parts; the first is the principles of jurisprudence, which are mostly the knowledge
of the foundations of the rulings, particularly conveyed by the Arabic terms and the
process of abrogation and preference which undergoes these nulings, where it is found
that the imprerative is for obligation and the preventive ks for prohibition and the liks.
The second part is juristic principles comprising the intricacies of Shara’ and its wis-
doms.

The jnristic prinefple: It is a Shari’a mle on a comprehensive question, brom which
the rulings on what comes under that rule are derived.

Development of Joristic Principles: o
In their development, the juristic principles went through thres stages =

The First Stage :-

This is the stage of formation and birth, which was the time of the message and the
source of legislation whence the first seed was sown. The sayings of Prophet Mubam-
mad, peace be upon him, had been considered as the general foundations for many
rules under which come the numerous juristic branches, like his saying, peace be upon
him “00 damage and no harm”, and the saying of Omar [bn Al Khattab, blessings of
Allah be upon him in Sahih Al Bukhari, that the determination of the rights is made at
the time of stating the conditions. This saying is a principie in the chapter of conditions.
We may say that the first foundations of the juristic principles had been implemented
within the first three centuries after (Hijrah).

The Second Stage :

This ig the stage of growth and compiletion in which the juristic princples were
considered an independent art during the fourth contury Hijrab. At this stage the jurists
started to implement new styles for jurisprudence when it extended and widened its
horizons. These styles nre known by 50 many terms, Sometimes they are named the
bases and regulations, and other times as the riddies and dissertations. However, these
juristic principles were scattered in the books of (Hedith) and the juristic writings.
Sesing this, these principles were extracted from these different sources and compiled
in separate independent bonks.

 Associare - Professor in the College of Shaei's kmam, University In Riyadb,
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1t is also true that period had gone with all its complexivies which we would oot like
to get imto their details, but, nevertheless, the actualities and problems of our time with
alf the complications, require from the Ummeh to compete in looking for solutions to
those problems in the same spirit Like that of the ancestors, when their civilization
extended all over the earth, and they sustained the characteristics of self denial, toler-
ance, patience, respect of the other opinion, exertion of effort and independent reason-
mng as long as one is tackling the branches and ot gettiog off the limits of the principles.

The incidents of history have proved that attitude had widened the horizon of the
Islamic jurisprudence, and participated in its development, Gil itis considered a plaus-
ible statute in the history and life of the Muslims. As we are Jopking forward to see such
attitude and behaviour being applied, following the fontsteps of the ancestors, we state
rightfully that the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia is abiding by this behaviour. A judge in the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia does not refer to the famous juristic books in the Hanbali
school of thought only, but he may alse consult the other schools af thought, if in apply-
ing the ruling according to the Hanbali school of thought would cause difficulty. Itis no
doulbt that such kind of actimade and behaviour reflects a unique image of the kind of
tolerance which was witnessed by the Islamic civilizarion at the time of its spread in ail
comers of the earth.



ALETTER FROM THE STAFF

It is natural that people differ in their opinions, their viewpoints and their concepts
for a problem or tackling an affair. It is also natural that each one argues for what one
thinks right, giviag explanations and proofs. As such kife goes on, and peaple never
changing this behaviour as long as they are existing on this earth.

If oo one contests the existence of such behaviour, then the question is directed
towards the way it is manifested.

When one of them finds the solution, be would parrate sufficient evidence to sop-
port the correctness of his opinion, leaving the origin as it is origin, establishing the
branches on that. Some of them did not even wyit until a problem occurs, but with their
piercing minds they could perceive that occursnce in the present they were living in and
in the future, and hence constituted a well defined problem as if it happened in reality
artd that people were looking for a solution for it

They were not runging after praise, commendation or reward from anybody,
whatever the level of that person was, and if the ¢ircumstances allowed them to hide
their names, they would have done so and their works would have remained anonym-
ous. Above all that, the decency of their words, the loftiness of their souls, the earnest-
ness of their beliefs, and the clarity of their intentions were unique examples in our
heritage.

With such attitude, unlimited potentials were utilized, resulting in an enormous
influence in our history, not only in one part, like (Figh) jurisprudence and its prinei-
ples, but aleo in all components of this history, The Islamic civilization would not have
spread (o all comers of the earth, without being fed from these springs of faith, and the
wide scope of those ingenious jurists and scholars of the Ummah.

On the other hand there is the kind of person who would stete his opinion, thinking
that opinion of his is expressing all opinions, while giving no reom to any other opinicn.
From this misconception, he danics other people’s opinions even though the ratio of
cOrTeciness in that opinion is high, whereas in his opinion it is as rare as a fabulous ani-
inad. This sort of thinking had an effect on the diminighing and shrinkage of the Istamic
civilization after jts wide extension. It is true that there were reasons and factors behind
that shrinkage, althcugh, undoubtedly that “illusion" by which one thinks that the
others are always wrong is one of those factors.
