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As the permission of man for the conduction of tests on him is
considered as 1aking the risks which might subject the eslf to destruction,
the principles of the Sharia prevent taking that risk®. Any way, the one on
whom tests bad been conducted may forgive the conductor of the act and
hence, liability of the physician is dropped, anslogous to the situation of
the guardian of a murdered or aggrieved person who may forgive the
aggressor and drop punishment.

To sum up this case, the self is the ownership of Almighty Allah, and it
is not permissible for anyone to vioiate it or dispose of it except the things
permitted by the Sharia, such as treating it for illness.

Based on this, if the physician or the one in that capacity conducted a test
on the patient's blood or on his fluids or on any part of his body with the
purpose of treating that patient it would be permissibie because this is
contained within medication which is ordered by the Sharia.

But if the purpose of the physician or the one in that capacity was to
conduct the tests for the fulfillment of personal desires or for the interest of
scientific and medical progress, it would be considered aggression on the
self, and hence the aggressor will have to pay (Dhaman) compensation for
whatever damages which may result of that. The permission of the one
aggressed, does not justify that act of inflicting damages, unless the
aggressed forgives that after it had taken place.

And Allah is All-Knowing.

() 1o ike thought of Imam Abu Hanifa, Imam Malik and vnc opinion of Imam Shafie the

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grounds, it is not permissible for the physician who is treating & patient to
conduct any kind of medical tests on him, unless those tests were being
conducted for the treatment of the illness the patient is suffering from,
However, if the physician does that he would be held responsible for the
{Dhaman) compensation for whatever results from those tests, whether
that result was in the form of material or moral damage.

Thirdly:

Extent of The Patient’s Right To Permit Tests To Be Conducted on
Him:

A Patient, or even a healthy person may permit a physician to conduct
some kinds of medical tests on him. So, is such permission considered a
release from any Liability resuiting from those tests?

The origin - as we have already mentioned, is that the zelf is the
ownership of Almighty Allah, and that nobedy will have the right to
dispose of except for its own good and as permitted by the Sharia. For this
reason Islam forbade suicide and any other act of bringing damage to
oneself. In this concern Allah Almighty said:

«Nor kill (or destroy)

Yourselves: for verily

God haih been to you

Most Mercifuls ™,

In another verse He, Almighty says:

«Nor take life - which God

Has made sscred - except

For just causen™®.

In these two Holy verses there is a general prohibition of taking life,
whether that was man taking his own life or killing someone else. The
Messenger of Allah, peac be upon him verified and efaborated on the
punishment of the one who commits suicide, and he said, «The one who
killed himseif with an iron, he will be holding that piece of iron and cutting
open his stomache over and over again for cternity in Hells®,

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middle of the road or in the property of another person without his
permission or places an obstacle therein, or pours water, subjecting others
to dangers. So, whatever results of that as damage should be compensated
for by the doer™.

If those tests and experiments were conducted for the interest of medical
enbancement and scientific progress, the thing which would benefit all
people, the physician who is conducting these tests is also considersd as 2
murderer, because scientific progress and medical enhancement and
people's benefit would not justify aggression on man and inflicting damage
on him, for the destruction of one person is on the same level as destroying
all people, and if one saved one soul, it would be as if he save the life of the
whole people. This evidence is derived from the saying of Almighty Allah
in the Holy verse:

«On that acconnt: We ordained

Forth Children of Israel

That if anyone slew

A person - mnless it be

For murder or for spreading

Mischief in the land -

It wonld be as if

He slew the whole people

And if anyone saved a life

It wonld be as if he saved

The kife of the whole peoplen'® .

Based on this, the self therefore is protected against murder and damage
except rightfully, and if anyone transgresses on it without that right, he
must receive the due punishment, whether the aggressor was one person or
more than one person. Omar Ibn Alkhattab executed seven people from
the citizens of Sana’a, of Yemen who all seven took part in murdering one

person and he uttered his celerated statement: if the whole population of
Sana'a gathered in killing that man he would execute them all™. On these

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which would bring harm to the self whether that harm was big or small,
direct or indirect.

The criterion for assessing the forbidden aggression is the imposition of
whatever thing causing harm or damage to the self, However if what was
meant by that an evident interest, it would not be considered aggression
even though it would mean 5o linguistically, In other words, if the physician
transgressed on the patient and took samples of the patient’s blood or
fluids for testing thern or removed part of his tissues for biopsy or for such
tests to diagnose the illness, then such action is permissible because the
reason for that was for the benefit of the patient and for curing him.

However, the results of the tests and diagnosis conducted by the
physician are considered the property of the patient and his own personal
affair, and consequently the physician does not have any right to claim
ownership of those results or even disclose them in whatever manner or
disclose the identity of the patient on whom those tests had been
conducted. On the other hand, the physician may make use of the results
obtained from those tests and apply them for the treatment of another
patient, or for medical researches, as long as there s no damage on the
patient on whom the tests had been conducted.

Secondly:

Conduction of Medlcal Tests on 2 Patient For Scientific Progress:

In such a case a physician would conduct medical tests on the patient he
is treating either with the purpose of discovering a drug for treatinga
certain itlness, or for satisfying his wish to give service to medicine and
medical research and the like, which is not the main purpose of treating
that patient. Under all these circumstance it is not permissibte for the
physician to conduct such tests and if he does that, he would be considered
a transgressor, and it makes no difference whether the aggressed is young
or old or strong or weak,

The origin in this is prohibiting bringing harm and damage to manin
order to get benefit for another. Such tests might result in the death of the
person who is subjected to them or harm him. So, if those tests were
conducted for the interests of the physician, then he is considered a
murderer, and would be esked to pay (Dhaman) compensation for his act,
analogous Lo the imposition of (Dhaman}) on the one who digs a well in the
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Allah Almighty has given shape to all His creation but has endowed man
with special aptitudes and special excellencies which raise him above other
creatures. In this concern He Almighty said:

«He has created the heavens

And the earth

In just proportions

And has given you shape

And made your shapes

Beautiful»®.

Ownership in its generality entails limitation to the owner and restricting
others than him, because the right of the owner is absolute, not allowing
any violation on it or having free hand on it except after permission from
the owner. The owner is the one who knows what he owns very well, and
would not permit for anyone to dispense of his property except for a kind
of interest he can estimate. The owner might place his property as a
temporary deposit on the trust of someone, and so the entrusted has to
keep and preserve until the time its owner comes to recuperate it. On the
same line of analogy the self is something owned by Almighty Allah, but
entrusts man with. This trust requires non-betrayal from the side of the
entrusted. In this concern Allah Almighty says:

«0O ye that believe

Betray not the trust

Of God and the Apostle

Nor misappropriate knowingly

Things entrusted to you»®.

Trust also entails that it should not be violated. On the prohibition of
violation, Allah Almighty says:

«But commit no excess

For God loveth not

Those given to excess» .

Prohibition of absolute aggression, including all kinds of aggression on
the self whether material or moral. The material aggression includes any act

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RULE ON WHETHER IT IS PERMISSIBLE FOR A
PHYSICIAN TO CONDUCT TESTS ON A PATIENT
HE IS TREATING

In this case an enqualrer is asking a question on whether a physiclan, who
is treating a patient for sterility will have the right to test a new drug he has
compouunded in collaboration with a pharmacist, on (hat patient, and
would the agreetnent of the patient to receive thai drug be sufficient excuse
for administering that test?

The answer on this question i3 of three folds:
Firstly:

The Conduction of Medical Tests for Benefit of Patient:

Before talking about the permissibility of these tests or not, we have to
acknowledge the fact that the self is the ownership of Almighty Allah. He
created it from nothing for the saying of Almighty Allah:

«He it is Who created

You from clay and thea

Decreedd a stated term

(For you) And there is

To His Presence another

Deltermined term»™®

Allah Almighty is the source of all growth, and in this concern He,
Almighty says:

«Say: It is He Who

Has created yon (and made

You grow) and made

For you the facalties

Of hearing, seeing,

Feeling and understanding»™ ,

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Wander sstray {from the Path

0f God, is » Penalty Grievous

1t is no doubt that the one who is obliged to carry out responsibility must
know the rule of Almighty Allah on every act or any deed one intends to
do, and if he could not do that by himself, he should ask those who know
these rules, in observation of the saying of Almighty Allah:

«ff ye realise this not, ask of those

Who possess the Messager™,

And Allah is All-knowing.

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This kind of (}jtihad) independent reasoning is the reasoning of the
mind, but not every mind is allowed to do so. ([jtihad) has its stipulations
and its regulations, fundamentals and the people to carry it out. If (Ijtihad)
was allowed for everybody, then there would have been chaos and
confusion as the different minds have different understanding and each
minds has its purposes and its standards and perceptions. So, if every
opinion and every (Ijtihad) is given consideration as concerning the
religious matters, then it would be governed by whims and lusts, and that
is what Almighty Allah forbade completely:

«Then seest thon such

A ope as takes

As his god his own

Yain desire? God has,

Knowing (him »s such)

Left him astray, and seated

his hearing and his heart

(And wnderstanding) snd put

A cover on his sight

Who, then, will guide him

After God»'®,

To sum up the answer on this case, the mind does not initiate the Sharia
obligations, but its role is limited in understanding these obligations. To
refer 1o it concerning the religious matters which man faces is sheer wrong
and it is a statement not relying on any knowledge and it is a challenge to
the rules of Almighty Allah, and so the one who does that would be as if
changing his religious faith into whims and misleading behavious. Allsh
Almighty forbade that as in the Holy vetse:

«( David! We did indeed

Make thee a vicegerent

On earth: so judge thon

Between men in truth (sand justice)
Nor follow thou the Insts

(Of they beart) for they will
Mistead thee from the Path

Of God: for those who

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This is what concerns the rights due to Almighty Allah, but as for the
rights of those who can shoulder responsibility, they have the choice in the
worldly affairs such as eating, drinking, sleeping, moving and trading and
the like. However these affairs are also governed by the Sharia imperatives
and restrictions. Bating and drinking must be rightfully and legitimately
carned and from a (Halal) source. Behaviour towards that should not be
extravagant. Moving and travelling should be for purposes of obedicnce
and not for committing disobedience. Trade should be pure and away from
the forbidden materials and methods of transactions, and hence any act or
any behaviour performed by the Muslim should abide by the «imperatives
and the restrictions» and not by the direction of the mind.

Imam Al Qarafi stated on this case, «The one who shoulders
responsibility Is not permitted to approach any act or deed until he knows
the rule of Almighty Allah on that deed. The one who sells should know
what Allah fndicated and legislated on sales transactions, and the one who
leases should learn what Allah legisiated on the question of leases. The one
who performs his prayers must know the rule of Almighty Alleh on that
prayer, as well as on (Tzhara) cleantiness, and on all words and deeds. The
one who learns and abides by what he has learned, would be obeying
Almighty Allah twice, and the one who does not learn would be disobeying
Almighty Allah twice, and the one who Jearned and did not abide by what
he had Iearned, he would be obeying Almighty one time and disobeying
him the other»™.

Therefore the mind does not initiate obligation, but it independently
reasons on the domains allowed for it to reason, and hence can adopt the
rule of a case for another case on which there was no textual rule or
judgment, and that is after finding a common cause for both cases, and this
is what is given the name «mental deduction». For instance there is text
forbidding usury-whethet on credit or increase which were common at the
time of ignorance. With analogy, any transaction on which any of the
attributes of any of those two usury transactions is applicable, then that
transaction will be forbidden.

The text forbidding (Khamr), wine, is absolute, because wine confounds
the mind, and by analogy any substance which does the same, such as
Hashish and drugs, they are all forbidden and so on.

Such as Thon mayest spprove.

A sound mind does not have any excuse for misbehaviour, as it received
knowledge throngh the means of the descended revelation. It is imperative
on the mind to respect what was descended with the Book of Almighty
Aliah through the tongue of His Apostle. Almighty Says:

«Now hath come unto yon

An Apostle from amongst

Yourselves: it grieves him

That yon should perish:

Ardently anxious is he

Over you: to the Believers

Is he most kind and meselful®,

The Second Aspect: The Mind Does Not Initiate Obligations.

The Sharia Obligations and ordinances are rights due to Almighty Allah.
He made it obligatory on those obliged with responsibility to perform those
ordinances and obligations in the manner explained by His Messenger to
them. The conditions for these ordinances is the «obligation» and not the
«option». In this concern Allah Almighty said;

«Thy Lord does create

and choose

As He pleases: no choice

Have they (in the matter)*®,

Therefore the obligations concerning worships are governed by the
Sharia statement, and hence nobody may work his independant reasoning
in that, for (Salat) prayer {Zakat), fasting and pilgrimage ate all ordinances
which nobody will have the right to cither add to them or deduct from
them. The obligations in interrelations and dealings are also governed by
the Sharia statement, and nobody will have the right to add to them or
deduct from them neither. Usury, fraud and injustice are forbidden acts
and hence nobody will have the right to state his own personal point of
view, or permit the forbidden or forbid the permissible.

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applicable on the mind. If it was the opposite of that then atl obligations
would be suspended from it, for the saying of the Prophet, peace be upon
him, «The pen is suspended from three kinds of people among whom is the
madman until be retains his intellectsn,

Secondly:

As being sound from Lhe view point of its functioning and its behaviours,
If it was 30 then punishment is due, and more severe.

As be is aware of what be is doing and can perceive the consequences of
what be is doing, the intentional murderer, for Instance, is considered wise
and pesceptive, because he knows other's rights for living, the same way as
he knows his right in that, and he knows the others rights in not to be
aggressed, the same wey he knows his right in that, For these reasons, his
punishment was to impaose on him the same thing be had committed against
aother people, in addition to the punishment he will receive on the Day of
Judgment. On the same leve] an adulterer who is of age would receive more
severe punishment than an adulterer who is younger, because the intellects
of the former are more mature than the one who is younger than him,
Having been given all this allowance of time the older person should have
been correct in his behaviour, able to perceive the consequences of his acts
and respon to the saying of Almighty Allah.

«Whea he reaches

The age of full strength
And attalns forty years

He says, «O my Lord’!
Grant me that I may be
Grateful for Thy favour
Which Thou hast bestowed
Upoa me, and upon both
My parents, and that I

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Those subjected elements are created for the benefit of man and for the
service of his existence: These are great signs and clear evidences, not all to
comprehend the power of their creator except those who are wise and those

who contemplate.
Imam [bn Al Qayim talked about the role of the mind in compairing

between the good and the bad, the beautiful and the ugly and said, «the
forbidden pleasure is mixed with ugliness at the time when indulging in it,
resulting in paln after it is finished, and if the urge for it intensified in
yourself, think about its vanishing and the persistance of its ugliness and its
pain, and then compare between the two situations and weigh the different
indurance in obedience is mixed with goodness and resulting in pleasure
and comfort. If that becomes too much on the self then think about the
disappearance of its suffering and the remalning beauty and pleasure of it,
and compare between the two situations and opt for the dominant one. If
you suffer from the cause, think about the pleasure behind that cause, then
the indurance and suffering would be easy, and if you were affected
because of abstaining from the forbidden pleasure, then think about the
pain which would follow after indulging in that forbidden pleasure, and
compare between the two kinds of pain, and the mind has the powers to
account for the two benefits by letting the least of them go by, and indure
the least pain in order to avoid the most,

All this requires knowledge about the causes and their initiations, and a
mind by which to opt for the first choice and the most beneficial for it. So,
the one who is given wisdom and prudence he would opt for the better and
would select it, and the one who is deprived of that he would opt for the
opposite. On the same lines, the one who thinks about this world and the
Hereafter, he would come to know that nobody would earn anything from
¢ither of them except through indurance and suffering, so let one bear that
difficulty in order to attain the best of the two, the eternal one »'

The mind is the criterion for the deeds. If it is a sound mind ail that
results from it is sound and vice versa. The soundness of the mind is
determined by two aspects:

Firstly:

As being sound in its essence, and through which one would perceive all

phenomena and tangible things, and hence the attribute of wisdom is

In this case there is an enquiry in which the enquirer says thai he was
residing in a foreign non-Islamic conntry and while be was there, he was
faced with a case related to religion, He asked the advice of a friend who
was supposed fo be knowledgeable of that case, but all the he could say to
the enquirer is this, ask yourseit and try to find the answer jn your heart,
and return 1o your futellect and your reszoning powers, and what you find
logical then it is the truth and rightful otherwise aot.

The answer on this case requires some elaboration but the situation for
that is not appropriate, and so we would only limit that on two aspects:
Firstly: The mind is conditionsl for obligation.

When Allah Almighty ordained and prescribed on His creatures all his
orders and forbade and restricted them from his prohibitions, He planted
in them the mind and the ability to understand and comprehend and afl the
senses, in order to comprehend the facts in this world, and hence be able to
differentiate the good because of its goodness and the bad, because of its
badness. In each ordinance in which Allah Almighty shows the greatness of
the creation or address His creatures with an order or a restriction, He
Almighty would say that it is for «those who can reasen» or «those who
have understanding» or «those who have remembrances. All these
attributes refer to the ability of those who are addressed to comprehend
and understand. Allah Almighty says:

«He has made subject to you

The Night and the Day

The sun and the Maon

And the Stars are in subjection

By His command: verily

In this are Signs

For men who are wise'".

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Then Omar, blessings of Allah be upon him askext the man would you do
better if [ forgave you? and the man said yes I would, and Omar forgave
the man and let him go'”.

The summary of this case is that the prim;iplu of Istam are quite clear
that slandouring & Muslim or suspecting him or interferring into his
personal life or into the affairs of his family, his religion or his life, or
tracing his disgraces and trying to reveal or disclose his past is (Haram),
forbidden and a great sin which can not be erased except by liberating
oneself from committing such acts, and there is no exception other than the
things mentioned about the (Ijtihad) of jurists on this concern.

From al that is mentioned, the friend of the enquirer is considered sinful
in two aspects:

Firstly:

He has violated the honour of his friend, and mentioned about him things
which he abhors and so he is sinful for slandouring.

Secondly:

He defamed his friend for a sin which he had repented and hence, heis
sinful for tracing people’s disgraces and shames, and so nothing wilt dropo
this double sin from him except the forgiveness of his friend.

And Allah is All-Knowing.

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The Messenger of Alish prohibited in mayny situations tracing people’s
shames and defects. It is narrated about Al Barra® Ibn Azib, blessings of
Allah be upon him that he said, The Messenger of Allah, peace be upon
him addressed us in such a strong voice until it reached those women
concealed in their veils, and he, peace be upon him said «O you people who
believed with their tongues, but Faith did not yet entered your hearts, do
pot slandour the Muslims and do not trace their shames and defects,
because the one who traces the shames of his brother Muslim, Allah will
expose his disgrace from inside his home,

The ancestry abided by the rules and principles of Islam in concealing
other peaple’s disgraces and avoiding all that may do so or interfer into the
Muslim’s private affairs, his honour and his family, at the time when they
were the most concerned people with the rules of Islam in its orders and
restrictions. It is narrated about Omar Ibn Al Khattab, blessings of Allah
be upon him, that he was patrolling in Madinah at night, and while he was
doing that, he heard a man singing inside his house, Hearing that, Omar,
blessings of Allah be upon him, climbed the wall and peeped on the man
and discovered that the man was in the act of committing a forbidden sin.
Omar told the man, you enemy of God, do you think that God will not
disclose your act of disobedience? Then the man answered Omar, you {00
Imam of Muslims have disobeyed God not only once like I did, but three
times in a row, for Allah Almighty says «And spy not on each other»™,
and you have spied, and He Almighty said, «Enter houses through the
proper doors»™, and you have climbed over the wall of my house and
entered it without my permission. Allah Almighty also says:

«Enter pot houses other than
Your own, until ye have
Asked permission and saluted
Those in them»®,

The Third Aspect: One of the attributes of the Muslim is concealing the
shame of his brother Muslim and not cause them any harm, For Islam is &
religion of good morals and love and bashfulness, prohibiting revealing the
shames of the others, and all kinds of acts causing damage and harm.
Considering all that {t {s imperative that the Muslim should adopt these
attributes and characteristics in his conduct and his relationship with
himself and with the others. These attributes, in their obligation, are based
on the principie of brotherhood stated by Almighty Allah inhis Holy Book:

«The Believers are but
A single Brotherhood»".

This characteristic of brotherhood entails loving one another and
avoiding all that might spoil the relationship between the Believers in
concern about the safety of the (Ummah) from disagreements and
disputations and the disintegration of their word. When Allah Almighty
described the believers as being brothers, He Almighty described those who
harmed them as being the liars and the obvious sinners, Allah Almighty
said:

«And those who annoy

Believing men and women

Undeservedly, bear (on themselves)

A calumny and a glaring sins®,

The Messenger, peace be upon him ordered in a number of situations,
the Muslim to conceal the shame of his brother Muslim and he, peace be
upon him sald in what Abu Huraira narrated, «No servant of Allah
conceals the shame of his brother Muslim, without having his shame being
concealed for him by Almighty Allah on the Day of Judgmenty,

Al Qadi said, this saying has two aspects: One aspect is to conceal the
disobediences and defects of one's brother and not to diffuse them in any
situation. The other aspect is not to account him for that and leave out
reminding him with it, but the first is more evident™®,

) Susat-ul-Hujuret from verse 10,

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slandour when he asked his companions, blessings of Allah be upon them,
«Do you know what slandour is? They answered Allah Almighty and His
Apostle are more knowledgeable.

It was enquired, what if the things I
mentioned about my brother were true? The Messenger, peace be upon him
said: If what you said about him was true then you would be slandouring
him, and if that was not true then you would be accusing him
wronsfully»m.

The Messenger, peace be upon him also said that, «What you do not like
to face your brother with is slandour»®,

These sayings indicate that slandour includes the person who is present
and the person who is abisent, and that its criterion is mentioning what one
abhors even if that thing mentioned was true»™,

Imam Nawawi stated that slandour is remembering the person with what
he does not like, whether that thing not liked was in the body of that
person, in his religion, in his way of life, in himself, his manners, his
wealth, his parents, his offspring, his wife, his servants, his movements, or
his state of mind whether being glad or sad, or anything else related to
mentioning defects, whether by words, by signal or by symbol»®. Some
jurists exempted six ways of mentioning others which are not considered

, which are: advice, reproach, alteration in testimony, infront of
the ruler declaring one as being lascivious, and the makers of strange
deviating innovations and inventions and if the slandourer and the one who
is told about the slandour were both knowledgeable about the subject
matter of the slandour, and the call of the authority such as saying: such
and such person usurped my wealth and violated my honoun'®,

The prohibition af sespicion is a <all to make cestain of one’s speech and
words, and not utter anything prematurely, The one who makes certaln of
his words will not harm others and vice versa, There are so many mistakes
which are commitied, such as slandour and the like, &3 a result of

suspicion. Allah Almighty described suspicion as availing nothing against
truth:

«fut they have no knowiedge

Thereln, They follow nothing

But conjecture, and conjecture

Avaliss sothing agalnst Trathn™,

The Messenger of Allah, peace be upon him affirmed the disadvantages
of suspiclon and be said, «Beware of the demented of talkn™.

Imam Al Ghazali thinks that the prohibition of suspicion is aot only
Lmited to slandour and talking behind people’s backs, but also includes
insinuations, ore's talk with oneself about doubting others and judging
them as being bad people. However, Lheoccuren%softhemindlnd!he
inevitable thoughts are understood and permft

Prohibition of slandour and talking behind people’s backs is a call to
preserve the right of the one standoured, by not permitting talking about
his honour, his secrets nd his private life, The description given by Allsh
Almighty to such kind of act is eating the flesh of one’s dead brother, as
affirmation of the ugliness of such act, So, as long as man, by nature and
by common sense, can not eat the flesh of another dead man because of its
prohibition and unbecoming act, then it becomes imperative not to
slandour him whether dead or alive because of analogy between this act and
that one. The reason behing prohjbiting slandour is that it is aggression
against the sanctuary of man, depriving him of his rights and a challenge
against his honour, The Messenger of Allah, peace be upon him defined

The Second Aspect: One of the fundamentals of Islam is to avoid
suspicion and distrust of other people or try to spy on them or talk about
and back bite them, or be doubtful about them without any supporting
¢vidence or the like. In this concern Allah Almighty says:

«0 ye who belleve !

Avoid suspicion as much

(As pousible): for suspicion

In some cases 1s » sin:

And spy uot on each other

Nor spesk ill of each other

Behind their backs.

Would any of you like to eat

The flesh of hix dead

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THE RULE ON THE ONE WHO TRACES

In this case an enquirer states that be happened to have committed a sin
in his youth but he dectared his repentence snd sbstained from committing
that sin totally However, the enquires says that he had » friend who knew
about that sin, and while both of them were in a gathering with some
scquaintances that friend reminded him of what happened In the past, as it
be meant to blackmall him and defame him by mentioning that happening,
although he repented. The enquirer is asking to whai extent does his friend
have the right to abuse him by reminding him of that mistske.

The answer on this case is of three aspects
Firsdy:

The origin in Islam is the prohibition of aggression and violation where
Allah Almighty prohibited that and said in His Holy Book:

«But do not transgress limits

For God loveth no transgressors» ",
Transgression includes that material deed such as murder, or infliction of

wounds, as it includes any utterance which results in damages for man,
because an utterance might be more severe than a deed, A person may find
& wound or assault on his body less burting than a word which touches on
his feelings or opens old wounds or affects him psychologically. A word
uttered inadvertently might bring about so many problems on its utterer,
and a simple sentence sometimes lead to fighting and wars.

Istam looked at man as being on «entity» in which bodily pains are
mixed with psychalogical pains, and that his security and peace depend on
his own personal behaviour and on the manner in which he lives with the
others. For this reason Islam {s concerned about establishing this
coexistence through educaling the Muslim a Sharia education based on the
prohibition of aggression in all its forms and ways. It is also based on
preserving the right of the Muslim ot to be used as 8 subject for sarcasm or
a laughing subject. Allah Almighty explained that in His Holy Book:

1) Surm-ul-Baqera from verse 190,
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reason for possession of those figures and shapes was the education of
students, as it is the case in teaching medicine or anatomy, the aims of
Sharia would contain such reasons and excuses, and there is no objection to
that, because the one who is studying medicine or any other discipline, or
the one who is teaching those is considered among those who are most
beloved by Almighty Allah, for the saying of the Messenger of Allah, peace
be upon him, «All human beings are the sons of God, and the most beloved
of them by God are those who are of more benefit to His sons",

To sum up this question, we say that, Islam prohibited pictures, shapes
and statues as they imply an imitation of the creation of Allah, and that
loving and glorifying these pictures and statues might lead to joining other
gods with God, which is contradictory with the belief of unification, and
for that Allah Almighty threatened those who make these pictures and
statues and said that they would be asked on the Day of Judgment to give
life to what they had created.

So, many jurists find it reasonable that the non-dimensional pictures and
drawings do not come under the prohibition and threat mentioned in the
(Ahadiths)for those who create these pictures. They derived evidence that
the Messenger of Allah, peace be upon him, when he prohibited pictured,
he exempted «the number on the garment» which means the picture or the
drawing.

The Sharia criteria for these pictures and drawings or films or
educational programmes mentioned by the enquirer should not be from the
forbidden things or those which excite the instincts or call to any immoral
conduct.

As for the dimensional statues and models, they are (Haram) prohibited.
Some jurists exempt childrens dolls on evidence narrated on the
permissibility of that. As for the study of medicine and anatomy and the
need of the students to study the physiology of the human body, the Sharia
of Islam calls for easiness and its aims and purposes can allow for that, on
condition that the purpose of that the model should be in separated parts
and that should entail no damage or mischief.

And Allah is All- Knowing.

with Masroug in the house of Yassar [bn Namir, and he saw some statues
in the house. He then said, | heard Abdullah saying, I heard the Messenger
of Allah, peaoe be upon him saying: «The people who are mostly punished

on the Day of Judgment are those who meke picturess™™,

This prohibition is mentioned in a number of (Ahadiths)with different
narrations, but they all agree in one meaning which is the prohibition of
statues and alt dimensional shapes.

‘The jurists of the four schools of thought agreed on the prohibition of
these stalues, but the Malikis exempted the dols made for children, deriving
evidence from the (Hadith) of Ayyisha, blessings of Allah be upon her,
who said, «I was playing with gir] dols, with my girl companions while the
Prophet, peace be upon him was theren, They also exempted drawing
some parts of the animal. The writer of « Al Meiyar Al Muarrab»
mentioned that Abu Is - Haq Al Shatibi was asked about the arms and
limbs manufactured from wa or the shapes made in baking dough, and
whether that is permissible or included into the threat against the makers of
pictures, and he answered: the apparant statements of the interpreters of
(Hadith) that the threat mentioned in the (Hadith) referred to the shaping
of complete figures. The drawing of some limbs separately is not included
in that threat. To this effect Ayyadh narrated about some jurists that they
said, if the head of the picture drawn was separated, it would be permissible
to benefit from the rest of the shape®™,

From what is mentioned it is evident that the reason for prohibiting
statues and dimensional shapes is the imitation of what Allah created and
the probable glorification of these things made or kept as ornaments or
decorations, the thing which would affect the belief of unification. If the

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Thirdly:

If the picture was complete in form it 1s prohibited and if the head of the
thing or shape drawn was separated from the rest of the body and the parts
are scparated too then it is permissibie, and this is the most corvect.
Fourthly:

If the picture was on something which is used and treaded on it is

permissible, but if it was on something which is hung like an idel it is
forbidden.

From all these statements, it is clear that the dominant opinion is that the
non-dimensional pictures and drawings are not included in this prohibition
mentioned in the previous(Ahadiths)particularly when the Prophet, peace
be upon him excepted the «number on a garment»™,

This means the picture or drawing, in addition to that imitation of the
creation of Allah is non-existent in the non-dimensional pictures and
drawings as they are shadows of something or shaping of that thing, the
same as the shadow of a person on the surfece of water or under the sun or
image on & mirror. It is no doubt that these pictures and drawings have
become necessary in contemporary life whether in education or in any othér
aspects of life.

The criteria for permissibility of pictures as we have already indicated is
that they should not be from the prohibitions, and that they should not
advertise immoral acts or rejection of moral values, or excitement of
instincts, and such things as contradicting the conduct of a Muslim in his
life.

The Third Aspect:

Forms, and statues: A number of (Ahadithsywere narrated which indicated
the prohibition of these forms and statues, whether making them,
possessing them whether for decoration or for trade. Of those(Ahadiths)
the one narrated by Omar Ibn Al Khattab, blessings of Allah be upon him,
that the Messenger of Allah, peace be upon him said, «Those who make
these pictures and statues will be punished on the Day of Judgments. They
would be asked «give life to what you had created»™. In the same concern

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and we refer to those pictures and drawings which do not have shadows,
there are controversial statements in this concern. Those who say that they
are permissible, stale a number of evidences such as what is narrated by
Yousr 1bn Saeed, about Zaid Ibn Khalid, about Abl Talha that the
Messenger of Allah, peace be upon him said, «The angels will not entera
house in which there is a picturen, Yousr said, then Zaid was sick and we
went to visit him. On the door of his room there was a curtain with pictures
on 1. Secing that I said to Obeidallah Al Khoulani, the step-son of
Maimounah, wife of the Prophet, peace be upon him, said did not Zaid tell
us about the pictures the other day? Then Obeidallah said, did not you hear
him when he said, «except 8 number on & garment»{"’, Those advocators
of permission also derived evidence from the interpretation of the
statement in the previous (Hadith), «no one is more unjust than the one
who makes things similar to my creation». and said that is only limited to
the shapes which have shadows. The creation Allah Almighty created is not
a picture on a wall, but it is complete creation. Imam Ibn Hajar stated that
the rest of (Hadith) calls for deterence from picturing anything, in saying
ulet them create a grain and Jet them create an atom» In reply to that, what
is meant by that is the ceation of a grain in reality in material and not only
picture that™. [n his interpretation of the word «models» he said, this
{Hadith) s cited as evidence on permissibility of using plctures if they have
no shadow, and inspite of all that they are what might be misused such as
piliows»™.

Ibn Al Arabi summarized all the statements of the jurists concerning the
use of pictures, that if they have dimensional bodies, then they are
forbidden by consensus agreement, but if they were printed flat, there are
four different points of view on that.

Flrstly:
Absolute permissibility depending on the apparent meaning «except®
number on & garment» stated in the (Hadith).

Secondly:
Absclute prohibilion even numbers.

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he saw that, peace be upon him, he ordered me to pull it down, and 50 1
did*", Abu Huratra also narrated a (Hadith) in this concern and said, ]
heard the Messenger of Allzh, peace be upon him, saying: «There is no
more aggressor than those who make things like My creation. Then let
them, if they can, make or create a grain, or let them create an atom. Then
he, peace be upon him ordered that water be brought to him and he washed
his arms up to his arm pits. The narrator said, O ye Abu Huraira did you
heéar the thing the Messenger of Allih was saying, and he said «the atmost
of tricks»™. In this concern Ibn Abbas also narrated about Abi Talha that
the Prophet, peace be upon him, said, «The angels will not enter a house in
which there is a dog or picturesy™ .

This is a general view of unification, and the sensitivity of Islam to any
act or any deed which contradicts its principles, or to have any suspicion
which lead the Muslim into the maze of disbelief.

As for the question from the reader it can be answered in three aspects:
Flratly:

The use of films and teaching aids, such as when the students are shown
films about marine life, life of fish and the way they multiply, or a film
about wild life or life of Insects and the like, there is no objection to that,
because these films are only knowledge and lessons from which the students
will get a lot of scientific benefits. It is no doubt that their knowledge about
the secrets which Allah Almighty placed into these creatures is considered
from the scientific subjects which are included within the ways of thinking
and contemplating this world which Allah Almighty created, as a Muslim
iz ordered to do so.

The Sharia criterion for all these films and educational aids should not be
of those prohibited things or vicious deeds, and that the pictures used
should not be the kind of pictures which arouse or excite the instincts or
advocate any kind of obsenity or immoral degradation in any sort. if these
films contained anything of these prohibited things, they are prohibited to,
¢even watching them, teaching or studying them will also be prohibited.

The second aspect is that pictures and drawings on paper or otherwise,

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clean the self from the filth of the abominable acts of disbelief, and purify
it from any practices deviating from the worship of Almighty Allah, the
Cne and Only, to the worship of {dols or men who do not have any power
over anything, be for himself or for others.

One may say that the age of worshipping idols is gone, and there is no
fear that there would be a return to it, because the time in which that
practice was predominant, was a time of ignorance, and that the time we
are in now is a time of science and knowledge and that man is capable of
diffeentialing between right and wrong. But to say that in the absolute Is
not correct. It only holds true if it is said in an environment where the
beliefs and creed is founded on the principle of unification of Almighty
Alfah to whom all crestures are devoted in worship. Although thisis not
the actual reality of all people today, because there are still some people
who idolize men, animals or rocks or trees and worship them. Such kind of
practice would not have taken place unless there was & «defect in imitation
from one generation to another, This «defect» must have been insignificant
in the beginning and little by little, and due to negligence it changed into
mischief. For instance, exaggeration in Joving and respecting someone
under the presumplion of honour and high esteem might lead to believing
in his spiritual powers. In the same level, glorifying any one animal, or an
inanimate body, would lead to believing in them by passage of time. The
examination of the history of theology, will confirm to us that those who
worshipped men, animals, animate or inanimate bodies or joined other
gods with God would not have done so if they did not exaggerate in their
love and glorification of those.

For this reason there was the prohibition of pictures and models, asa
means of closing the door of joining other gods with God, and preventing
any probability on that, and in making these pictures and models, theee s
imitation of God's creation. In this concern Ayyisha, blessings of Allsh be
upon her, said «the Prophet, peace be upon him, came back froma
journey, and I was covering myself with a cloth which has ornaments and
shapes of animals and creatures on it, When the Messenger of Allah saw
that, he tore it apart and said, «Those who receive the most severe of
punishments on the day of Judgement are those who imitate the creation of
Almighty Allah». Ayyisha said, we made of that one or two piitows, In
another (Hadlith) Ayyisha said, the Messenger of Allah came back from
journey, and | was hanging up a shelf with some engraved models. When
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Almighty are of three categories: A deed which God does not have any
consideration for, and a deed which God will not Jeave anything of, and a
deed which God will not forgive. As for the deed which God will not
forgive is joining other gods with God» In this concern Allah Almighty
said,

«God gorgiveth nol

That partners should be set up

With Him»™,

Another Holy verse states:

«Whoever jolns othe gods with God
Gad will forbid him

The Garden, and the Fire

Wil be his abode»,

As for the deed which God will not have any consideration for is the
injustice done by man on kimself concerning negligence of the ordinances
such as fasting, or performance of prayers, Alleh Almighty might forgive
all these disobediances if He Almighty chooses. The deed which God will
not leave anything about is injustic inflicted by man on Allah’s creatures,
(Qisas) is certainy™. However, (Ahadiths) in this meaning of exclusion of
those who join other gods with God from Allah’s Grace are numerous.

When Istam set up and reinforced the principle of unification, it was
concerned that this principle should not be distorted in any manner, for
introductions are entrances to resuits, and means are ways leading to ends,
and joining other gods with God does not come as a result of original
mischief within the self, because every newborn is born according to
nature, but that joining other gods with God come 28 a result of
introductions and causes. In order for the self to be safe from this mischief,
lslam was keen to deter the self from all suspicions which lead to it. Some
of these acts of deterence is the prohibition of shapes and modeds as in
making them there is imitation of the cregtion of Almighty Allah, which
might probably lead to glorifying them and beuce return to the practices of
iolatry and paganism which Islam came to abolish in the first place and

Islam is the seal of all divine messages, and it was descended clear and
evident in its fundamentals and its branches, Unification is a basic principle
in the relationship between Allah Almighty and His creatures of Jinas and
hurnan beings, and more over this unification is the reason behind their
creation,

Allah Almighty said:

«1 have only created

Jinns and men, that

They may serve Mex™,

When Allah Atmighty clarified the principle of unification, He Almighty
showed the invalidity of any deed which come in contradiction with this
principle, and that He Almighty still will not accept it and will not forgive
it, He Almighty said in this concern:

«God logiveih not

‘That pariners should be set up

With Him, but He forglivetb

Anyihiag else, to whom

He pleaseth, (0 set up

Partners with God

Isto devise asin

Most heinous ndeedn™,

Quite a number of (Ahadiths) were narrated on the grievousness of
joining other gods with God, and how God will exclude the disbelievers
from his Orace, One of these (Ahadiths) is the one narrated by Imam
Ahmad from the (Hadith) of Zaid Ibn Haroon, about Saddaga Ibn Musa
about Abi Omran Al Joni, about Yazid Ibn Abi Musa, about Ayyisha that
the Messenger of Allah, peace be upon him said, «deeds according to Allah

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THE RULE ON USING FILMS, TEACHING AIDS, DRAWINGS,
PICTURES AND MODELS FOR EDUCATIONAL PURPOSES:

In this case a reader is asking that he wants the Sharia measures be
explained as concerning the use of films, tenching aids, pictures, drawings,
shapes and models for educational purposes, such as when a model of
baman body, for instance Is uzed for teaching the Internal organs of the
buman body, or the use of a films for teaching marine fife or jungle life.

Before answering this question, on the matter of using pictures and
shapes, we should know that Isiam is a creed of unification. Allah
Almighty is The One and Only. No entity worshipped in this universe other
than Him Almighty. He has no partner and no counterpart neither in
Himself Almighty nor in His qualities and attributes, nor in His deeds. He
Almighty made this known to His Prophet, peace be upon him and to His

creatures in His saying Almighty:
«Not an apostle did we
Send before thee without
This inspiration sent by us
To him; that there is
No god but, therefore
Worshlp and serve Men™,
And His saying Almighty:
«Know, therefore, that
There iz no god
But God»™,

With this certainty, therefore, the deeds of the creatures whether cardinal
or minor, explicit or implicit, will not be accepted in any way unless they
are based on this certainty. In this concern Allah Almighty says:

() Suratul)-Anbiya verse 25.

[t is also narcated that a women dreamed that her time of death was
approaching, 50 she 100K all her wealth and distributed it for charity, and
then she died. Her husband came to Abu Musa Al Asha'ari to ask his
advice, Abu Musa asked him which one was your wife? Then the husband
answered | would not know of anybody entitled to go 10 Heavens more
than her, except the martyr, but she did what she did when she was in
complete healthy condition. Then Abu Musa enquired, did she do what she
did and she was healthy? Then Abu Musa did not return the wealth the
woman had distributed.

The summary of this answer on this case is that it Is permissible fora

person who is in a healthy condition to spend whatever he wants of his
wealth in charity and kindness, and there is no restriction on him in doing
that except when he is indebted or sick or when he has small children for
whom he did not leave them their alimony for their food and shelter and
clothing. Other then that he has absolute right to have free hand in
dispensing his wealth by giving gifts, grants or donations snd that the
inheritors do not have any right to object to his actions. As for the saying
that he did what he did because of ill feeling against his inheritors, would
not justify their objection, though what he did with his wealth is delegated
to Almighty Allah,
And Allah is All - Knowing.

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Sa'ad IbnAbi Waqqas, because the reason behind prohibiting donating
more that one third is only for the protection of the inheritors and
preservation of their rights. But in the case that he does not have inheritors
then that prohibition would be invalid.

But if the owner of the wealth spends it when he is in a healthy condition,
the majority of jurists state that he has the right to donate all his wealth.
They derived evidence from the parration by Abu Bakr Al Siddiq, blessings
of Allah be upon him, that he donated to his daughter Ayyisha, the
produce of his property in (Al Ghaba} which was equivalent to twenty
(wasdq). In his death bed, Abu Bakr, blesssings of Allah be upon him told
his daughter and said, O my daughter, by God there is nobody more
beloved to me in richness than you, and nobody more dear to me in poverty
than you, and I happened to have granted you the produce of twenty
{wasaq), so if you have already collected that, it becomes yours, otherwise
today it is the property of inheritors‘®,

In the Hanafi school of thought it is stated that, if the owner of the
wealth said, «What I own I grant as (Sadaqa) charity, he would be like
donating all his wealth, holding back only an amount for his subsistance he
and his children until he is able to earn again, because if he donated all that
he owns, he would be in need for charity from others. The Messenger of
Allah, peace be upon him said, «start with yourself and after that come
those who are under your guardianship»®.

In the Shafie school of thought it is stated that paying charity from what
one needs for his subsistance is Haram and for the subsistance of those he
is obliged to pay alimony for is Haram. Evidence to that is derived from the
saying of the Messenger of Allah, peace be upon him, «It is enough sin on
the person to leave those whom be should feed, start with those who are
under your guardianship (in giving charity)™,

It is narrated that Omar Ibn Abde] Aziz said about the one who donates
all his wealth in charity: «If he placed ail his wealth on a rightful cause,
there is nobody more rightful for that wealth than he himself, and if he

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dispense of his wealth in ways contrary to the directives of Sharia, He
might donate something to somebady who does not deserve that or not
entitled to it or he might deprive an eligible person by abstaining from
giving him what is due to him. For this reason the majority of the jurists
think that a donation or a grant made by such a person is considered as the
will, only on the third of his property. What is meant by sickness here is the
kind which is serious and «scary». The jurists explain that as when the sick
person in bed, unable to come and go, or take care of his own affairs.
However, if his sickness was doubtful, and whether it is «scary» or not,
then the criterion here is the certification of two trustworthy physicians®®.

The Third case: When the spender is healthy:

A question is to be asked in this situation, does man has the right to
spend his wealth freely in the aspects of charity and kindness as stated in the
initial question? Is there no consideration for the inheritors?

In this case we should differentiate between the will of the one who has
inheritors and the will of the one who does not have inheritors, whose act
is correct. So, the will of the one who has inheritors is only valid on one
third of his wealth. If he left a will that alt his wealth be distributed, that
would not be permissible except on one third of the wealth, following the
narration of Sa’ad IbnAbi Waqqas,blessings of Allah be upon him, who
said that the Messenger of Allah, peace be upon him, visited me when, I
was sick and I told him that I advise that all my weaith be donated. The
Messenger, peace be upon him, hearing that he said No. Then I enquired
only half of my wealth, and he, peace be upon him said No. Then I said
one third of my wealth? He, peace be upon him said yes, although even one
third is much, because if you leave your inheritors well off is better than
feaving them living as parasites, begging peoplie®,

As for the one who does not have any inheritors, he may advise that all
his wealth be donated, deriving evidence from the previous narration about

acknowledged any then that transaction should be put into effect. When he

reaches twenty-five years of age, his wealth should be paid back to him
even if he showed no signs of wisdom!",

Imam Malik states the opposite of that opinion. He states that seizure of
the wealth of the one who does not handle it properly or deceives in selling,
is permissible, and that seizure is not released except by a judge, and itis

proved that he, the owner of the wealth, is wise enough®to be able to
handle his wealth,

Imam Shafic states that all actions from such person are rejected if he
was committing mischief whether seizure was imposed on him by the judge
or not. However, his actions would be put into effect if he retained his
wisdom whether the judge released that or not™.

In the Hanbali school of thought it is stated that seizure should be
imposed on such person if the wealth he possesses would not fulfil his
debts. If the creditors requested from the judge to seize the wealth of the
indebtor, he should respond to that, and they derived evidence to that from
what is parrated about the Messenger of Allah, peace be upon him that he
seized the property of Ma’az and sold it out*®,

In the Dthahiri scheol of thought it is stated that if the owner of the
wealth reached puberty and he is still extravagant, his property would

remain under seizure and it would not be released unless it is proved that he
is wise enough to handle his own property .

The Second Case: The spender
of property is sick

The reason behind this is that a sick person has a weakened awareness,
and he is not totally capable of handling things praperly, and 50 he might

ingratitude to her forbade him from uttering the two testimonies, and when

she came 20 know that he was unable to utter the word of truth in the last
moments of his life™”. Generally speaking, the one who spends his wealth
is either one of three categories:

Firstly:

The wealth might be seizured, because of extravagance, or so as to fulfil
some debts, so the wealth is seized in order to preserve the rights of the
creditors and remove harm from them. So, whenever seizure is declared, he
is not allowed to dispense of his wealth and take a free hand on it whether
by selling, granting or any other aspect of expenditure. In this concern.
Allah Almighty says:

«To those weak of understanding

Make not aver your property»'>,

On the question of seizure, the jurists have stated different points of
view. According to Imam Abu Hanifa, seizure is not permissible for any
reason whatsoever. If the owner of the wealth reaches the age of puberty,
and still he does not show signs of wisdom and becoming of age, he is only
barred from touching his weailth, but if he sold any part of it or

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CASES FROM JURISPRUDENCE (FIQHD)
POINT OF VIEW

THE RULE ON THE ONE WHO SPENDS HIS WEALTH
ON CHARITY BUT SOME INHERITORS OBJECT

In this case there is an enquiry about the situation of the one who has a
lot of wealth, bul before the time of his death, he spent most of that wealth
on charitable deeds, such as building mosques, orphansges and giving help
to the needy. When his inheritors knew about that, some of them showed
their objection to that kind of behaviour from their father on presumption
that by so dolng he would deprive them from the right bestowed on them
by Allah Almighty, and be is only dolng that on purpose due to something
he is holding against them, and because of that they are concerned for him
and do oot want him to be punished, as hiz act contradicts with, as they
mentioned, the rules of Shara’a. The enquirer Is asking whether their
objection is correct or not, and whether their father would be held sinful
for what he is dolng?

The answer on this enquiry is that such interaction does take place within
the relationship of the father with his son or sons, and that always depends
on the point of view of the father, his concepts and his beliefs. He might
think that his sons and daughters do not nced any wealth to be left by him
for them, and that the best thing he can leave them is good education and
good upbringing. He might see that wealth is not something in their favour,
and that he is the one who deserves his wealth, and that he has the right to
place it on the aspects of kindness and charity $o as to be rewarded on that
on the Day of Judgment. However, the father might have been aggrieved
by his inheritors and so he wanted to revenge because of their ingratitude
towards him in his old age, but any way such situation is very rare. The
father is most concerned about his sons and daughters in his life time and
after his death, and no doubt that the sentiments of fatherhood would
always dominate and defeat any itl feeling from the father's part against his
children.

History narrates to us that a young man’s mother gave up all the angry
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Obliging the one who wants to enter the auction to pay (Dhaman) or
guarantee is permissible in the Sharia. This guarantee should be
returned to those who did not win the auction. For the ene who won
the auction the guarantee depasited should be calculated as part of the
price of the commodity auctioned.

There is no cbjection in the Sharia to impose entrance fees (as price of

booklet of conditions, which is not more than actual price).

It is permissible for the Islamic Bank or any other bank to offer

investment projects so as to make higher profits whether the investor

was involved in speculation contract with the bank or not.

(Al Najsh) augmenting the price of a commodity in an auction

without interest in buying is (Haram) forbidden. Aspects of (Al

Najsh) are the following:

a) When someone raises the price of a commodity in an auction in
order to persuade interested buyers to raise their price offers,

b) The phony buyer pretends that he is interested in the commodity
and that he knows it and knows its value, and so he praises it by
way of temptation to real buyers.

¢) The owner, or the auctioner, or the authorized seller would allege
that he paid such price for the commodity so &s to deceive those
who really want to buy,

d) Some of the modern aspects of (Najsh) and which are strictly
forbidden in the Sharia is the use of the andiovisual methods
which describe the commodity with such descriptions which are
not true or raise the price in order to tempt the buyers ta conciude
the sale.

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THE AUCTION SALE CONTRACT"

The council of Mejma'a Al Figh Al Islami held the sessions of its eighth
conference in Brunai, Dar-es-Salam from the first to the seventh of
Maharam 1414 Hijra, corresponding to 21-27 June 1993,

After reviewing the researches submitted to the Majma'a on the subject
of «The Auction Sale Con! , and after listening to the deliberations on
it, the council acknowledged that the auction sale contract is one of the
common contracts concluded in the present time. Putting such kind of this
contract into effect was sometimes accompanied by some violations which
called for the need to control the method of dealing through that sale
contract in such a way to preserve the rights of the contracting parties
according to the rules of Islamic Sharia, as it has been recognized by the
government organizations and controlled by administrative measures, and
in order to verify the Sharia rules of this contract, the council decided the
following:

1- Theauction sale contract is a contract of mutual compensating and in
it congideration is given to the demands of the interested buyers which
they call out or write their demand down as manifestation of thejr
desire to participate in the auction. Auction sale contract is concluded
when the buyer consents to the price reached.

2- Theauction sale contract differs with the different subjects it handles
such as selling, leasing and the like, and according to its nature from
optional, such as the normal auctions between individuals to
compulsory, such as the anctions imposed by the judiciary. Public and
private organizations, government organs and individuals need such
kind of sale contracts.

3-  The procedures followed in the auction sale contracts, such as written
registration, organization, controlling measures, administrative or
legal conditions should not contradict with the rules of lslamic Sharia.

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SALE ON DOWN PAYMENT BASIS"”

The counci] of Majma’a Al Figh Al Islami held the sessions of its enighth
conference in Brunai, Dar-es-Salam from the first to the seventh of
Maharam 1414 Hijra, corresponding to 21-27 June 1993.

After reviewing the researches submitted to the Majma'a on the subject
of «Sale on down payment basis», and after listening to deliberation oniit,
the council decided the following:

1- What is meant by down payment sale is the sale of a commodity when
the buyer pays an amount of money to the seller in case that when the
sale is concluded that amount of money is calculated as part of the
price of the commodite, and if sale was not concluded that amount is
possessed by the seller.

Alease is treated the same way as the sale, because it is a sale of
utilities. What is exempted from the sales is any kind of transaction
for which (Qabd) possession of one of the two exchanged items in
council of contract Is stipulated for that transaction to acquire
correctness, or possession of the two exchanged items (exchange of
usurious (Amwal} wealths). As for profit sharing for the one who
authorizes another to conclude sale this principle is not applicable
during the stage of promise, but it is applicable in the stage following
that of promise.

2-  The sale on the basis of down payment is permissible if the period of
waiting is limited to a certain time. The down payment is calculated as
apart of the price if sale is concluded, and it becomes the seller’s right
if the buyer changed his mind about buying.

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property, when the elements of that accident were proved to have been

due to mistakes and a damage tock place, and he would not be

released of his responsibility except in the following circumstances:

a) If the accident happended due to force majeur, against which no
precaution could have been taken.

b) [f the accident happened due to action of the one inflicted with
damage, an action which had a great influence in effecting that
result.

c) If the accident happened as a result of a mistake of a third party or
his violation of rules, and hence third party is held liable.

3. Traffic accidents which are cansed by animals on the roads, are
compensated for by the owners of the animals involved, if the owners
were proved not to have been able to control their animals. Decision
on that is ieft to the judge’s discretion.

4- If the driver and the one on whom damage is inflicted were both
equzlly involved in the accident, each one of them is held liable for the
damages he caused whether in body or in property.

5- a) Inconsideration of the details below, the origin is that the direct
doer of an accident is a (Dhamin) payer of compensation for the
damage he caused even if he was not a violator, while the causor is
not a (Dhamin) unless he is a violator or,

b} If the direct doer and the causer were both involved in the
accident, liability would be on the direct doer and not on the
causor unless he is violator and the direct doer is not.

c) If two different causors were both of them involved in effecting
damage, each one of them would be held liable in proportion to
his effect on that damage. If each one’s proportion is not known,
then they are held liable equally.

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TRAFFIC ACCIDENTS™

The council of Majma’a Al Figh Al [slami held the sessions of its eighth
conference in Brunai, Dar-es-Siam as from the first to the seventh of
Maharam 1414 corresponding to 21-27 June 1993.

After reviewing researches submitted to it on the subject of «Traffic
Accidents», and after listening to deliberations on the subject, and in
consideration of the aggravation of traffic accidents and the rise in the rate
of their recwrence, and the increase of their dangers on people and their
properties, and the call for public interest by applying the regulations
related to vehicle licence by following the conditions of safety such as safety
of equipment, the rules for ownership transfer, issuance of driving licences,
the necessary precaution in issuing these driving licences as concerning age,
capability, vision, knowledge about traffic rules, and abiding by all that,
the council decided the following:

1- a) Abiding by those regulations which do not violate the rules of the
Islamic Sharia is a Sharia obligation, because it is part of
obedience due to those in authority as analogous to the
unspecified public interests. Those regulations should include the
Sharia’ rules which are not applied in this field.

b) One of the requisits of public interest is the application of
restraining punishments in all its kinds, such as pecuniary
discretional punishment, imposed upon all who violate these
traffic regulations, and subject people’s lives to dangers in the
streets or the market places, in consideration of the stated rules of
(Hesba).

2. Accidents which occur due to traffic are treated according to the
stipulated Islamic Sharia rules on felonies. Bven though most of these
accidents take place by error, but the driver involued is held
responsible for the damages he inflicts on others whether on their

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reasonable options, and who are known for their piety and scientific

integrity.

4-  [Itis not allowed to act according to the permits stated by the {Fighi)
schools simply because of whims. Doing that would lead to violation
of ordinances and obligations, but permits may be applicd and acted
upon in observation of the following precautionary measures;

a) The statements of the jurists allowing for the application of
alleviating permits should be recognizeable as per the Sharia rules,
and should not be described as being a deviant statement.

b) The need for the application of alleviating permit, should be for
the purpase of alleviating difficuity whether the need was of the
whole society, private need or individual need.

¢) The person who acts according to the alleviating permit should
have ability of choice between the permit or otherwise, or that he
kuows about the circumstances of both or he should refer 1o
someone who is more qualified.

d) Acting according to the alleviating permit should not entail failing
jnto the pitfall of the forbidden fabrication to be elaborated in
item 6.

€) The lollower of that statement should not utilize that as an
instrument to reach illegitimate purposes.

) The follower of the permit should be contented that what he is
doing is right.

5. Fabrication in injtating what the schools of thought say is when the
imitator invents totally new statement on one question which has
interrelated branches or more, in such a way never meant by any
{Mujtahid), independant reasoner, from those he is imitating on that
question.

& Fabrication is forbidden in the following cases:

a) If acting according to application of alleviating permit, was only
meant for the satisfaction of whims or violation of one of the
precautionary measurements indicated on the application of
alleviating permits.

b} If that lead to invalidatioin of judiciary judgement.

¢) Ifit lead to violation of what is applied by imitation in one
incident.

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FATAWA AL MAJAMI AL FIQHIA *

CONSIDERATION OF ALLEVIATING
SHARIA PERMIT AND ITS RULE™

The council of Majma’a Al Figh Al Islami held the session of its eighth
conference in Brunai, Dar-es-Salam as from the first to the seventh of
Maharam 1414 corresponding to 21-27 June 1993.

After review of the researches submitted to the Majma'a on the subject
of «Consideration of Alleviating Sharia Permit and its Rule». and after
listening to deliberations and discussions, the council decided the following:

3-

The Sharia alleviating permit is the kind of permit legislated due toa
legitimate excuse by way of alleviation on the part of those who are
obliged to perform religious ordinances, on the persistance of the
excuse which entails the original rule.

However, there is no controversy as for acting according to the
alleviating Sharia permit whenever the reasons for that exist, on
condition that these reasons and motives are fully investigated, and
limit permit on them in consideration of the Sharia restrictions stated
as precautionary measures for the application of the permit.

What is meant by the (Fighi) alleviating permits refers to the
independant reasonings made by the different schools of thought for
permitting something as opposed to other independant reasonings
restricting that same thing.

So, the adoption of the permits resoluted by the jurists, or in other
words, following and applying the least strict of their statements is
permissible in the Sharia as per the measures stated in item (4).
Alleviating permits on public issues and cases are treated the same way
as the original (Fighi) cases are treated, if they fulfill a Sharia
considered interest, and issued by collective indipendant reasoning
from such jurists and men of learning who have capacity to arrive at

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he is permitted to eat from that food even if he did not make sure about the
source of that food. If someone was in doubt about the wealth (Mal) of
someone else whether it is (Halal) or (Haram) and he thought it is more
likely to be (Haram}, he is not permitted to eat from that (Mal) and so on.
There are so many other instances and the cases are not limited to what is

mentioned®”,

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WHAT IS MEANT BY DOUBT
ACCORDING TO THE JURISTS

Imam Abu Abdullah Muhammad Iba Abi Bakr,
known by fame as Ibn Al Qayyim Al Juzeya *

Whenever the jurists utter the term doubt, they refer to the state of
hesitation between the existence and non-existence of a thing, whether these
two probabilities were equal or whether one of them dominated the other.
Examples to this situation is when somebody is doubtful whether the water
he is using for ablution is pure or impure, or whether he is still in a state of
purity enabling him to perform prayer or not, or when he suspects whether
he performed his prayer complete or not, or how many times he divorced,
or whether the sun has set or not and the like. In such cases the one whois
in doubt should found his conclusion on what is certain. This is derived
from the saying of Prophet Muhammad, peace be upon him, «let the one
discard doubt away and build on what he is certain about». The linguists
said doubt is the opposite of certainty. A doutful situation can be handled
by acting according to the most predominant probability.

For instance if the Imam was in doubt zbout the number of {Raka’at)
performed, he should act according to the predominant of the two
probabilities. If he was in doubt about the first (Raka'at) he should act on
the predominant probability when investigation is possible. If the Imam
was in doubt about the direction of Ka’aba, the Holy Mosque he should
make his conclusion on what he thinks was the right direction. If he was in
doubt about the advent of the time of prayer, he is permitted to pray if he
thought that the advent of prayer time was not likely. If he thought that the
testimony of a witness was most likely te be the truth he would act
according to that testimony and would not make his conclusion on what
was certain, If someone was in doubt about (Al Mal) or not, and he
thought that it is more likely to be {(Nissab), he would apy Zakat on that
wealth, as when an evaluator tells him it is (Nissab). Another example if
someone found some food in his house, whose source he is not sure about,

THE RULE ON WHETHER A WITNESS
REVOKES HIS TESTIMONY AFTER OR
BEFORE FOUNDING JUDGMENT ON IT

Imam Ibn Muhammad Alj Ibn Abhmad Ibn Saeed Ibn Hazm,

If a witness revokes his testimony after or before founding a judgment
on it, that judgment is cancelled. If the witness died or became mad, or was
changed, after delivering that testimony and before judging by that
testimony, or after judging by it, the judgment would take efect in all cases
and it would not be cancelled.

Al stated: as far as the death or madness or change of the witness is
concerned, the testimony he had delivered is a correct testimony, and what
happened, after it had been delivered, would not entail its cancellation.

As far as revocation of testimony is concerned, if two trustworthy
witnesses acknowledge the soundness of the witness’s judgment when he
testified, then revocation of testimony is obligatory. The witness’s
acknowledgement that he lied or that he was negligent has more
consideration than the acknowledgent of another person on that.

Our opinion is the same as the opinion of Hammad Ibn Abi Suleiman
and Al Hassan Al Basri®®.

BROTHER FOR A BROTHER

tbn Al Mundthir stated that the men of learning unanrimously agreed
that the testimony of & brother for his brother s permissible. This same
opinion is narrated about Ibn Al Zubair, znd on that agreed Shuraih,
Omar Ibn Abdul Aziz, Al Sha’abi, Al Nakha'ie, Al Thawri, Malik, Al
Shafie, Abu Obeid, Is-Hag, Abu Thawr and men of opinion.

On the other hand it was narrated about Ibn Al Mundthir, about Al
Thawri that the testimony of blood relatives who are forbidden to marry
each other is not accepted from the one for the other, It was also narrated
about Imam Malik that he said, a testimony of a brother is not accepted for
his brother, if that brother was dependant on his brother, he is to not testify
for or against, as he is under accusation that kindness shown to him by his
brother might influence his testimony. Ibn Al Mundthir and Malik stated
that testimony of a brother for a brother is not permissible in affirming
lineage, but is permissible in affirming rights.

As for us, the Hanbalis, we derive evidence from all the Quranic verses
which mentioned the subject of testimony. So, if the brother is known to be
a just person and not influencee by any kindness from his brother, then his
testimony is accepted the same way as it is accepted from a foreigner. It
would not be correct to follow analogy from the situation of a father and
his son because between these two there is a strong tie and refationship is
not like & brother to a brother",

RULE ON TESTIMONY OF THE ONE KNOWN
FOR BEING MISTAKEN AND FOOLISH

Imam Muwsfaq-ul-Din Ibn Qudamah®

A witness is supposed to be a trustworthy person in order that his
credibility would not be suspected, So, it is justifiable to state that the one
who constantly commits mistakes and known to be foolish, is not a
trustworthy person and his statement would not be considered lest it might
be of his mistaken acts. He might give testimony on something he was not
asked to testify on or for another purpose other than why he was asked. If
he was known for his foolishness, the litigant against whom he testified
might exploit him for things not in his testimony, and so he changes his
testimony, and hence his credibility becomes in question. A rare mistake or
foolish act does not prevent its committor from giving testimony because
no human being is infallible, and if such minor acts forbid testimony, we
would not have found anybody to testify. So, what is given consideration
in forbidding testimony is the current occurence or mistakes from the
testifier, the same way as frequent committance of disobediences would
invalidate justice of that committor<,

God
when a member of my (Ummabh) is assigned to have authority on one affair
and he becomes cruel on my (Ummah), please God be cruel on him, and
when a member of my {Ummah) is assigned to have authority on one
affair, and he becomes gentle, please God be gentle with him»™.

The Third one is about Ma’aqul Ibn Yassar, blessings of Allah be upon
him, who said, I heard the Messenger of Allah, peace be upon him saying:

So let one think about all that, and Allah Almighty is the grantor of
success and He Almighty suffices us.

Mentioning the bad deeds resulting from forgetting oneself and
educating it, and handling those who follow whims and appetites and
protection of the time of ignorance, and running after taking revenge from
the opposing parties, this is indicated in the Holy verse:

Firstly: This includes cautions on: executives are reminded to perform
their jobs honestly. They should advise one another and try to reform those
who go astray. A judge should inspect them form time to time.
Secondly:

The deputies of the ruler should be cared for and all their affairs should
be satisfied. Their judgments, contracts, dues and conducts should be given
consideration. Every case raised to them should be reviewed together with
the judgments they make.

Thirdly: Guardians, Trustees and Endowment Administrators:

Their conditions should be investigated together with what each of them
authorizes. There should be continuous check on what they do and if there
was any defect, it should be corrected immediately, and the wrongdoer
should be cautioned and warned.

Fourthly:

The reconciled ones should be cared for and their conditions be verified.
They should be preached and asked to have good relations between each
other, and be like brothers having high morals, never talk about each other
behind their backs. As for the proceeding they should be verified in secret
and work accordingly.

Fifthly:

The guarrellers should be reconciled and ail disputes between them
should be settled.

Moasques should be well maintained, cleaned lighted and well furnished.
The call to prayers should be regularly and punctually diffused, and the
congressional prayers should be performed in them. Mosques should be
prepared to accommodate those who come to recite the Holy Quran or
worship Allah in seclusion.

Fourthly: Those in Prison:

A judge should inspect the prisoners and their living conditions every
Friday, Charity should be given to them. A judge must work hard to enable
prisoners come out of their imprisonment by trying to satisfy their litigants
and settle the dispute betwen them, or listen to the evidence they state about
their poverty and inability to repay the rights due on them, and repay that.
Fifthly:

The students and knowledge seckers should be accommodated and cared
for their nceds, They should be encouraged to acquire knowledge and given
assistance for that by supplying them with books and references. There
should be a certain council to help them and solve their problems and
explain to them all obscure points, and remove all kinds of difficulties,
Sixthly:

Widows, poor peaple, and the wayfarers should be treated well and
given charity especially by neighbours during seasons.

By stating this evidence found in this verse, Ibn Khuldoun intended to
arouse the desires of people to attain this generous promise from Almighty
Allah with this justice, because the love from Allah Almighty can not be
described by the tongues as it is so great and vast.

A judge should resort to Almighty Allah to render all affairs simple and
easy for him. He should ask the help from Allah Almighty and ask Him
His protection from being deprived of the grace of Almighty Allah and be
repelled from it. When a judge is embarking on his assignment, he should
read the verse of the throne and after that he should say (O my Lord, I seek
Your refuge from going astray or causing others to go astray, or humiliate
someone or get humiliated, or be unjust or be aggrieved, or be ignorant or
someone piay ignorant to me), He should repeat saying that as well as (For
us God sufficeth. and he is the best Disposer of affairs).

Sclentific Yalue of Message:

The message included a number of rules and principles by which the
Muslim judge should abide, These are the application of the Islamic Sharia,
indepeadence of judge and non-interference in his work, equality between
litigants, understanding incidents of the case in order to arrive at the truth,
(Shura) asking of advice when things get complicated and neex for a second
opinion, judging one’s deeds and actions, and cassation of judgment when
not in conformity, and specializations of judges.

The Verified Text:

This text (Muzeel-ul-Malam An Hukkam-ul-Anapm} is divided into three
chapters, the first chapter contains cautions to the duties of the decisive
judgment between the litigants in order to avoid evil, and in the second
chapter caution to the deeds which bring the interests of the people and
fulfil their affairs, and in the third chapter caution against the misconducts
and bad manners which result from authority and which would make
judges balmeful.

Caution to Duties of Decisive
Judgments Between Litigants:
Firstly on precedents:

These include cautions which; firstly the judge should establish and
found his affairs on good faith and good intentions in taking the judicial
assignment and secondly on the details of that:

As we can see, Ibn Khuldoun intends to establish a system of a learned

In writing this message, Ibn Khuldoun relied upon the evidences from the
Holy Quran and the (Sunnah) and from his experience in the judiciary, are
his experience with people, In his research, Ibn Khuldoun did not reform
explicitly to any source of the judicial jurisprudence, but it is probable that
he might have come accross the book entitled (Tanbeeh-ul-Hukkam Ala
Ma'akhez Al Ahkam) which was written by Ibn Al Munassif®”, the Malik
jurist who died in 630 Hijra. This is evident from reccurence of the works
(Tanbeehat) in the message of Ibn Khuldoun from the one hand, and the
agreement of some evidences from the Holy verses from the Quran and the
{Ahadiths). For instance the (Ahadiths) stated at the end of the message of
1bn Khuldoun were stated at the beginning of (Tanbech-ul-Hukkam Ala
Ma’akhez Al Ahkam)®. However, to be fair, we did not find any fully
plagiarized expression or text from (Tanbeeh-ul-Hukkam), and the division
of Ibn Khuldoun's book is not preceded in the books of (Figh) judiciary.

Tbn Khuldoun's Aims and Characteristics
Of His Message:

In his message lbn Khuldoun aimed at explaining and revealing the
judicial system which should be followed in order to avoid whatever that
might bring blame on the rulers and judges. The message is characterized
by unprecedented division of its parts. It was divided into three chapters, In
the first chapter, he mentioned and drew the attention to the assignments
and duties of judgments which settle disputes between litigants and which
repel evil between them. In the second chapter he drew the attention 1o the
duties which would fulfil the interests of the people and satisfy their affairs.
In the third chapter he drew the attention and warned against the bad
conduct and bad practices which come as a result of being in authority and
which bring blame to the rulers and judges®®),

The message is also characterized by having the logic of a judge, where
Ibn Khuldoun presented his scientific outlook and his practical experience
and in a straight system which would help the judge to raise his image and
make him avoid blame. The things Ibn Khuldoun presented were the

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Relation of the Message and
The Time of its Writing:

This message under study and verification has its title and the name of its
writer, Ibn Khuldoun, the historian, according to its hand copier Saleh
Ja*afar, who said «and I copied it from his beautiful handwriting...». With
reference to the style of 1bn Khuldoun in writing and his system in the
Judiciary and how that coincides with the style and system of this message,
shows that it is related to him. This message agrees with the style of Tbn
Khuldoun and his character is evident as we can see that rules of the Maliki
jurisprudence dominate. The style is the same style of his in its logic and
explanation. He moves from the generalized to the particularized and vice
versa, giving much attention to organization, chapters, sections and parts
and introductions. Such kind of system and way of presentaion is so
evident on the message (Muzeel-Ul-Malam An Hukkam-ul-Anam) Ibn
Khuldoun reveals his system in the judiciary in his book (Al Ta'areef). On
comparison of what was stated on that book with what is in this message,
it was clearly seen that the style and system of Ibn Khuldoun in the
judiciary do agree with what is included as principles and ideas in this
message, the style of Ibn Khuldoun is characterized as being simple, clear
and down to the point. It states the facts and expresses them with
exactitude and precision. He states strong coherent proofs in coherent ideas
which are well presented. He chooses expressive lexical items and correct
Arabic structures, as he is fond of stating a verse from the Holy Quran or
a Hadith as evidence or a verse from a poem. In his writing he got rid of
artificial rhyme and the flowery style which was predominant in his time,
He never uses such style except in very insignificant situations when he
writes an introduction to a message or a public speech, as that style was
considered a manifestation of skill and command of the language in his
time. So he followed that style 50 as not to be accused of weakness of
style!. These were the requirement of that style. The introduction of this
message when compared with the introduction of his book (Al Ebar) with
his public speech at the inauguration of the first class in (Al Gamheiya)
school, clearly shows that they are coming from the same source.

Time of Writing This Message:

Most probably Ibn Khuldoun wrote this message during the last part of
the year 804 Hijra.

Ibn Khuldoun kearned the Holy Quran by heart and perfected its reading
supervised by Sheikh Muhammad Ibn Sa’ad Ibn Barrak Al Ansari, He also
studied Hadith and its sciences, and specialized on the Maliki (Figh) in the
coungcil of Judge Abdul Salam and Muhammad Ibn Suleiman Al Sutti and
Abu Abdullah Muhammsd Ibn Abduilah Al Jiyani. He learned Arabic
language and literature from his father, Ibr Khujdoun was encyclopaedic
in his knowlege. He tackled almost all sections of Islamic culture. He
studied the writings on theology and unification, the fundamentals of
jurisprudence, on philosophy, and mysticism and astronomy, on all of
which he had done very well.

His Positions:

Ibn Khuldoun was assigned to a number of positions on different fields,
most important of which was the position of personal secretary of Sultan
Abi Anan in Fez, personal secretary of Sultan Mansour Ibn Suleiman in
Fez, personal secretary, and head of protocols of Sultan Abi Salem in Fez,
the position of prime minister in the council of Amir Bijbayah which was
the highest civil service post then!*!, After that Ibn Khuldoun taught in Al
Azhar in Egypt.

His Death:

Tbn Khuldoun died on the twenty fifth of Ramadan 808 Hijra®™ .
His Scientific Contribution:

Ibn Khuldoun classified and verified a number of writings, out of which
we mention {Lisan Al Khateeb) which iz an interpretation of Al Busairi's
poem known as (Al Burdah). He also summarized a number of books,
some of which are the (Fighi) books of Ibn Rushd, and other books for Al

He
was famous by the name Ibn Khuldoun, the name of his nineth®
grandfather.

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Hence we notice that the care manifested by the state for handling
private property is not less than the care given to public property, no matter
how different the methods and instruments used were. However, how
different these methods were, the state should use the ideal one for
coordinating between these various methods in order to achieve total
equilibrium, integration in caring for the property of the whole society.
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available. So we find out that the conduction of what is known
nowadays as specialization had been adopted by Islamic economy centuries
ago.

2- Available Methods for The
State Towards Private Wealth;

It is known from Islamic point of view that the exploitation of private
property and its development is the responsibility of the individuals, each
one having freedom in handling his own property. This is their legitimate
Sharia right which the state can not violate or confiscate. Anyway this does
not mean the total absence of the state from this extensive sector, and
leaving it operate the way it wants. The state in Islam, although it does not
replace the individuals in this sector and in the exploitation of these
resources, but at the same time it offers assistance to individuals and
coordinates between them, and put them on the right track when they
deviate from it. All this is done in order to guarantee the implementation of
development process and in the right path and in the ideal rates so as to
achieve the objectives accepted by the society according to its circurnstances
and its realities on the light of the Sharia rules. It is also the duty of the state
10 use all economic instruments and policies whether financial, monetary,
commercial, or for pricing, and give incentives to individuals in order to
carry out the development efforts in the proper way.

The first Islamic state undertook all these responsibilities in the best way.
For instance it permitted revival of the dead lands, and appropriated those
lands to the revivors, Omar Ibn Al Khattab always used to address the
people and request them to improve their properties, and also he used to
direct them to the real invesiment in agriculture and animal production and
the other fields®,

The state should utilize all its mass media organs for presenting to the
people thz developmental culture and educate them on that and show them
how to maintain and preserve these properties, and how to love work and
rationalize expenditure. The state should provide all necessary expertize and
skilly through the educational and training institutions.

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should be reduced as much as possible. Islam is seriously concerned about
the sanctity of public property. In this concern Allah Almighty says:

*“No prophet could {ever)

Be false to his trust.

1f any person |s so false,

He shall, on the Day

Of judgment, restore

What he misappropristed””

As for public property which is a source of wealth, Islam did not impose
on the state a certain method of exploiting that wealth, but it gave the state
the iberty of inducing whatever it finds of suitable methods on the light of
the circumstances, on coadition that it abides by legitimacy in all its
actions. On the practical level, there are a number of instruments and
methods which can be followed by the state, one of which is the formation
of public sector to be administered through the means of a clear cut plan
abiding by the principle of priorities and the principle of equilibrium on the
level of the different regions and the level of generations. All this is ta be
done by a scientific administration which would apply all cconomic
principles and rules in their operations directed for production of
commodities and gervices, which are usually not handled by the private

sector, or which might involve some national security issues. When there is
a public sector, it should be complementary and supporting to the private
sector and not an alternative or a dominating sector.

For the exploitation of these resources, the state may use the private
sector through the different business forms such as tenantship, partnership,
lease or profit sharing. However, the state does not have the absolute right
¢ither to choose this form or that, but rather it is obliged by the Istamic
criteria for preference, which is the wise exploitation of resources and
equity of distribution, We have to know that Islam gave more concern for
the development and investment of public property more than its concern
for the development of private property, depending on what is built in the
human nature, that individuals would by themselves direct their attention
to develop their own funds and property. The jurists state that, the leader
of Muslims is ordered to develop the public treasury by all means

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aimed at for interference of the state in the development process, they can

be summarized in the following:

1- The guaraatee of implementation of development and removal of the
state of poverty and backwardness so that the Islamic society can carry
out its universal message for the spreading of the call to Aliah all over
the world, being armed with all that it needs.

2- The guarantee of maintaining the developmental progress and directing
that in the right course, as for costs, equity, balance and preservation of
the environment and the rights of the future generations.

3- The guarantee of continuation of development efforts and removal of
all obstacles and impediments, throngh rationatization of all resources
in such a way to consider the different dimensions of balance,

Methods Used By The State
for Development Process:

The Islamic economic system is based on the principle of double
ownership, which means that public ownership and private ownership
coexist. In such conditions, there are two kinds of resources and funds,
public funds and private funds. Those who are administering both kinds
are required to do that wisely, whether in the way they earn these funds or
in the way they deal in them and spend them. In other words they should
use the best methods for the best objectives. Private property is taken care
of by individuals, and public property is taken care of by the state, at the
same time when the state has the right of guardianship over the private
property, derived from its guardianship over all individuals and their

property,

Available Methods for The State
Townrds Public Property:

Public property can take the shape of general revenues or general
resources of wealth. The state is obliged to dispense of that in a wise correct
way. For the general revenues, the state should spend that in the right
channels determined by the Sharia, It should understand that that property
or wealth is the property of the peaple and the society, therefore there
should be very strict regulations for organizing public expenditure,
applying the principle of specialization and priority. Current expenditure

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provide the infrastructure, in their different kinds, such as roads, bridges,
jrrigation canals, transportation, schools, hospitals and research centers
and the like. It is also responsible to determine the means and the methods
to achieve all that, In this process, the state shoutd observe the aims and
purposes of Sharia after the establishment of the Islamic society, and it
should care for putting that into reality. In this concern it should ablde by
the Sharia restrictions seen in the serious consultation with people of
opinion and experience, not only that but also involve them in the actual
process of arriving at recommendations, discussing them and adopting
them.

The Sharia Control Restrictions and
Alms of The State’s Interference
s Development Process:

The state or government should fully understand that for the peaple to
submit to it and render obedience to it, there are conditions to be fulfilled
and that what the state orders and imposes or restricts should not be away
from the field of obedience to Almighty Allah. In this concern, Allah
Almighty says:

“0) ye who believe

Obey God and obey the Apostle,

Amd those charged

Witk sutborlty among you"®,

The Messenger of Allah, peace be upon him says, *Submission and
obedienca are due on a Muslim in what he likes and what he does not like,
except when he is ordered to commit disobedience to Almighty Allah when
he must not show any submission or any obedience” ), Abu Bakr,
blessings of Allah be upon him says, “'Obey me as long as I obeyed Allah
Almighty and His apostle. If I disobeyed Allah and His apostle, I would
ask no obedience from you to me”™.

The state has to be awars that it is ordered to opt for the best as far as the
needs of the nation are concerned and the means used, As for the objectives

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of life. Because of this importance given to education, Islam is concerned
to consider spending on it as one of the basic channels of public spending,
on one hand and on the other, Islam provided accurate analysis of the
different kinds of disciplines and the responsibility of the whole society to
provide these disciplines through what is known as the individual
obligations and the public obligations™.

A major responsibility of the state materializes here, that is the
responsibility towards the development process, by imposing a radical
change of the present educational situations, whether on the level of
objectives and ends or the level of methods and syllabuses, or on
importance and priorities. The state should be fully aware that this is ity
responsibility conferred on it by Islam, and that development in the absence
of the educated person, is a kind of Lusion.

4- The Economic Requirement

The economic requirements can be divided into direct and indirect
requirements. As for the direct requirements are the ones which reprezent
the direct efforts exerted in the development process, such as the
production activities, the commodities, the services such as agriculture,
industry and commerce and the like. They are also seen in the final inputs
of these efforts such as funds, investments, energies and expertise.

The indirect economic requirements are seen in the factors and elements
whick determine and affect significantly those direct requirements, such az
the infrastructure, public utilities, organizations and establishments, the
financial and investment policies which have control on the direct material
requiremnent of development seen in the availability of sufficient amount of
financing funds and the investment systems.

Within the Islamic perspective, the direct economic requirements are the
concern and responsibility of the individuals and not that of the state, and
it should not get into disputes on that with individuals, and it should not
bear that responsibility on their behalf, rather it should urge them to do
that themselves through the means and authorities it has, conferred on it by
Sharia, after the exhaustion of all means of temptation.

As for the indirect requirements, these are the responsibility of the state,
and it is not rejeased from that by whatever excuse. The state js required to

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trustfulness and strength and not on the criteria of confidence and loyalty
or liking and blood relationships. In this concern Allah Almighty said:

“"Truely the best
Of men for thee to employ Is
The (snaun) who is strong and trusty”'*”,

The Messenger of Allah, peace be upon him says in this concern, '“The
one who is given authority over the affairs of Muslims and he assigns one
man to a certain job, at the time when he can find a better alternative, he
would be like betraying Allah Almighty, His apostle and all Muslims".

3-The Convictional and Intellectual Requirements

Any effort exerted needs a belief or conviction to stand behind it,
particularly the efforts to be excrted for development process. Nothing can
stend witness to that better than the effect of Islam on the Arab nation, and
what it did to turn them from a poor fragile society into an affluent
progressive leading society which lead the whole world in all fields. The
Istamic state should safeguard that belief and protect it from all kinds of
aggression, internal or from outside, and by so doing, it would participate
actively in the development process. It should bear in mind that any effort
turns to be futile in the absence of the Islamic belief.

As for the interllectual requirement, nobody can ignore the fact that all
efforts for development depend largely on the availability of knowledge
and science and information in all aspects of life. The ignorant person is
one of the most serious enemies of progress and development as he can not
deal with or handle sensitive equipment and instruments. He is in most
cases 2 consumer and not a producer, and everybody knows that for
development to be achieved, man is required to produce more than to
consume. The ¢lement of education is the backbone of the development
process on the level of methods and means. The look of Islam on the
educational process Is that it is the formation of man, improving and
developing his points of strength and his capabilities. Therefore education
should be founded on the level of forming man, where values, morals and
correct behaviour hold an important place, the same as caring for the
intellectual ability through which man can understand the different aspects

for the success of the development effort'", The Islamic state is responsible
about achieving all that. We observed that the wise successors of Prophet
Muhammad, blessings of Allah be upon him used to declare that each one
of them was a continuation of the one who preceeded him, and that none
of them would alter or overrule any deed or any action adopted by the one
before him, as long as there were no objective reasons for that alteration.

2- The Social Requiremeats

The values with which man lives, such as traditions, ideas, systems and
social relations, are practiced through their deep rooted manifestations
upon man's way of thinking and his behaviour and upon all his efforts, As
the development projects, whether productive or service projects are in the
end a human effort. This means that it can not be imagined to implement
areal development for man and what he has away from this social
dimension. As a consequence of that, the social dimension is imployed in
order to become a supporting element and a tributary of the development
effort through the conduction of a siftting process of social values,
traditions and relationships in order to remove what is bad and keep the
goad, and work hard for its development with constancy. It is no doubt
that the first responsible organ for that is the state as it possesses all
institutions, establishments and the authority to impose legislations and
regulations in the different aspects of life.

One of the most dangerous obstacles of the development process is the
existence of the artificial differences and what they might create as sharp
discrepancy in income and weaith distribution, the consequent spreading of
corruption, bribery and favouritism, as all of these disintegrate the society
and remove whatever social ties found, This issue represents a fandamental
dimension in the responsibility of the state towards the development
process, Islam, in this concern presented all necessary principles,
guidelines, rules and regulations, and all that the state might do so as to
apply that and execute in the hest way possible. Here there is no room for
favouritinm and blood relations, but the criteria for preference Is the good
beneticial work in the service of the society and for the sake of Almighty
Allah. Nobody is to be favoured over another except on the criteria of

Requirements of The Development Process
1- The Political Requirements

The existence of the rightly guided political system is considered an
essential condition for the achievement of the development process, as it is
in its essence only a kind of positive interaction between government and
people, and without the existence of a good government or good people,
this interaction would not take place and consequently there would be no
development ®. For development to take place, there should be a strong
government rightly guided, which can preserve and protect the rights of the
people and maintain the relations between people, make legislations and
design policies through which the efforts of development may give their
fruits. From the other hand, development is a human effort, and man
would not exert that effort except when there is a favourable healthy
environment for that in order to preserve his freedom, his commitment and
his importance, and enable him to participate actively in the thinking
process and decision making. These development efforts need the
establishment of correct international relations which would supply that
development process with the necessary inputs and to which it can exports
the surplus of its output. The state is the organ responsible about the
formation of those relationships and sustaining them. However,
development is a long term process which needs political stability and
constancy and consistency of policies and legislations. These policies and
legislations should not be changed simply because of change of
governments, otherwise all these efforts would have been exerted in vain
ang their continuity disrupted at the time when they are an essential element

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The Istamic Concepl of Development

The subject of development according to the Islamic concepts is man and
all his constituents, including the element of wealth. What is aimed at is the
improvement and protection of these human elements which are combined
by the jurists into flve necessities: The religion, the self, the mind, the
of fspring and the wealth®™. The means of achieving all these necessities is
man himself by the elements he has. Here we find the Islamic concept of
development is different from the secular concept which considered wealth
and things as being the subject matter of development and its means in the
first place. Hence it is a development of what man has in his hands and not
development of man himself, This materialistic concept of development
has brought with it a lot of trouble to the contemporary societies. This
made so many fair philosophers from the west wara against the
consequences of total submission to the belief on the bible of
development™, The experience of the development operation in the third
world confirms the fact that the limitation of development to the things
which man possesses is impossible and a kind of loss, because the man who
is not good and the unfavourable enviornment can not bring about
economic affluence and even if it existed for sometime, it would not
persist ., But if we succeeded in forming the good man and maintaining
the favourable environment, then the process of achieving economic
progress becomes an easy process. The economic meaning of this concept
means the utilization of all human resources including wealth, and that
utilization should be interpreted into productive projects in order to satisfy
all resources of man.

necds are not limited to materialistic and worldly needs, but there are
spirituat, intellectual, emotinal, economic and social needs. The function
of the state in the Islamic society iz to secure and provide the atmost of
interests of the individuals in the soclety, from the view point that the aims
of the Sharia are all directed towards the achievement of these interests
related to this world and the Hereafter of the Muslim. This general
function of the state can be branched into the following brances:

Safe-guarding the religion, maintaining security and defence and all
public services, maintaining justice and social balance, providing the
necessary situations and conditions for the achievement of economic
progress, maintaining the political, social atmosphere and the intellectual
frame, on the light of the Sharia directives in order to fulfil the legitimate
demands of individuals,

The Role of The State in
The Economic Field

This role is seen in keeping vigilance on individuals who are carrying out
the economic activities on the light of the general principles and the Sharla
rules, and giving them assistance on that by all capabilities, and instruments
it has available, and directing them on the correct economic behaviour, and
all that is done through the methods and means given to it by the Sharia,
The state can correct whatever shortcomings there might be in fulfilling the
needs of the society, by shouldering actual responsibility for providing
commodities and services which would fulfill those needs, and it may
choose the method which would lead to the achievement of the highest rate
of public interests extracted from administering and exploiting these public
properties.

Imam Qarrafi says, the ruler of Muslims should exert all possible effort
for the achievement of what is in the interests of all Muslims. If he
determined to do something beneficial for the Muslims and finds another
better alternative, he should adopt this better alternative, otherwise he
would be held sinful if he neglected that ™.

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and to invalidate injustice and the false, whatever strength and influence
stands behind it. With this strength, the Messenger of Allah, peace be upon
him, faced the different problems of the society at the beginning of Islam,
The Messenger of Allah says, *‘What brought destruction upon those
peaple before you, is that if the strong onc among them stole they let him
free, and if the weak one among them stole, they would impose punishment
on him*')_ On these same footsteps, the first successor, Abu Bakr,
blessings of Allah be upon him followed. One of the first declarations he
made was, “‘the strang one among you is weak in front of me until I take
the right from him, and the weak one among you, is strong infront of me,
until I take the right for him'*®. During his reign, Khalifa Abu Bakr
practically involved in using the wisely controlled authority in waging war
against the apostates. These were the wars waged by the Islamic state
against those who wanted to touch the rights of the poor peopie, The
second Khalifa, Omar Ibn Al Khattab, blessings of Allah be upon him
came and declared, ‘I will not let anyone of you do injustice on the other
or transgress on him, otherwise I would press on the cheek of the agressor
on the ground and put my foot on the other until he submits to the
righteous”®,

The Islamic political, social, and economic thought, was concerned,
along the ages with analysing, establishing and consolidaling the functions
of the Islamic state, finding directives from the texts, the rules and practices
which handled the question of nile and sovereignty, and judgment by what
Allah descended in all aspects and in all relationships and interactions
between groups of people and individuals, however different these
relationships and interactions were. In this concern Allah Almighty says:

**And this (he commands)

Judge thou between them

By what God hath revealed”'®

The Messenger of Allah, peace be upon him says, *“The one whao is given
authority by Allah over some affairs of the Muslims and he fails short of
responding to their needs and their poverty, Allah Almighty will not

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emergence of new economic, social and political conditions, the social and
political conditions, the socialistic systems began to permit some chances
for the individual efforts in the economic operation in general and the
developmental in particular. Some of the good lessons learned from these
new developments on the secular economic system in its two flanks, that it
is one of the obvious mistakes in the development operation is to neglect
any one of its fundamental elements, the state, the individuals and the
belief that development is a common collaborative responsibility, otherwise
it would stop or fail to achieve one of its mot important objectives, which
is affluence for all members of the society. Some of the societies were aware
of these lessons and henoe were able to achieve developmet accompanied by
equity in distribution”.

As for the state in Islam, it is a permanent and continuous establishment
whatever the volume of those forming it was. Islam was so concerned with
the formation of that establishment, ¢ven among the smallest of groups. In
this concern, the Messenger of Allah says, *‘If three Muslims set cutona
journey, let them assign one of them as leader’®. This is ordered only
because of the realisation of Islam from the one hand, and the depth of its
perspectives from the other, and the existance of some fundamental duties
which can not be carried out by anybody other than the state. So no society
would realize the aims behind it except through the state which
compromises between the interests which may get into conflicts. Ibn
Khuldoun says: *“Whenever people are found in one group and in one place
which is developed through them, there should be some kind of sanction to
protect them one from the other because of their aggressive nature, so that
no one of them transgresses on the other, and this is the meaning of
annm.

Besides conveying the divine message, the Messenger of Allah, peace be
upon him, practiced the duty of leadership and the executive authority. The
first thing which worried the companions of the Prophet, after his death,
was the question of succession (Khilafa). But the question did not stop
there, as Islam required from the state strength and efficiency. The strength
to cnable it to give each individual his due rights however weak he may be

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THE ROLE OF THE STATE IN DEVELOPMENT
ON THE LIGHT OF ISLAMIC ECONOMY

Dr. Shawgi Donya*

Functions of The State In The
Isiamic Society and The Qther
Socleties:

The capitalistic societies have adopted the idea of the state on guard
whose fundamental duty is directed towards ficlds other than the economic
one. It is only concerned with security, defence, and on the economic field,
its function is only limited to implementation of infrastructure, and the
kinds of projects not handied by individuals. All its attention is centered
around maintaining the dominant legal and social situations. A radical
change imposed by the political and economical recurring incidents, forced
people to reconsider the function of the state as concerning the economic
field, the thing which altered that function from being only guarding the
economic situations to deep involvement in that, and at the same time
sustaining the established capitalistic aspect seen in the dominance of
private ownership, with very narrow chance of allowing for common or
public ownership.

The development operation in itself was a continuous and growing
operation, but its basic elements had been set up during the free capitalistic
era. The duty of the state in this stage, the stage of intermingling
capitalism, is only maintaining the rates of growth, and correcting what
might obstruct its way.

Baut in the socialistic system, since the start, the state shouldered all the
economic duties, at the head of which was the development operation, as
for its achievement, directing its cource and determining the manner in
which it is carried out. However, after sometime, and as a result of the

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Secondly:

As for the administrative charges imposed for issurance of the letter of
credit are permissible and Sharia legitimate, with the consideration not to
impose more than the charge imposed on the similar("). On the light of
that, the bidder should verify his situation with the bank issuing the letter
of credit without involving the owner of the commodity in situation
between the bidder and the bank, as long as he can guarantee his rights in
a Sharia legitimate way.

As for the auction for getting a higher percentage of profit in feasible
investment projects which the bank agreed to finance, it means speculation,
which is in the Sharia sense refers to the transaction in which a person gives
his funds to someone else who would invest these funds and they share the
accrued profits according to the conditions they make®, This contract is a
Sharia permissible contract if it fulfils all its pillars and conditions, and the
auction to get the highest possible percentage of profit is also permissible
within the terms they agree upon in the contract.

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meaning and essence, this kind of transaction is the same as the down
payment sale, and in this way it is one of the correct and permissible
transactions in the Hanbali school of thought.

This financial guarantee can also be in the form of bank guarantee such
as a letter of credit issued by the bank by which it would undertake any
liability resulting from any kind of negligence from the bidder's side. The
bank issues such letter of credit for a certain percentage levied from the
person benefiting from that letter of credit. This procedure is connected
with two points: The first one is the relationship between the bidder and the
owner of the commodity. The latter will have the right to put conditions in
the contract in order to guarantee the seriousness of the bidder, and so
guarantees his rights and preserves his interests: «Mustims are held by their
conditions». So if the bid offerer demanded a bank guarantee, this is his
due right. The second point is the relationship between the bidder
{guaranteed) and the bank which has issued the letter of credit for the profit
it gets from that. The Majma’ Al (Figh) Al Islami of the Islamic
Conference Organization, in Jeddah in its resolution No 12 dated 1/16 -
Rabie I 1406 Hijra, corresponding to 22-28 December 1985 issued the
details of the rule on such procedure:

I- Theletter of credit is either covered or uncovered. H it is uncovered
then it is treated as combining the trust of the guarantor 10 the trust of
another on what is obligatory, whether presently or in future, and this
is what is meant by the reality of (Dhaman) or (bail) in the Istamic
Sharia,

If the letter of credit was covered, the relationship becomes between
the requestor of the letter and the source of the letter whichisin a
sense a bail, and a bail might be obtained with charge or free of
charge, with the bail being in the interest of the beneficiary who isin
this case the (granteed) one.

2- A bail is a voluntary contract for doing kindness. The jurists stated
that it is not permissible to obtain compensation for bail, and so the
Majma’a resolutes the following:

Firstly:
It is not permissible to charge fees on the issurance of a letter of credit in
exchange for the guarantee granted.
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1- Proof that the bidders are qualified and that they have recently
exccuted similar works like those applied for in the bids or in
auction™,

2- Stipulation of auction entry fees differs in amount from one auction
to another.
3. Stipulation of financial, initial or final guarantee.

Under this follows a discussion of the general rules of the Islamic Sharia.
Firstly:

Asking the bidders to prove their qualification and their execution of
previous similar works is an administrative procedure meant to assure that
the administraction or the establishment would not undertake contracting
unless it is quite sure of the gualification and capability of the bidder to
execute what he is assigned to perform. In doing so there is protection of
public interests and taking necessary precautions as in such matter is Sharia
responsibility which should be ascertained.

Secondly:

Stipulation of auction entry fees is the same as determination of
documents price: Entry fees are mostly required in bids and sometimes
rarely in auction. This is a legitimate procedure for the one who wins the
bid, because he is the only beneficiary. Those who do not win would think
that they paid that sum for nothing, as they can not recuperate what they
had paid. But In reality the one who does not win the bid will make use of
the booklet of conditions in giving him a chance to assess his capabilities to
execute what is needed. This will be of great help to him in future bids.
Thirdly:

The applied example of auctions stipulates a financial guarantee
equivalent to 1% and would be raised to 5% by the offerer of the best bid
when auction is finished. He should pay the balance of the amount when
authorization is confirmed. Such procedure is not found in the rules of the
Islamic Sharia as concerning the auction contract, The purpose of this
financial guarantee is to check on the seriousness and true desire of the
bidder. The observed procedure is returning this financial guarantee to
those who fail to win the bid, and completion of that to 5% by the winner,
and it would be calculated eventually as part of the value of the offer. In

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and methods of conduct and rules for the appliers in an auction to comply
with, The modern methods agreed with the Islamic Sharia that these moral
aspects should be observed, and legalized appropriate methods for that
compatible with the volumes of transactions and their development in the
modern limes.

The pillar of offer in the auction contract in the Islamic Figh is seen in
the bid of the bidder. This bid is obligatory on the bidder, whether he won
that contract and there was no more increase over his offer or not, The
pillar of acceptance is seen when the seller or owner of the commodity
declares his consent on the price on which the auction stopped, or his
consent on a lower offer from a certain person. The modern methods agree
with the Islamic (Fiqh) on the pillar of offer seen in the auction offer, and
of acceptance seen in the consent of the seller as a whole and not in detail.
This difference can be explained in the following points:

Firstly:

The following bid does not supersede the previous bid in the Islamic
(Figh). Every bidder is obliged by his own bid, whether it was previous or
following. If the sale was instant, Al Mawaq stated that «if times are
different this does not appliy according to us, after the season when one
comes to impose on people against their traditions and customs»‘!?,
Secondly:

The previous principle is totally compatible with its Sharia consequences
entailed by it, which is giving the owner or the commodity the liberty to
choose the one to whom he would seil his commodity even if not for the
highest offer, which would not oblige the seller, This is a legitimate Sharia
right if there was no condition stating otherwise. The modern methods give
this right to the owner of the commodity on condition that he stipulates
that it is his right not to authorize the bid to the one who offers the highest
offer.

The case of conceit in auction is acceptable in the Islamic Sharia, but it is
not in the modern methods.

The most significant thing which is found in the modern methods and
not in the islamic Shariza in the auction contract, from the side of content
are the following things:

This is the application of the auction method In order to get the highest
participation in profits with the investors in holding partnership contracts.
This can be seen when the Islamic banks offer investment projects for
auction. These projects are proved to be feasible projects, and the bank
agrees to provide financing for those who wish to implement these projects,
The auction element in this transaction is the trial of the bank to get the
highest percentage of contribution in profits with the investor, when they
hold & partnership contract together".

Comparative Fiqhi Study:
The format:

The auction contract is different in form in some of its aspects in the
modern systems, from the Sharia sources and the Islamic (Figh). It is
different in its written style and the regulatory style in its three stages,
whereas that which is stated and affirmed in the Islamic Sharia is calling
out, notification and verbal advertiscment (auctioning), This difference is
difference in style and instruments and organization, which are concerned
with the correctness of auction, and the guarantee of its fairness and
impartiality. This is included in the Fighi rule which states: «what is
considered §n contracts is the meaning not the words and structures. “The
Islamie (Fighi) juristic studies emphasized that the auction should be
carried out publicly by calling out in an (auction) because this is the form
and method dominant in the past, but the modern methods apply the
written method, which is a developed method which can be contained by
the Islamic Sharia, 2nd it can adop! as long as it fulfils the purpose,
required without contradicting the Sharia rules or the fundamentals of
transaction”’,

Content:

The modern methods agree with the Islamic Sharifa and its (Figh) that
this contract is based on free competition between appliers who are given
equal opportunity. They also agree on the legitimacy of the desire of the
commodity owner to a higher offer or price for his commodity through the
auction method. However, the Islamic Sharia has set up certain behaviours

on condition that sale price should not be less that the committee’s
estimations. If the value of these moveables was more than one hundred
thousand Riyals, sale would not be concluded except in a public auction,
and according to the procedures stated on the executive regulations of this
system. It is not allowed for the government employees to buy items of
these moveables sold by the government, unless sale within public auction,
and the items bought were for personal utilization.

Rules of Auctions

Article 39:

The one who participates in public auction should submit a guarantee
equivalent to 1% of the value of his offér, to be increased to 5% for the
best winning offer at the end of the auction. The balance of the value
should be paid on confirmation of bid.

Article 40:

The result of confirmation of bid is to be approved by the concerned
Minister or the head of the department, if the value of the bid was five
hundred thousand Riyals or raore, or by the deputy if it was less.

The Most Important Conditions
and Requirements in Aactions
in The Modern Times

Firsily:

Ensure the gualification and suitability of bidders who should present
proofs that they had recently executed works of similar kind.
Secondly:

Stipulation of auction or bid entrance {ees, such as determination of
document prices.
Thirdly:

Submittal of initial guarantee not less than 1% of total value of offer or
2% of value of total bid!",

Regulatory Study
Applied Examples from the Saudi System
The Basice Principles

These are the principle common between the auction and bidding
contracts and supply contracts.

Article I;

The following should be given consideration in the supply of government
purchases and the execution of it needs for its projects, and the
implementation of basic principles:

a) Al individuals and establishments and institutions which are fualified
and fulfil all conditions, and which wish to deal with the government,
have equal chances of work and final equal treatment.

b) Competitors are supplied with all complete and available information
about the work to be execuied equally, and they can obtain this
information at one time, and another time is indicated for submittal
of offers.

Article 2-D:

For the implementation and execution of its projects, the government
deals with the individuals and institutions which are authorized to practice
and carry out the works which fall within these necessary works or
purchases, in accordance with the regulations and principles followed.
An initial guarantee ranging between 1% to 2% of totat value of contract
is to be submitted with the offer, and according to what is determined by
the conditions and specifications. It is not obligatory to submit this
guarantee in case of direct purchase or open offers.

Arlicle 2 - E:

It i3 not permissible for the competitors, except in the cases in which it is
alfowed to negociate according to the rules of this regulation, to change and
alter the prices on their offers, whether increasing or decreasing, after
submittal of these offers.

Arlicle 11:

It is permissible to sell out the surplus moveables which are not needed by
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2- Determination of appropriate period of time for competitors to
consider their situations and thelr offers before presentation®d),

Second Siage:

Examination and study of the bid and authorization of bid. Thisisa
preliminary stage which aims at choosing the best of offers according to the
kind of bid or {(auction), This operation is carried out by two committees:
committee for opening envelops and the committee for decision making,
Third Stage:

The cenclusion of contract. This job ia undertaken by another
committee other than the decision making commitiee, This might be the
head of the department or the concerned Minister.

Offer and Acceptance in Auction:

Submittal of bid by the bidder represents the offer in the contract,
whether for sale or lease. The authortzation of the bid represents
acceptance. Abdul Razzag Al Sanhouri presents a number of rules
concerning these two basics. These are:

1-  Inthe auction sale, offer is not offering of the commodity in auction,
but it is submittat of bids, and acceptance s the authorization of bid
and by that authorization sale is concluded for the one who wins that
authorization, even if another person submits & higher offer.

2- The one who submits a bid that bid, is considered an offer and in this
case it is an obligatory offer, and the offerer is obliged by what he had
offered until that offer is invalidated when a higher offer is submitted,
or until the council of the auction is over without winning that bid.
But if he won the bid in the council of that auction, the sale would be
concluded.

3- The following bid in auction supersedes the previous bid. The one
who submits a higher bid would invalidate the previous lesser bid.

4- Itis not obligatory to authorize the bid to the highest offer, and if this
was the case it remains to unless otherwise stated(,

Cases of Deceit Ip Auctions:

The modern systems have stated that there is no deceit in public auction,
if a commodity was conditioned by a court to be sold in public auction.

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any (Dhaman). If the auctioner gave the commodity offered for sale to one
customer to inspect with the intention to buy it, and the man took the
commodity and disappeard, then the auctioner should not pay any
(Dhaman) compensation, as he is authorized to show the commaodities to
customers normally. Gadikhan stated that, according to me the auctioner
should not pay (Dhaman) if the auctioner gave the commodity to the man
and did not go away from him. But if he gave the man the commodity and
went away, he should pay (Dhaman). If the broker mixed the weaith of the
people and the prices of the commodities he had sold, he should pay
{Dhaman) except in the situations where customs allowed for permission to
¢arry out such mixing. There is no (Dhaman) on the auctioner if he lost the
commodity and said he did not know where he had lost it or how he had
lost it. If he said that I do not know in what shop I put it, he would pay
(Dhaman){*), The auctioner is to pay (Dhaman) on the things he looses
because of neglect or when he does something without being permitted in
words or by custom™. There is no Hability on the auctioner for what he
sells according to the auction contract, unless its defect appeared and he
concealed it or did not mention it, and the same thing applies on the
representative, the employer, the trustee and the ruler.

The Auction in Modern Times:

Bidding or public auction is the means through which a management
chooses the best offer present for contracting with it whether from the
financial side or from the side of the required service™, Auction is used in
our modemn time for many purposes and contracts, most important of
which are sales and leases. Auction and bidding depend on free competition
and equality between competitors in obtaining the information available at
the concerned administrative authority, and getting the chance in entering
that competition.

Procedures of Auction Contract
First Stage

Preseatation of offers by individuals, which is completed as follows:

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The Charges of the Auctioner:

The auctioner is entitled to get charges for the work he does, according
to customs or according to conditions at the initiation of the contract. He
geis his charges from the seller if the customs state that or from the buyer,
if he stipulates that on him, If there was no custom in that, charges are
given according to the conditions imposed. If the sold commodity was
returned to the seller for a legitimate Sharia reason such as when another
buyer is eligible to buy the commodity other than the one who bought, or
due to a defect in commodity, then the seller does not have the right to
recuperate what he had paid to the auctioner, If the owner of the
commodity authorised the auctioner to sell that commodity, the auctioner
does not have the right t0 impose auction charges on the buyer because in
veality he is the concluder of the contract and hence the auction charges are
to be imposed on the selier if he accepts the offer of that buyer. If the
owner of a commodity requested an auctioner to undertake presenting and
selling that commodity and fixed a wage for the auctioner in order to
complete that job, but for one reason or another that transaction was not
compieted, but another auctioner had completed that job, then the first
auctioner should get the wage he was promised for the trouble he had

taken.

(Dhaman) Compensation, of
The Auctioner

The auctioner is a partner employee, and if he lost something
inadvertently, he would not be asked to pay (Dhaman) compensation,
according to Abu Hanifa. For instance, if the auctioner was carrying the
money he received for selling a commodity and he was intending to deliver
that money to the owner, and he lost that money, the matter will be settied
between them by imposing on the auctioner to pay half the amount Jost'",

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Rules on The Auctioner and His Wage:

1t is permissible for the auctioner or the (Sheikh) of the market to
nominate the auction with initiative price. This intiative price is not
considered (Najsh) and it is done so that somebody who does not know the
value of the commodity offered for sale makes that nomination with no
knowledge. However, the auctioner is not permitied to sell out a
commodity without a permission from the owmer, except when he is totally
authorized by the owner to do sc (). [t is not permissible for the auctioner
who is a representative of the owner of the commodity in that auction, {0
be a partner for the one who increases the price without knowledge of the
seller, because this would be like the one who increases and buys at the
same time, and in doing so there is betrayal for the selier. The one who does
so would like no body to increase over the price he offers and would not
advise the buyer to request more increase in price and would only like the
auction to stop and the sale concluded, 1f any group of people conspirate to
do 50, they deserve to be punished on (Ta’zeer). Part of this punishment is
1o prevent them from practicing auction until they repemt™®,

Collaborstion of Auctioners
in the Sales

Some groups of auctioners may collaborate in the market and form an
association between them so as to carry out auction according to 2 set up
programme between them. The owner of a commodity may contact one of
these auctioners in order to call out for auction for his commodity. This
auctioner may refer the owner of the commodity to another auctioner to
carry out that auction, and so the owner has the choice either to accept that
auctioner or not. However, the auctioner is the representative of the owmner,
and the representative has the right to delegate another person to take his
placé, but the jurists disagreed on the permissibility of delegating another
representative without prior permission from the original authorizer. 1f
there was a known tradition that the auctioner delivers the commodity to
someone he trusts, that custom would be like a condition. If people knew
that they are partners and that they would deliver the weaith to them, they
would make that as permission 1o his partner“"

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But if the seller practiced (Najsh) or conspirated with the one who does
that, there are two opinions on the invalidity of that sale in the school of
Imam Ahmad and others. The seller who practices such conspiracies for
{Najsh) should be punished according to {Ta’azeer) discretion of the
authoritiest, 5t is permissible that one trader requests from another trader
not to increase the bid on the price of the commodity offered for auction,
and they agree between them to share buying that commeodity and become
partners and they pay the price equally, because the chance for auction is
open but one of them gave up his right in bargaining for the other. This is
diffevent from the other situation when people in a market agree all of them
not to offer any increase on the commodity which they want, so that its
owner is compelled to sell it out for less than its actual wosth, and so they
buy it and share it between them. Such act might bring damage on the
owner of commodity more than the damage which might be if he sold that
commodity in auction. Such action undervalue people’s property'™.

The Auctioner:

This is the person who calls out for the sale of commodities in an
auction™. The auction contract is different from the sale contract in form
for the presence of the auctioner or commissioner who is & major element
in such kind of sale. This auctioner is a representative of the owner of the
commodity offered for sale, in conducting preseatation, offering,
bargaining, acceptance and sale eventually. This role imposes on the
auctioner to acquire certain moral qualities, such as piety, trust,
truthfulness, so as to comply with his behaviour as required by the Sharia
for the conduction of such transactions. These qualities are reinforced in
this contract, as they affect positively and negatively on the transactors and
on the safety of the market. They also have effect on the personality of the
auctioner, his work, and the application of the Sharia rules which can not
be surpassed or neglected because they affect the contract and its validity.
The auctioner should not increase the price of the commodity by himself,
or for himself or in collaboration with another party.

2- The hatf-owner is not to buy the commodity unless he offers an
increase on the price reached if he was the one who requested the
commodity to be sold, but if he was the one who refused he is to buy
it for the price reached only.

3-  ‘The one who refused or the one who requested the sale may buy it for
the price reached, if the requester of the sale did not intend to
eliminate the one who refused from that ownershi;)a. otherwise he
should buy it after offering an increase on the price!'.

If a judge setls out a property of a dead person or that of a
bankrupt person, in auction, and the buyer left the council of auction
where sale was concluded, and after that an increase in price was
offered, the jndge would have the right to cancel the previonsly
concluded sale voluntrily from the side of the buyer who is given the
option either to return the commaxdity or increase on the price, but
that is not obligatory on him, when the judge asks him that, and in
case that the buyer refuses to increase the price or return the
commodity, the judge is not to do injustice to the buyer, and should
conclude that sale for him®,

If an administrator of endowments sold out the yield of an endowment
with the presence of the judge, after calling out for it in auction, and after
that an increase on the price was offered, the administrator had no right to
invalidate the previous sale or accept the increase, unless it is proved by
actual evidence that there was injustice in that sale of endowment yvield, so
the increase is accepted even from those present®.

Sheikh of Islam Tbn Taimeya stated that, if the owner of the commodity
increased the price over, he would be a (Najish) unjust. (Najish) is more evil
than the trader who is not an owner. However, if the owner of a
commodity increased its price as {Najsh), the sale would not be invalidated.

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auction sale where the seller has the right to oblige the buyer to buy the
commodity according to the increase in price the buyer had offered, as the
seller stipulated, or the custom entails that the seller holds the commodity
unti} the council of auction is over or withdraws it or sells another different
one. If the seller did not stipulate that and there was no custom on that,
then he would not have the right to oblige the buyer, And if the buyer
stipulated that he would not be obliged 10 conclude the sale unless he isin
the council, then that stipuiation would be observed even if the custom
stated otherwise!",

Ibn Rushd states:

If the caller of the auction stopped his call on the commodity on a certain
offer from a buyer, and after consultation with the owner, they agreed to
sell it out, and at this moment another buyer increased the price offered,
then the commadity should go to the first offerer. However, if the owner of
the commodity, when asked for advice by the caller, tok! him to act the way
the caller sees appropriate, and another offerer increases the price at that
time, then the caller will have the right to make his own dxscrenon, and he
would not be obliged to sell out according to intention™. It is not
obligatory to sell the commodity to the one on whom the bid has settled in
the auction when its owner changes his mind. The custom is that ¢ither he
concludes the sale or withdraws the item in the council, and it is not
stipulated to keep that for days.

It is permissible to increase the price higher than the price zettled for sale
in the auction after notification of the owaer of the commodity by the
caller on the price reached, when there is no meeting between the seller and
the buyer, but agreement on the sale was concluded between the selling
auctioner and his intermediators.

If there was a commodity commonly owned between two owners and
that commodity can not be divided, and auction was made on it until a
price was reached, it is permissible to sell the commodity out for that price
reached or that one should wait until an increase is offered on the price?
There are three opinions on this point:

The Rules of Auction:

The origin in auction in contracts with their Sharia conditions is
permissibility. There might be written conditions for that, which is
recommendable, such as when the ruler sells out the property of an
indebtor in order to repay the debts on this man. It is recommendabie that
the ruler summons the litigants as this would help settle the debts equitably.
One of them might find his property, he had credited, in hand and be
satisfied to take it back as it is, The ruler would order the bankrupt
indebtor and the litigants to assign someone to call out for the auction on
the property, and if they all agree on him, the ruler would assign him
officially for that mission, and if they disagres he would reject him. When
the indebtors assign one man and the litigants assign another, and both
men prove to be trustworthy, then the ruler would have the option to assign
another, and both men prove to be trustworthy, then the ruler would have
the option to assign the one who would volunteer for that job, When both
men are equal in knowledge and being useful, then the ruler would choose
whom he sees more suitable.

The owner of the commodity will have the right to oblige the one who
offers an increase on the price, to buy the commodity for that price he had
offered, unless the owner withdraws his commodity from the auction and
sells another one or hold it until the council of auction ceases, or when the
custom states obligation after parting of the council, or if the seller
stipulates that and hence oblige the buyer to buy even after parting of the
council of auction, on the question of custom, and the guestion of
stipulation according to the days stipulated. So, if the buyer stipulates that
sale would not be obligatory except when he is in the council, then that
stipulation would hold valid even if the custom is opposite to it &,

If there was delay in offering and acceptance, until the council is over,
then sale would not be obligatory at all, as well as when there was a gap
entailing abandonment of what the two transactors were about to
conclude, and so can not be concluded as in custom, except in the case of

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that price offered, unless he holds his commodity back from the auction
and sells another one or keeps it untit the council of the auction is over, and
anyway the owner of the commodity has freedom to sell his commodity to
whoever he chooses to among those who offered prices for it even if
another person has offered 2 higher price.

The Shafle Mazhab:

The Shafies advocated for the permiscibility of the auction sale. This is
what is recorded in their certified books. They discuss it when they mention
the sale of one person over the sale of his brother, and his offering a price
over the offer of his brother, in order to show the causes of prohibition in
these two kinds, and how the auction sale is different from these two kinds
of transactions. What is made use of in the narration of the prohibition of
the sale of a man over the sale of his brother, is that if two men had
concluded a sale transaction, Imam Shafie says, and before these two men
depart from each other. Such kind of sale is the prohibited sale, but on
other than this, it is not prohibited"”. Imam Abu Is-Haq Al Shirazi said,
«but if the commaodity was offered in auction, it would be permissible for
the one to demand it and offer increase on price™.

The Hanball Mazhab:

The Hanbalis agree on the legitimacy of the auction sale. In {(Sharh
Muntaha Al Iradat), Al Bahouti states that a sale on auction basis is
permissible when there is no permission from the owner of the commodity
on trying to find out whether a man has offered a price over the price of his
brother, and deriving evidence from the (Hadith} which prohibits man
from offering a price over the price offered by his brother. Even if the
owner of the commodity did not make his acceptance public, the sale
would not be forbidden because Muslims still conduct their selling and
buying in their markets through auction™. The scholar Musa Al Hijawi
agreed on this with Al Bahouti and he said; as for increasing and bidding in
an auction is permissible’®. The scholar Mansour Al Bahouti commented
on this statement and said: This is consensus as the Musglims are still

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townsman to a nomad. All these kinds of transactions are reprehended, but
the sale itself is not invalidated. and there is no objection to the sale of the
one who increases'?. Annas stated that the Messenger, peace be upon him,
sold a mat and & gourd for the one who offered a higher price, and because
it is the sale of the poor and that it is badiy necded®.

The Maliki Mazhab:

Mubhammad Iba Rushd stated that, the sale on auction is permissible,
and it is not included within what the Messenger, peace be upon him
prohibited. The origin in this permissibility is what is narrated that a man
from (Al Ansar) came to the Messenger of Allah, peace be upon him, and
complained of poverty, then the man came again and said I came from the
inhabitants of a household for whom if I returned would find that some of
them had already died, Hearing that, the Messenger asked the man to go
inside the house of the Prophet and see if he can come out with something.
The man came with a mat and a gourd. The man said O Messenger of
Allah, they used 10 sleep on part of this mat and cover themselves with the
other part, and they used the gourd for drinking. Then the Messenger of
Allah, peace be upon him, called out, who would buy these from me for
one {(Dirham)? A man said I would. Then the Messenger, peace be upon
him said, who would offer more price, and another man said { would buy
them for two (Dirhams). The Messenger said, they are yours. Then the
Messenger, peace be upon him, called the man and told him: go and buy
food for your family for one (Dirham) and with the other (Dirham) you
buy an ax and come back to me. The man went and came back to the
Prophet, peace be upon him, who tokd him, go to the forest and cut wood
and sell it, and do not come back to me before the passage of ten days.
After this period of time the man came back to the Prophet, peace be upon
him, and said what you ordered me was a blessing. Then the Messenger of
Allgh, peace be upon him told the man: This is better for you than coming
on the day of judgment with your face full of bruises because of begging
other people.
The rule on this transaction is that the one who offers an increase on the
price, is obliged to buy it for that price he had increased, on condition that
.the owner of the commodity accepts the offer and agrees to sell it out for

he had actuaily paid so as to tempt others n,
1bn Battal said that the jurists are on consensus that {Al Najish) is
disobedient by so doing, but they disagreed on the sale if it was concluded
alier (Najsh) being practiced on it, Ibn Al Munzir reported about a group
of jurists of (Hadith) who state that such sale was invalid. This is the
opinion of the peopte who follow the apparent meaning, and a narration
about lmam Malik, and this is the famous opinion with the Hanbalis, if the
sale was concluded with the conspiracy of the seller or by his own doing,
What is famous with the Malikis in such case is the affirmation of option,
which is another opinion of the Shafies as analogous to (Masrat) which is
tying up the breasts of a milking animal for a number of days and not
milk it and then offer it for sale so that the one who offers to buy it would
think that it always has that much milk. The most correct with these jurists
is the correctness of the sale accompanied by sin. This is the opinion of the
Hanafis @ (Al Najish) according to what appears from the opinion of
Imam Al Mazari and others is the person who offers an increase on the
price of a commodity 5o that other people would do as he did.

(Figh) of the Four Schools of
Thought on Auction Sale:

The jurists of the four (Mazahib) derived the legitimacy of auction sale
and its rules in the different sale contracts from the (Ahadith) and the
correct narrations, having in mind, in deriving these rules, the aims of the
Sharia and its wisdom based upon the interests of people, whether in the
conditions of legitimacy and permission or in the conditions of prohibition
and restriction.

The Hanafi Mazhab:

The Hanafi jurists state that auction sale is permissible and legitimate in
contracts. The well learned jurist, Abul Hassan Ali Ibn Abi Bakr Al
Marghanani states that, the Messenger of Allah, peace be upon him,
prohibited (Najsh) and (Sawm) offer of price when a price had already been
offered, and meeting the provisions outside the town, and the sale by a

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buy it and accepts his offer but without concluding the sale, and at his
time another person comes over and tells the owner that he would give
more price for the item in question, or even tells the one who wishes to
buy, that he would sell him a better item and for a lower price, Such
kind of transaction is (Haram) particularly when a price had already
been set'’). There is no controversy among the majority of the jurists
as concerning reprehending the offer of sale of a man over the sale of
his brother Muslim, and his offer of a price over the offer of his
brother Muslim.

Azccording to Imam Maiik, and his companions, a sale conducted
in such a way is to be cancelled, but with the other jurists, such kind of
sale is not to be cancelled because it is not concluded in the first place,
and the transactors had the chance not to conclude it if they opted to
doso™.

The rule on all of these is impermissibility because the second sale or
offer for sale and the second offer of price came after settlement and
setting of the price and the agreement of the transactors, and there
was nothing left other than having the sale contract to take its final
form. But in the auction sale, the second buyer would increase the
price and the owner of the commodity did not accept that price
publicly and hence competition over increase in offer acquired
permissibility and correctness®,

3- (Al Najsh): Najsh is the action in which one transactor offers an
increase on the price of a commodity given in auction with out having
the intention of buying in order that someone else would buy for a
higher price. This kind of transaction is given the name (najsh) as the
one who practice that wonld tempt the buyers, the thing which might
be done in conspiracy with the owner of the commodity, and henice
they will both be sinful, but if it happens without the knowledge of the
owner, then the (Najish) alone will be sinful. (Najsh) might even be

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js weak (Hadith)"", When this (Hadith) did not reach the level of
correctiess of the other (Ahadith) which indicate the permissibility of
auction sale and its legitimacy, it does not rise to the level of being an
indication of prohibition, because it is stipulated that for a (Hadith) to
oppose another it should be in the same level of equality which is aot
found in this (Hadith).

Forbidden Sales Confused
with Auction Sale:

These torbldden sales are:
i-  Offer of sale given by someone at the time when his brother had
already concluded the sale.

2-  Auctioning and offering a price when one’s brother had already
offered his price. It is narrated about Abdullah Ibn Omar, blessings of
Allah be upon them, that the Messenger of Allah, peace be upon him,
said, one of you should not offer to buy something when his brother
had already bought that thing®. Another (Hadith) is about Abu
Huraira, blessings of Allah be upon him, who said: the Messenger of
Allah, peace be upon him prohibited the townman from selling to a
nomad, and not practice (Najsh), and no one to offer to buy
something when his brother had already bought it, and no one should
offer to engage a woman when his brother had already engaged her,
and that a woman should not ask that her co-wife be divorced in order
to spill cut what fs in her container®.

The erudite Badr-ud-Din Ala'yni shows the two sales as follows:
Not to offer to buy what one’s brother had already bought the thing
such as saying at the time of option during the transaction of sale,
cancel your sale, and [ would offer you the same for a lesser price.
Buying is also forbiddin when one says to the seller cancel this sale and
I would buy the item for a higher price than the one offered. As for
auctioning and offering a price over what his brother had offered is
when the owner of the commodity agrees with the one who wishes to

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The Opposing {Abadiths):
Firstly:

What is reported by Imam Ahmad in his (Musnad) about Zaid Ibn
Aslam who said, I heard a man asking Abdullah 1bn Omar about the
auction sale. Ibn Omar said, the Messenger of Allah, peace be npon him
prohibited that 2 man offers to buy something after his brother had already
bought it except in booty and inheritance!*). The apparent meaning of
(Hadith) indicates that the auction sale is not permissible except in booty
and inheritance. Al Awzaie and Is-Haq adopted the apparent meaning of
the (Hadith) and they specified permissibility of such sale on booty and
inheritance. It is parrated about Ibrahim Al Nakha'ie that he reprehended
that sale conducted for the one who bids over the price™.

Secondly:

‘What is reported by Al Bazzaz from the Hadith of Sufyan ibn Wahab: |
heard the Prophet, peace be upon him prohibit the auction sale.

The jurists of (Hadith) answered on these two (Hadiths) with the
following:

I-  The exception in the (Hadith) of Ibn Omar is a specific exception for
the offex of sale by someone after the conclusion of sale of his brother
is one kind and the auction is another kind. The prohibition in the
(Hadith) is directed when there is agreement from the seller and
acceptance from the buyer. But in the case of buying and selling when
the commodity is offered for sale and each one states his offer, with
the owner of the commodity to be satisfied with the price or not, and
that no agreement is given to any offer from a buyer, theaitis
permissible for a different person to offer to buy that commodity.
Nobody can say that auctioning a commodity is forbidden after
that'®. As for the (Hadith) narrated by Al Bazzaz, Ibn Hajar
reported that Ibn Luhay’a is in the succession of that (Hadith) and it

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Messenger of Allah, peace be upon him, sold a mat and & gourd, and catled
out: who would buy this mat and this gourd. One man said I would take
them for one (Dirham). Then the Prophet, peace be upon him, called out,
who would bid over that? who would bid over one (Dirham) Another man
offered two (Dirhars) and the Prophet, peace be upon him sold them to
the man. This is clear evidence in this Hadith that it is permissible to bid on
the price offered if the seller was not satisfied with that price'". The erudite
Abu Bakr Ibn Al Arabi comments on what was narrated by Imam Tirmithi
that some jurists permitted the (auction sale) with the funds of the booty
and inheritance saying that: this is indicative of the (Hadith) on the
prohibition of sale when soreone had already sold the commodity. This
specified at the time of agreement and approach. But in case of marketing
and demand of increase before that, it is permissible. Abu Issa mentioned
that some of the jurists state that it is permissible. (to conduct such kind of
sale} in the booty and inheritance as the topic is the same and there is
common meaning between them where a boody is not different from
inheritance .

The jurists have derived this specification, mostly on what is normally
sold by auction at that time, when the lslamic (Jihad) was at its peak, and
there was a lot of booty. However, this does not mean prohibition of
auction sale on other than those, but rather they are allocated with those
because of having rules in common, pa:tit_:ulary when it was proved that
sale by auction took place on other than them".

It is narrated in Al Muwatta that Imam Malik, Blessings of Allah be
upon him, said, there is no objection to calf out for a commodity and offer
it for sale, and more than one person offer their prices on it. He continued
saying, if 2 commeodity is sold out for the first offer given, then it would be
similar to wrongly being taken and the sellers would suffer damage and
harm in setling their commodities, and he said the matter according us is
treated accordingly™® .

THE AUCTION SALE CONTRACT
IN THE ISLAMIC SHARI’A

(With Emphasis on Contemporary Issues)
Dr. Abdel Wahab Ibrehim Abu Suleimon”

The auction sale is one method of transaction legitimized in the Islamic
jurisprudence, and it is being applied in trading among Muslims in their
markets for long centuries. The Muslim Jurists have stated the rules of such
sale and narrated its cases and situations according to the Holy Book and
the {Sunnah) and the principles of the Shari’a, Modern times arrived with
their developments which include, among other things, the different kinds
of transaction, methods of trading and auction sale, as it is the most widely
spread kind of sale in the local and international commercial transaction,
Definition and Legitimacy

Linguistically, auction means overbidding on the price of a commodity
by people in a market place when it is offered for sale™. As terminology it
means calling out for the sale of a commodity and people bidding on it,
each one raising the price over the other until the price is settled on the last
offerer who would buy it*?. Sale of the commodity sold in such way
stipulated mentioning its characteristics and qualities, as this is the most
predominant practice.

Imam Al Nawawi rejected the pleasures of good food
50 as not to indulge himself in comforts and worldly pleasures, and being so
ascetic he could complete more than fifty titles on (Hadith) and
jurisprudence although he did not live more than forty five years. The
Muslim physicians used to invent the best of theories in the field of
medicine and its literature. The scholars of engineering, chemistiry,
astronomy and all other deciplines used to do the same and set the
foundations of modern sciénce.,
to spread and protect their civilization, a thing which can not be described
in words, For this reason it is obligatory on every Muslim to read the
history of [slam 30 as to make certain that life is giving and this giving can
not be achieved except through exertion of efforts in all aspects.

It is also obligatory on the Muslim to nnderstand that the age in which
we live now and the age to be received by future generations are ages of
challenge in which civilizations compete, with the stronger one trying to
impose its presence, on the weak one,

Civilization is similar to the mind in its movement and in its calmness, in
its strength and in its weakness, and the body is where the mind is contained
and from where it performs its activities or takes its rest. When activity of
the body is revived, that of the mind is revived too, and if activity of the
body is reduced, then that of the mind is reduced too, and it is weakened or
about to perish,
